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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to: 1) develop a training curriculum to prevent
school age pregnancy, and 2) evaluate the use of the training curriculum to prevent
school age pregnancy by comparing students' knowledge and understanding on school
age pregnancy prevention before and after training, and studying the level of students’
satisfaction toward the curriculum implementation after training The study was
conducted in four phases. The first phase was the study and analysis of fundamental
information for the training curriculum development. The second phase was the
training curriculum construction. The third phase was the training curriculum
implementation. The forth phase was the training curriculum improvement. The target
groups included 45 Mathayomsuksa Three students. The target groups were selected
using simple random sampling Research instrument included, an achievement test on
school age pregnancy prevention, a questionnaire on students’ satisfaction toward the
training curriculum. The statistics employed in data analysis were percentage, mean,
standard deviation and t - test for dependent samples.

The results of the study revealed that,

1. The training curriculum to prevent school age pregnancy consisted of four
components, which were 1) objectives, 2) contents, 3) activities, and 4) assessment
and evaluation of the curriculum.

2. The results of the implementation of the training curriculum to prevent
school age pregnancy included the knowledge and understanding of students on
school age pregnancy prevention after training was higher than before training with
statistical significance at .01 level, and the students’ satisfactions toward the training
curriculum was at the highest level.
