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Abstract

This research aimed to study the objective of tourism activities, examine
opinions and comparing Thai tourists and representatives of public and
communities’ opinion on tourism business management at Chao Phraya River.
Sample group consisted of 400 Thai tourists and 400 representatives of public and
communities along Chao Phraya River. Questionnaires were used as research
instrument. Frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation and Independent-
Sample T Test were applied to analyze collected data.

Findings indicated that most of Thai tourists had more than one objective of
travel and engaged in more than one activity. The main objective was to learn and
pursue knowledge whereas the main activity was temple and riverside architecture
touring. Regarding opinion, Thai tourists and the representatives of public and
communities had moderate level of opinion on tourism business management at
Chao Phraya River. Opinions on four aspects were found to be in high level: policy
and staff, facilities and tourism activities, business operation and creating
consciousness to relevant people, while other three aspects were in moderate level:
professional ethics and social responsibility, tourism and natural resources
preservation and participation of communities and stakeholders. Furthermore, there
was no difference of overall opinion among tourists and the representatives of
public and communities. However, Thai tourists had more opinions than the
representatives of public and communities in the aspects of policy and staff,
business operations, professional ethics, social responsibility and participation of
communities as well as relevant people. Last but not least, the representatives of
public and communities had more opinion than Thai tourists regarding facilities and
tourism activities, tourism and natural resources preservation, creating consciousness
to relevant people, the opinions of responsibility and participation of communities.

Abstract

The purposes of this study were 1) to compare the perceptions between the
students and the teachers of Bungphra Commercial College, Phitsanulok towards
English for Specific Purposes (ESP) and English for General Purposes (EGP), 2) to
investigate the readiness of the students and the teachers for the teaching and
learning of ESP, 3) to investigate the needs of the students and the teachers for the
teaching and learning of ESP, 4) to investigate the problems found in the teaching
and learning of ESP, and 5) to study the factors affecting the success in the teaching
and learning of ESP. The participants of this study were 160 students and 5 teachers
of Bungphra Commercial College, Phitsanulok. The research instruments were
questionnaire and the interview. The data were analyzed by using percentage, mean
(x_), and standard deviation (S.D.).

The findings were as follows:

1. Both students and teachers had positive attitudes towards the teaching and
learning of ESP. The students agreed that ESP could improve their abilities to be ready
for the competition/flow of labours in the ASEAN Community, while the teachers
realized the main goals of ESP that were more obvious than EGP.

2. The students were more ready for the teaching and learning of ESP than
the teachers. However, both students and teachers agreed that the readiness in EGP
could support and lead to the success of ESP.

3. The students expected the teachers to improve themselves in terms of
their English knowledge and skills, including the contents of ESP, while the teachers
needed that the teaching and learning of ESP should be focused on practising
language skills through the integrated contents of ESP in the curriculum
simultaneously.

4. The problems found in the teaching and learning of ESP perceived by the
students was the lack of expertise teachers in the contents of ESP, while the
teachers found that the problem was the lack of opportunities to communicate
and/or use English in their daily lives or the workplaces.

5. The factors affecting the success in the teaching and learning of ESP
perceived by the students were the need of learning, the appropriate teaching
materials and teaching methods, learning motivation, learning abilities and skills of

the students, and the knowledge and understanding of the contents of the teachers.
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Whereas the teachers put the emphasis on the appropriate teaching materials and
teaching methods, the needs of the students, the knowledge and understanding of
the contents of the teachers, learning abilities and skills of the students, and the
expertise and experience of the teachers.
