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Abstract

The purposes of this article were to develop the indicators and prove the
structural straightness of the measurement model on social responsibility
indicators of secondary school students Under the Secondary Educational
Service Area Office 13 with empirical data. Using mixed methods, qualitative and
quantitative. The procedures consisted of two steps as follows: step I: was setting
the indicators development on ethical responsibilities by studying, analyzing,
synthesizing the related literature, by in-depth interview with 11 experts, step Il
proved the structural straightness of the measurement model on social
responsibility indicators by using the questionnaires to collect data from 1,140
Mathayom 5 students. The data were analyzed by using the confirmatory factor
analysis of lisrell 8.53. Followed by Chi Square (X?), Goodness of Fit Index (GFI)
and Adjusted Goodness of Fit Index (AGFI) for analysis. The results revealed as
follows: The indicators of social responsibility on ethical responsibilities of
secondary school students under the secondary educational service area office
13 consisted of 4 components; 1) the public benefit view comprised of 23
indicators 2) the roles and duties view comprised of 31 indicators 3) the values
in being a good person view comprised of 32 indicators, and 4) the values in
being a good social member view comprised of 28 indicators. The approval
results of the structural straightness of the measurement model on social
responsibility indicators were related to the empirical data a statistical

significance at the .05 level.
