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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to: 1) study a Sustainable
Groundwater Bank Project Management Model of Yasothon Province 2) study
the factors affecting the Sustainable Groundwater Bank Project Management
Model of Yasothon Province 3) recommend a Sustainable Groundwater Bank
Project Management Model of Yasothon Province. This article is based on
qualitative research which is the method of study to find new knowledge from
the key informant's views which leads to Sustainable of Groundwater Bank Project
Management. It consists of: 1)The first group of key informants are high-level
executives of 2 person. 2)The second key informants are middle management of
4 person. 3)The third key informants are operational executives of 6 person, and
4) The fourth key informants are community leaders of 11 person. By using
qualitative research methods from document analysis In-depth interviews, group
discussion and data analysis by means of content analysis. The results of
the research were as follows: 1) Sustainable Groundwater Bank Project
Management Model of Yasothon Province are 1.1) Background of Groundwater
Bank is open system and closed system, 1.2) The place is Nong Mi Subdistrict
Administrative Organization, and 1.3) Public Participation. 2) Factors Affecting
Project Management Model The Sustainable Groundwater Bank of Yasothon
Province are 2.1) The Underground Water Bank Project Management Committee,
2.2) Operation Process, 2.3) Construction Site, 2.4) Public Participation, and
2.5) The Environment. 3) Recommend A Sustainable Underground Water Bank
Project Management of Yasothon Province are 3.1) Technology Implementation,
3.2) Community Participation, 3.3) Knowledge and Understanding, and 3.4) Value
for the Community.
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
