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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to: 1) study internal and external
environments, and the condition of the result based management administrative
for schools, 2) develop the strategy of result based management administrative
for schools, and 3) evaluate the result based management administrative
strategies for schools. This research was conducted by using a mixed method
approach. The research process consisted of 1) study internal and external
environments, and the states of the result based management administrative
of schools, the sample consisted of 379 school administrators, the research
instrument was the questionnaire, the statistics were frequency, percentages,
mean, and standard deviation. 2) develop the strategy of result based
management administrative for schools, by holding a work shop of 9 experts, and
doing the analysis of environment factors on the SWOT analysis to set
the strategic from doing the SWOT matrix. 3) evaluate the result based
management administrative strategy for schools by 30 experts. The research
instrument was an assessment form. The statistics were mean and standard
deviation. The research findings were as follow: 1) The highest strength was
the structure and policy aspect, the highest weakness was the personnel aspect,
the highest opportunities were society and culture aspect, the highest threat was
the technology aspect, and the condition of the result based management
administrative in general were at the high level. 2) The developed strategies
comprised of 2.1)the promoting on information management system presently,

2.2) the enhancement of capacity for leading strategies to practice, 2.3) the supporting
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on the process of monitoring, evaluating, and applying results 4) the development for
cooperating in order to support resources for administration 5) the development for
knowledge and skills on the process of result based management administrative to all
participants, and 6) the developing of school strategic plans formulation effectively.
3) The result of the developed strategy were respectively validity, suitability,
feasibility, and utility.
