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Abstract

The objectives of this research were: 1) To study a model, method and
desirable condition of English language learning experience management for
early childhood learners. 2) To study problem state and obstacles towards the
promoting of learning experience management of teachers to develop English
language ability for early childhood learners of private schools in Chumphon
Province. 3) To develop strategies for promoting teachers in organizing
experiences for English language development in early childhood learners at
private schools in Chumphon Province and assessing feasibility of strategies.
4) To try out strategies. This research was the development research. The
research population was early childhood teaching specialists, English teaching
practitioner teachers and students' parents. The research instruments consisted
of questionnaires, interview questionnaires, and statistical questionnaires used:
percentage, mean, test statistic. The research found that 1) A good model of
early childhood teaching was the use of media to provide learning experiences
that were consistent with daily life. It emphasizes practicality. 2) The lesser state
of experience promotion is to create a network of professional learning
communities. 3) The three strategies for promoting teachers in organizing
experiences were; Strategy 1; Improve teachers’ ability to set goal for English
language development in early childhood learners; Strategy 2; Develop teachers
systematically and continuously; Strategy 3; Promote the parents' participation
in setting goal and evaluating teachers in organizing experiences for English
language development in early childhood learners. 4) The experiments’ results
using strategies were found that the results of strategies after the experiment
were higher than before experiment statistically significant at level 0.05, except
the preparation of teachers’ pre-teaching is no different.
