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Abstract

The objectives of this research article were to develop and to study the
effectiveness of an instructional model to enhance English communication
confidence and life skills among junior high school students through research
and development, which consisted four stages: 1) studying and analyzing the
fundamental data to develop an instructional model; 2) developing an
instructional model; 3) trying out the instructional model; and 4) revising and
disseminating the instructional model. The subjects in this study 33 seventh-
grade students at Bankorlormudor School. The research instruments comprised
1) instructional model 2) a measurement of English communication confidence
3) a measurement of life skills and 4) a student behavior documentation form.
Both quantitative and qualitative data were analyzed using basic statistics. The
differences between mean scores of English communication confidence and life
skills were then analyzed using Multivariate Analysis of Variance (MANOVA) and
content analysis. The results indicated that the instructional model to enhance
English communication confidence and life skills, consisted of 5 components
including principles, objectives, learning management procedures, evaluation and
assessment, and teacher-student roles. There were five stages of learning
management: 1) exchanging experiences; 2) building confidence; 3) creating
shared work; 4) learning through reflection; and 5) encouraging assessment. The

suitability of the instructional model in terms of relevance and practicability was
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at a high level. The effectiveness of an instructional model was high continuously
and significantly at a level of .05 and efficiently stimulated students’ active
learning.
