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Abstract

The overall picture is at the highest level and the most (X = 3.94, S.D.= 0.65),
(X = 4.56, S.D.= 0.56) PNI Modified 0.02 - 0.10 and the highest average is the
department's administrative development and the second is the development
of teaching materials. And 2. The strategic formulations include: vision, mission,
goals, and strategic issues include: 1) strengthening the administration of the
department, 2) improving the quality of teaching materials, 3) improving

curriculum quality, 4) strengthening bilateral vocational education systems,
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5) improving the quality of measurement and evaluation systems, and
6) strengthening academic services and libraries. The strategy assessment is
appropriate and feasibility, average of >3.51 higher Very appropriate, conformity
assessment.
