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Abstract

The objectives of this article were to study state of Problem conditions
and guidelines for the development of Buddhist school projects. The research
was methods both quantitative and questionnaires. Use Stratified Random
Sampling the sample group includes: administrators and teachers in the basic
education commission of 238 peoples. Using frequency statistical analysis,
percentage, mean and standard deviation. And qualitative In-depth interviews by
purposive sampling were key informants such as: administrators and teachers in
the basic education commission of 20 peoples, by analyzing the content and
summarizing. The research was found that: state of operation, problems and
development in Buddhist school are 6 aspects: 1) preparation (X = 4.32,
$.D.=0.29), (X =4.36, S.D. = 0.33), 2) implementation of the condition and
composition (X = 4.08, S.D. = 0.69), (X = 4.32, S.D. = 0.29), 3) implementation
of trisikkha system development (X =4.03, S.D.= 0.74), (X = 4.35, S.D. = 0.48),
4) support and supervision (X =4.21, S.D.=0.48), (X =4.35, SD. = 0.63),
5) continuous improvement and development (X = 4.26, S.D. = 0.63), (X = 4.37,
S.D. =0.51), wag 6) evaluation and dissemination of performance (X =4.32,
S.D. = 0.45), (X = 4.32, S.D. = 0.45). The guidelines for the development of school
operations in the Buddhist school Project are as follows: 1) Buddhist dharma
should be encouraged to provide knowledge in schools according to the agenda
and opportunity, 2) Buddhist of life activities should be integrated with other
moral activities in School, 3) Buddhism activities should be carried out for
students every day on a regular basis, 4) Buddhist activities should be taken as
part of the assessment, and 5) Buddhist activities are in line with the 2" National
Moral Promotion Master Plan to build a moral society.
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
