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Abstract

The objectives of the research article were to study: 1) the current situation
and desirable characteristic, need, and want of the risk management on the
academic department of the schools running under the Provincial Administrative in
northeastern Thailand. And 2) the guidelines for the risk management to the
academic department of the schools running under the Provincial Administrative in
northeastern Thailand. This was an integrated research design for mixed-method
quantitative using questionnaires, simple random queries. The sample group
includes School administrators and teachers of 352 peoples. By using analyzed
frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, and analyze the priorities of the
necessary needs PNI Modified. And qualitative using in-depth interviews and focus
groups by purposive sampling, key informants such as 1) executives and
2) teachers by seminar based on experts of 10 peoples. By content analyzing and
summarizing. The research was found that: 1) current situation and desirable
characteristic by through images of the highest level (X = 3.77, SD. = 0.61),
(X = 435 SD. = 0.56). There are 5 sides including 1.1) Outputs (X = 3.76,
S.D.= 0.63), (X = 4.40, S.D.= 0.58), 1.2) Customers (X = 3.75, S.D.= 0.73), (X = 4.38,
SD.= 0.61), 1.3) Inputs (X = 3.79, SD.= 0.53), (X = 4.34, S.D.= 0.54), 1.4) Process
(X = 3.79, SD.= 0.61), (X = 434, SD.= 0.53), and 1.5) Suppliers (X = 3.77,
S.D.= 0.58), (X = 4.32, S.D.= 0.55). And 2) guidelines for the risk management there
are 7 aspects including 2.1) teaching and learning management in educational
institutions, 2.2) research, measurement, evaluation, and comparison of learning

outcomes, 2.3) curriculum development of educational institutions, 2.4) Coordination
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for development of local curricula with educational institutions and other
organizations, 2.5) development of interal quality assurance systems and educational
standards, 2.6) academic planning, and 2.7) educational supervision.
