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Abstract

The objective of this qualitative research was to examine factors related
to suicide of community in the upper north province. The data was collected by
in-depth interviews and group discussions about factors related to suicide in the
community. Participants were 5 public health care providers, 15 community
leaders and 5 those who attempted suicide living in the community in upper
north province. The data was analyzed using content analysis. The results of this
study revealed that those who attempted suicide were more males than females.
Most of them were working age, use hanged followed by take insecticide. Factors
related community suicide were: 1) interpersonal relationship factors 2) economic
factors; unemployment 3) mental health - psychological and addictive substance
factors, 4) Physical health factors; Infectious disease, chronic disease. One suicide
attempt had a number of factors that could be involved.

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Abstract

The objectives of this research article were; 1) to study the context
and problems of the practices of Phravinayadhikara in Pathumthani province
2) to explore the model of capacity development of Phravinayadhikara
according to Theravada Buddhism, and 3) to develop and present the model
of capacity development of Phravinayadhikara based on Integrated Buddhism
by using the research methodology of Research and Development or (R and
D). The research participants were divided into two groups; 1) 60 key
informants, including Phravinayadhikara in Pathumthani province who had
been appointed in 7 districts, 2) 23 secondary informants. The study found
that 1) most Phravinayadhikara were being as a Buddhist ecclesiastical official
monk. However, they still lacked crucial knowledge and skills to conduct their
roles, including thinking skills, communication skills, legal knowledge, and
information technology skills. 2) The model of development was integrated
with applying explicit knowledge in line with Theravada Buddhism, which
refers to three studies, morality, concentration and wisdom, and modern
science's theoretical framework. Also, the model was tested until its most
effective as a model for developing the potential of the practices of
Phravinayadhikara. 3) The results of employing this model to the target group
found that their skill level was higher than before getting an experiment. The
total score of evaluating skills was at a high percentage of 78.33. Moreover,
this model could reduce the period of capacity developing by composing only
best practices. The model of the capacity development of integrated Buddhist
Practices of Phravinayadhikara, Pathumthani province, is new explicit
knowledge in line with the Sangha administration's reform 2017 - 2021. It is a

tool that can significantly develop the capabilities of Phravinayadhikara under
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the requirement of the Phravinayadhikara committees, Pathumthani province,
and further develop and apply this model to suit other contextual areas.

Abstract

The objectives of this research article were to: 1) develop latent factor
measurement tool 2) quality examination of latent factor measurement tool social
capital, dynamic capability. Entrepreneurship features and a competitive advantage
in  business in innovation business and start-up enterprises in  Thailand
Investigations with descriptive and inferential statistics were used in 4 latent factors,
15 observable factors according to the resource base theory framework. (Resource-
based View) has a sample of 370 samples, total 69 questions in the analysis, the
results are as follows. 1) Index of Content Accuracy With 6 experts, it was
concluded that the whole textual accuracy index was 0.96, and the content
validity was good. 2) Structural stability, the 4 latent factors had element weight
between 0.62 - 0.96 at the value Probability value (Probability value) p = 0.054
There was a good structural correlation in the acceptable criteria. 3) Conditional
reliability, 15 indicators, 2 indicators, 0.45 - 0.57 moderate level. And there are 13
indicators with a value of 0.62 - 0.96, in the low to high threshold. The statistical
significance was 0.01 degrees of freedom equal to 52. 4) Classification power had
a common correlation between 0.57 - 0.89, and the classification power was good
to very good. 5) Confidence Cronbach's Alpha is between 0.96 - 0.97 and the whole
issue is 0.96, indicating that the answer and the question are highly consistent and
in the development of measuring instruments by taking data from the analysis of
measuring instruments Consider modifying questions or eliminating empirical

The analyzed data
by statistical packages was mean and standard deviation, in addition to qualitative
data, there were significant participants as follows : the chairman and the committee
of the Learning Center which are 22 participants from the Khum Ta Nui Learning Center
Committee. The data was analyzed and the result revealed that the factors to enhance
learning skills of Local Community Strategic Planning course by using Social Laboratory
activities in Khum Ta Nui Learning Center was overall at a high level ([l = 4.04,
O = 0.80). In each individual aspect the results ranking in the order of mean from high
to low was as follows : the skill of reality approach by working in group and group
activities was in high levels (ML = 4.21, O = 0.78), the skill of reality approach from
natural environment was in high levels (L =4.12, O = 0.76), the skill of reality approach
to community culture base was in high levels (M = 4.09, O = 0.74), the skill of reality
approach from aesthetics was in high levels (L = 4.08, O = 0.76) and the skill of
reality approach from news and information was in high level (1 =-3.70, O = 0.94).
Regarding guidelines to enhance learning skills of Local Community Strategic Planning
course by using Social Laboratory activities in Khum Ta Nui Learning Center are as
follows: 1) Activities which develop from the subsistence economy. 2) Activities that
carry on the traditional careers of the communities. 3) Activities with the concept of
community development towards self-reliance by traditional community culture.
