Summary

This article presents the Great Society and U.S. intervention in the Vietnam War in the Lyndon B.
Johnson administration (1965-1969 A.D.) In Johnson administration, U.S. domestic policy was implemented
together with foreign policy. The most well-known example was fully involvement in the Vietnam War. The
Great Society policy strengthened the economy of the United States and consequently they would be able
to give massive military expenditure in the Vietnam War for restraint on Communism. The policies of the
United States that time were under the fundamental of Liberal Consensus.

From the domestic policy implementation in collaboration with the foreign policy implementation
proved that they could not run the Great Society Program proficiently. As the role of the U.S. in the Vietnam
War continued to escalate, antiwar movements grew at large. As a result, the U.S. domestic policy and
foreign policy remained abortive.
