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Abstract

The statistics used for data analysis were frequency, percentage,
mean and standard deviation. The tools used for qualitative data collection
were structured in-depth interview forms. From a specific random of 5 people.
Analyze data from the interviews of key informants according to research
objectives by using content analysis techniques to accompany the research
framework context. By collecting data from 1 March 2022 to 30 April 2022.

The results of research were found that: The Sangha in area Phanom
District that the development of monks according to the principle of Aprihaniya
Dharma of the Sangha in area Phanom district Surat Thani Province Overall, it's
at a high level. When considering each aspect it was found that it was at a high
level in all aspects. Which the aspect with the highest mean is the aspect of
respecting and listening to the words of the elder monks, followed by the

And the
aspect with the lowest mean is on the aspect of delight in the proper
Senasana, respectively. Guidelines for the development of monks in
accordance with the principles of Aprihaniya Dharma of the Sangha in Phanom
District Surat Thani Province 1) In terms of meeting regularly, it was found that
in normal situations before the outbreak of COVID-19 of the Sangha in area
Phanom District Meetings are held once a month.

4) The aspect and listen to the words of the adult monk. It was found that the
Sangha gave importance to showing respect. Know how to have a
Sammakarawa and humble towards senior or adult. As for the administration of
the Sangha rule by hierarchy. 5) The aspect does not gain power to the craving
that arises. Found that the Sangha relied on the teachings of the Buddha Build
knowledge and understanding of duty, stay within the scope, know how to
respect and obey the elders who rule and calming the mind, able to cut off
desires desire to have. 6) The aspect of being happy in the proper Senasana, it
was found that the Sangha had a simple life. With solitude not seeking fortune
Sakkara subsistence sustenance only necessary for the body to survive. And 7)
The aspect was determined that his fellow monks and novices were virtuous.

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happy. Found that the Sangha were generous have good human relations
Congratulations to new members and goodwill towards old members. Provide
custody righteous protection for Banphachit To in order to be faithful, faith and
to continue Buddhism to last forever.
