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Abstract

The objective of this research was to study and compare the implementation
status of early intervention services for children with disabilities in Special Education
Centers within the network of educational efficiency promotion schools under
the jurisdiction of Special Education Area 8, covering eight provinces in the Upper
Northern Region of Thailand. The comparison was based on the educational
qualifications and work experience of educational personnel. The sample consisted
of 254 educational personnel selected using Krejcie and Morgan’s sampling table.
A questionnaire was used as the research instrument. Data were analyzed using
mean, standard deviation, t-test, and F-test. The findings revealed that 1) the overall
implementation of early intervention services was at a high level, and 2) there were
no statistically significant differences in the implementation status when classified by
educational qualifications and work experience. These findings reflect the high
quality and effectiveness of early intervention service implementation, regardless
of personnel characteristics, and provide essential information for future service
development and planning in the field of special education.
