m Abstract

Human trafficking is a complex crime
deeply rooted in structural and power
dynamics. Despite Thailand’s ongoing
efforts to reform laws, enhance inter-agency
collaboration, and strengthen institutional
responses, research in this field still relies
heavily on secondary sources, such as NGO
reports or victim interviews. In contrast, data
from state agencies, particularly law
enforcement case files and court judgments,
remain underutilised, even though they
hold significant potential to reveal the
inner workings of the justice process and
exploitation patterns.

This article reviews relevant literature to

critically analyse the value and limitations

of state-generated data in human trafficking
research. It highlights both the potential of
such data to unpack patterns of exploitation
and state responses, and the ethical,
legal, and institutional constraints that may
hinder appropriate data use. The article also
proposes an evidence-based framework for
collaboration between researchers and
state actors, grounded in trust, academic
independence, and respect for human
dignity, aiming to promote data-informed
policy development that is both context-
sensitive and rights-based, in a sustainable

manner.
