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Abstract

The aim of this research is to study factors affecting the operation intentions of Royal Thai
Air Force officers of the Directorate of Personnel in accordance with the security policies of the
Personal Data Protection Act of 2019. The participants of the study included four hundred (400) air
force officers. The data was analyzed using descriptive and inferential statistics in the form of multiple
regression analysis. The study revealed that all three aspects of attitude components and all four
aspects of media exposure, including knowledge, emotions, behavior, selective exposure, selective
attention, selective perception, and selective retention show an 85.4% variation in the intentions of
the participants when operating in accordance with the security policies of the Personal Data
Protection Act of 2019. Media exposure followed which included selective retention, selective

exposure, selective perception and interpretation, respectively.
