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Discourse of Speech Contest in Honor of His Majesty
from Pragmatic Perspective: Time Markers Study
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Abstract

This research was conducted to study the time markers from 65 texts
of the discourse of Tertiary Education Speech Contest in Honor of His
Majesty. Through Levison’s pragmatic framework analysis. The findings
revealed that the time markers found in the discourse served six communicative
functions : 1) to inform or convey a message to a receiver, 2) to make
abstract ideas more concrete, 3) to create literary art techniques, 4) to persuade
the audience , 5) to deliver ideas and feelings to a receiver, and 6) to honor
His Majesty King. In addition, the time markers also reflected the notion that
Thai society regarded His Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej the Great, the
ninth monarch of the Chakri Dynasty, as the King of Kings in Thai history.
