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Abstract

This research aims to compare the characteristics and levels of
autonomous learning in Thai university students who study English as a
foreign language. The study took place during the first semester of the 2015
academic year at Mae Fah Luang University. The participants were 69 first
year students who enrolled in the course, Intensive English. The data were
collected through the Autonomous Learner Characteristics Questionnaire
twice, once before and once after extensive reading activity. The results
showed that the students’ autonomous learning characteristics and level of
autonomy tested at a moderate level before doing the extensive reading
activity, but after completion, their autonomous learning characteristics and
level of autonomy increased to a high level. It was confirmed that the
students’ level of learning autonomy before and after doing extensive
reading was impacted at a level of significance of 0.01. Therefore, it could
be concluded that the extensive reading activity was effective in promoting

learning autonomy in Thai EFL students.
