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Abstract

The purpose of this research paper is to study the language choice
of Phuthai Adolescents with participants in domain of language use. This
research paper is a quantitative research. The research instrument was a
questionnaire about language choice. The samples are 161 Phuthai
adolescents in Thatphanom school from the multistage random sampling.
The data were analyzed by using frequency and percentage.

Results of studying were as follow: The most Phuthai adolescents
choose to use the language according to the ethnic groups of the participants.
both domain of language use in and outside the community, are choose to
use Phutai language with the participants of Phutai ethnic group. Choose to
use the Lao Isan language of Lao Isan ethnic group. And choose to use Thai
language with the participants of the Thai ethnic group. And tend to choose
more Thai in the domain of language use outside of the community.
In addition, Phuthai adolescents choose to use the Code Mixing in both

domain of language use in and outside the community.

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Abstract

This research aims to study the origin and evolution of market fair
retailer in Khon Kaen peri-urban. In this study, the researcher used qualitative
research method. The key informant is twelve retailers in Baan Tum market
fair interview by using an in-depth interview method of data. The results
were as follows: The origin of Baan Tum market fair is caused by two factors,
1) Khon Kaen city has expanded which caused Bann tum area to become a
peri-urban area. 2) Developing industrials in peri-urban area has affected
market fair establishment. There are 3 factors affect becoming a retailer in
Baan tum market fair. Firstly, a failure of settling in the city. Secondly,
a willing to have their children well-educated cannot be relied on employment
in an industrial factory due to the capitalism, so they prefer self-employment
as a retailer in a market fair in their hometown. Lastly, capitalism impacts

massive pressure on the working class which differentiates them. To avoid
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those discrimination is to resign and find freedom in their occupation.

Essential preference is to engage as a merchant or a retailer.

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Abstract

The objective of this research was to determine the community
participation in sports tourism in chiang rai province by using the community’s
participation model which included four areas: participating for decision
makings, participating for operations, participating for receiving benefits, and
participating for evaluation. This research used the semi-structured or guided
interview methods based on the community’s participation model.

Five experts who are professionals and involved in sport and tourism in
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Chiang Rai province were interviewees. They were divided into two groups:
1) government officers and 2) private executives, including sport clubs and
sport associations personnel. The results show that communities did not
participate in the decision makings to organize cycling, running or any sports
events in their community, so those in both government and private sectors
were the decision makers in these, and the community would participate in
the decision of the event duration only if organized by government agencies.
Communities were involved in the procedure of the event organization and
in the route preparation of the running or cycling events. Communities
received income from doing their business by opening the restaurants, hotels,
accommodations and any services that are related to sports events, but
communities were not involved with the evaluation process, so it might be
the responsibilities of the government and private sectors organizing the
sports events to evaluate, and communities would participate in evaluating

the results of activities related to community services.

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Abstract

The objective of this study is to analyze the practice of offering online
birthday wishes for HRH Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn on the Occasion of
Her 64" Birthday Anniversary. Dell Hymes’ SPEAKING model was employed
to analyze 366 well-wishing messages for the Princess posted on MThai.com.
The situation (S) in this study referred to the Princess’s birthday, which was
April 2, 2019. The participants (P) in this study were the Princess who was

addressed to in these messages and the well-wishers who wrote the messages.

The ends (E) of the well-wishers in this speech event were to express
their loyalty and gratitude towards the Princess by offering the birthday
wishes to the Princess. The act sequence (A) was forms and contents of the
messages which came in various themes: all wishes come true, health,
happiness, longevity, being a moral leader, satisfaction, and making promise
to be a good citizen. In terms of speech act, two types of speech act were
found: expressive and commissive. The key (K) in writing a message indicated
honor, loyalty, and good wishes towards the Princess and the royal family.
Instrumentality (I) or the channel of offering the birthday wishes to the
Princess was the website, MThai.com. Royal words were used as the language
code in these messages due to the status of the Princess. In terms of language
level, both formal and informal were found. The norm of interaction (N) was
the expected behavior in Thai society to offer best wishes to the royal
family on their birthday anniversary. Genre (G) was the forms and contents
of the messages used in offering birthday wishes to the Princess which has
been changed due to the change of the communication channel. The
findings reveal the loyalty of Thais towards not only the Princess but also
towards the King, reflect Buddhist belief in Thai culture, and also help

maintain the status quo of the royal family in Thai culture.

1. Introduction

Thailand had been ruled outright by kings of various realms since the
13" century, and became a constitutional monarchy in 1932 (Hays, 2009).
In Thai culture, the Thai King serves not only as the head of state but also
as the spiritual and moral leader of the country. The King is a symbol of
national identity and unity. The King is regarded by the Thai people as
god-like and semi-divine which is rooted from the beliefs that Kings are a
reincarnation of Lord Buddha or of God Vishnu who came down to ease
sufferings; and the protectors who took good care of their subjects and
practiced the 10 royal virtues. The god-like status of the Thai King is often
compared to fatherly love (Boonjub, 2009). The relationship between the
King and the Thai people can comparatively be a Father-child relationship.

In the current Chakri Dynasty, the members of the Thai royal family
comprise of the King, the Queen, the Queen Mother, and the King’s sisters
and Their children. The King and the member of the royal family are
deeply revered by all Thais and treated with the deepest respect due to the
great status of The King and the royal family’s passionate commitment to
the welfare of Thailand. The loyalty and high respect of Thai people towards
the King and the royal family practically realize through the use of honorific
language feature; i.e. royal words in Thai language.

Althousgh the relationship between the royal family and Thai people
lasts for a long time, there has been a conflict among Thais who still support
the royal family and those who do not since 2006 when the military coup
removed the democratically elected and immensely popular government
of Thaksin Shinawatra, and in 2008 when there was a gathering of the PAD
protesters who want to overthrow Thaksin’s government. It was believed
that the monarchy was behind the two incidences (Streckfuss, 2013).

Consequently, it is interesting to analyze the practice of offering online
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well-wishing messages of Her Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn,
who is perceived as the beloved Princess of the Thais, on the occasion of
Her 64" birthday anniversary on April 2", 2019.

The birthdays of the royal family are considered to be an auspicious
occasion in Thai culture. To celebrate the birthdays of the royal family,
a series of activities are organized by the government, e.g. merit making and
offering birthday wishes to the royal family (Bangkok Post, 2019). To offer
birthday wishes to the royal family, Thai people usually sign their names in
a book of well- wishing messages provided at sovernment and private sectors
across the country. Due to the change in the channel of offering best
wishes that the well-wishers can post their own messages online, it is interesting
to discover how the practice of offering birthday wishes has changed.

Since this is a preliminary study of the further study on best wishes
for Thai royal family, the present study focuses initially on the best wishes
for HRH Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn, who is the sister of His Majesty the
King, on the occasion of Her 64" birthday anniversary on April 2", 2019.
The objective and the research question that guides this study are:

2. Methodology

The data of this study were well-wishing messages for HRH Princess
Maha Chakri Sirindhorn posted on the website, MThai.com (http:.//www.
mthai.com/mahachakrisirindhorn/) which is a website providing a variety of
information: news, feature articles, and general knowledge and is the first
website that offers a channel for posting well-wishing messages for the
royal family on the occasion of their birthday (Sroikudrua, 2016).

Since the focus of this study is on the best wishes for HRH Princess
Maha Chakri Sirindhorn’s 64" birthday anniversary on April 2™, 2019, the
population of this study was 3665 messages posted both in Thai and in
English on the website, 10% of these messages was purposively selected to
be the sample of this study, which accounted for 366 messages.

For the analytical framework, Dell Hymes’ SPEAKING model was
employed. SPEAKING model is one approach in the field of ethnography of
communication which is proposed by Dell Hymes in order to examine the
interaction between linguistic forms, utterances, or conversational routines
and the existing socio-cultural practices (Hymes, 1972; Saville-Troike, 2003).
This model is an appropriate framework for this study since it matches the
objective and research question of the study in examining each component
of the speech event of the practice of offering birthday wishes online for the
Princess.

The data analysis procedures began with analyzing the well-wising
messages based on the 8 elements of the SPEAKING model. Those elements
are Situation (S) refers to both setting and scene; Participants (P) include
the speaker (or sender or addressor) and hearer (or receiver, addressee or
audience); Ends (E) encompass a society’s expected outcome of a speech
event as well as the goals of participants within that even; Act Sequence

(A) refers to the relationship between message form and content; Key (K)
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is used to refer to the tone, manner or spirit in which an act is done;
Instrumentality (I) refers to the channel and/or code that have been
selected within a context; Norms of interaction (N) refer to the expected
rules of behaviors in a community; and Genres (G) refer to textual categories
that have their own internal structure which accord with different social goals
(Hymes, 1972; McCarthy, Matthiessen, & Slade, 2002).

After that, the findings were discussed based on the socio-cultural
contexts in Thai culture concerning the practices of offering best wishes to
the royal family in Thai culture and the relationship between the royal

family and Thai people.

3. Findings and Discussion

Speech event in which language occurs is the unit of analysis in
SPEAKING model. In this study, speech event refers to the practice of
offering online birthday wishes for Her Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri
Sirindhorn on Her 64" birthday anniversary, in which the well-wishers posted
their well-wishing messages on the website, MThai.com. This section presents
the analysis of these messages based on each component of the SPEAKING
model that includes: (a) situation, (b) participants, (c) ends, (d) act sequence,
(e) key, (f) instrumentality, (¢) the norms of interaction, and (h) genres.

3.1 Situation (S)

Situation refers to both setting and scene. Setting refers to the
physical circumstances of the speech acts, including the time and the place.
Scene is distinct from physical setting, referring more to the psychological
setting (Hymes, 1972; McCarthy et al., 2002).

The situation in this study refers to Her Royal Highness Princess
Maha Chakri Sirindhormn’s 64" birthday anniversary on April 2™, 2019. Basically,
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the well-wishers can offer their felicitation to the Princess by signing a book
of well-wishes available at government and private sectors nationwide.

In a current digital era, the Internet plays a significant role in daily
life. Websites, then, are another effective channel for expressing best wishes
for the Princess. This study, therefore, put an emphasis on the well-wishing
messages posted on the website, MThai.com. Due to the nature of online
communication which is anywhere anytime, the well-wisher can either post
their messages before or after Her virtual birthday April 2", 2019. Even at
present the website still provides the channel for the well-wishers to post
their well-wishing messages. Each well-wisher can see other’s messages, and
all 3665 messages are still currently available on the website (Figure 1).

To some extent, reading the messages of others on the website
can activate the Thais to share their own feelings and attitude. Moreover,
the website MThai.com is a shared space for the well-wishing contributors
to participate in the 64" birthday celebration, regardless who they are. The
situation for expressing well-wishing to the Princess, thus, expands beyond
the official forms of conduct. It becomes public and even worldwide.
The website provides the well-wishing space beyond the nation state
frontier. A wide variety of people can take part in this speech event as will

be explicated in details in the next section, Participants (P).

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3.2 Participants (P)

Participants include the speaker (or sender or addressor) and
hearer (or receiver, addressee or audience). This also includes a focus on the
role of the participants and how role may influence language (Hymes, 1972,
McCarthy et al., 2002). The participants in this study are Her Royal Highness
Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn who was addressed to in these messages
and the Thai subjects who play a well-wisher’s role.

Her Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn was born on
April 2™, 1955, She is the third child of HM the late King Bhumibol Adulyadej
and HM Queen Sirikit, and the young sister of HM King Maha Vajiralongkorn
Prawachiraklaochaoyuhua in the Chakri Dynasty (Her Royal Highness Princess
Maha Chakri Sirindhorn’s Personal Affairs Division, 2019). Furthermore, the
Princess plays a significant role in the Chakri Dynasty as a powerful King’s
daughter, who was appointed by the late King as a prospect king of the Chakri
at the same time as Her elder brother, the current King Rama X.

Her Royal Highness is deeply loved by the Thai people for her
kindness, sincerity, simplicity, and concern for others. Many of Her activities
have been devoted to improve Thai people’s quality of life. The Thai
people, therefore, have acknowledged Her longstanding efforts and Her
unselfish service to humanity, regardless of socio-economic status, creed,
race or nationality. Her dedication has not only been known among Thais,
but also people from other countries (Foreign Office, 2015; Her Royal Highness
Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn’s Personal Affairs Division, 2019).

In the past, the well-wishers may be limited to a small group of
people such as the Prime Minister, minister cabinet, civil servants or private
sectors and conducted in a formal setting. People in general have less
opportunity to offer their best wishes to the Princess. On the other hand,
with online channels, more ordinary people can access to the website which

expands the number of well-wishers to cover from many walks of life
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including Thai people living in Thailand, Thai people living abroad, and even
foreigners.

Due to the identity of the Princess, Her attributes, Her hard-working
contributor to the Thai society, the loyalty and high respect to the royal
family, and the nature of online media, more ordinary Thais would like to
take part in the well- wishing practice toward the Princess. This also confirms
the numerous amounts of well-wishing messages (3665).

3.3 Ends (E)

Ends encompass a society’s expected outcome of a speech event
as well as the goals of participants within that even (Hymes, 1972; McCarthy
et al,, 2002).

The ends or the purposes of the well-wishers in this speech event
is to express their loyalty and gratitude towards the Princess by offering the
birthday wishes to Her Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn. Their
expected outcome is that the Princess becomes happy, healthy, long living,
and satisfied.

Normally, the event of offering the birthday wishes is officially
organized by the government and participated by Thai civil servants. This
well-wishing practice on the MThai.com website, however, may somehow
interrelate, compliment, or stimulate sense of belonging to the royal family
and the state unity. Therefore, the “Ends” of this social action can also be
interpreted as to mark the importance of each royal family member which
can help maintain the status quo of the monarchy in Thai society.

3.4 Act Sequence (A)

Act sequence overlaps with the notion of speech act and illocution,
by referring to the relationship between message form and content (Hymes,
1972; McCarthy et al.,, 2002). The well-wishing messages are presented in
terms of the form or structure, themes or content, and types of speech

acts.
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The forms and structure of the majority of the well-wishing
messages begin with the phrase “Qo/raN5E9A” (Wish/Wish Her Royal
Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn), then follow by the theme or the
content of the wishes, and end with the phrase “fMeLnaIAIBNIERLDUTBLAYE
(the Thai royal phrase used to close the statement that is spoken to the
royal family) (Prasithrathsint, 2005). However, some messages end with the
adverb of time such as “mamsaqﬁmawwLﬂwuﬁﬂsw?jﬁumumaaﬂﬂ” (Wish
Her Royal Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn a happy birthday
forever.) There are also some of the messages that do not have this form.
They begin with the theme the wishes and end with the phrase “sreLnan
feunsznlanvalaTy” (the Thairoyal phrase used to close the statement that
is spoken to the royal family).

For the themes or contents of the messages, seven themes were

found as shown in Tablel.

N.B. Due to the fact that one message can contain more than one theme, the total
number of all seven themes exceeds 366. The percentage for each theme is calculated
from the total number of 468 messages.
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According to Table 1, among 366 messages, 340 (72.65%) is the
wishes for all best things; 40 (8.55%) are wishes for good health; happiness
wishes appear in 34 messages (7.26%); 32 are about longevity (6.84%); the
wishes for the Princess to be a moral leader are founded in 17 messages
(3.63%), 4 messages are about satisfaction (0.85%), and 1 message is about
the promise of the well-wisher to be a good Thai citizen (0.21%).

These findings are different from the studies of Pookphasuk (2004)
and Sroikudrua and Wongpinanwatana (2017) who analyzed the birthday
wishes of the ordinary Thais. In those studies, the most common theme of
the birthday wishes of the Thai commoner is happiness. Two other themes
are the same: satisfaction and health. Nevertheless, there are other themes
found in the birthday wishes of the ordinary Thais, which were not found in
this study: wealth, prosperity, success, longevity, luck, promotion, honor,
free of worry, fame, having a good spouse, being good-looking, and having
a nice personality (Pookphasuk, 2004; Sroikudrua & Wongpinanwatana, 2017).

The details and examples of each theme found in this study are as
follows.

1. AWl best wishes come true

It is not surprising that the most frequently occurring theme is
about the wish for all best things to come true. The forms used to convey
this in meaning are shown in examples (1) and (2).

eg. (1) vowszodA (Wish HRH Princess) + nssnszlasey (all the

best come true) + BsBuuY (for a long time)

(2) NTINTLLAIY NTINTELATGY NIINTLLAIQY (Long Live HRH
Princess Long Live HRH Princess Long Live HRH Princess,
written 3 times similar to when offering the best wishes

verbally)
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It should be noted that the phrase “n$a$£L338y” in Thai language
is usually translated as “Long Live (the King/Queen/Princess)” in English, but
the meaning of this phrase in Thai covers a wider range of meanings, not
only long life. It encompasses all good wishes such such as honour, respect,
fame, health, and satisfaction (Naksakun, 2015). Consequently, the well-
wishing messages that is specifically related to long life is presented
separately as the fourth theme.

2. Health
The second theme is the wish for good health as in examples (3)-(6).

3. Happiness

The third theme of the birthday wishes is related to happiness as
in example (7). This result, however, is surprising that happiness is expected
to come first as it is the common theme in birthday wishes. Example (7)
reflects not only the feeling of the best wishes toward the Princess but also
reflect the belief system in Thai culture, the Buddhist belief of reincarnation
and next life (Kozak, 2017).

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4. Longevity
Longevity is the fourth theme. The messages that contain the word
referring to age are categorized in this theme as in examples (8)-(9).

(9) vaNTZoIA (Wish HRH Princess) + Lﬁiywwwuﬁ%a’?aé (age)

5. Being a moral leader
For the fourth theme of the well-wishing messages, the well-wishers
wish the Princess to live and be their moral leader for a long time as in
examples (10)-(12).
eg. (10 agﬂiLﬂuﬁaﬁui’zymﬂwa/ﬁummﬁw (live as a moral leader of
all Thais+ A3IUWIMYINTUIW/TITIUAS/ATIVLIWYITIUIY
(forever/ for a long time)

all Thais) + as1uilafisuns (forever)
(12) JuvTguagiaslaveswaniingsilne (be a moral leader
who give moral support for all Thais)

This theme indicates that the well-wishers have a great love and
respect toward the Princess, accept the high status of the Princess, and also
believe that the Princess can be their moral leader who give them moral
support which can signify that the well-wishers still want to have the
monarchy in Thai culture. This helps perpetuate the system of monarchy in
Thai culture.

6. Satisfaction

The sixth theme is about satisfaction. The well-wishers wish HRH

Princess are satisfied with everything and all her wishes come true.
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eq. (13) %8 (Wish) + ynAsasdunvifmszsngieusisou (all Her
wishes come true)

7. Making promise to be a good citizen

The last theme is not a direct wish for the Princess, but is the
promise that the well-wishers make to the King and to the Princess that they
will be a good citizen who do good deeds for themselves, their family, and
their homeland, which means Thailand.

eg. (18) PmsznnsiduarAsounsl (I and my family) + vea1ednd

Ufaausiensyasruasnszunessduszmelve (make a promise
to HRH Princess and to HM King+ ziunufvoinsaunsiuas
AuLBILaERUWRvIAMABLHUAWAR (that | will be a good
person for my family, for myself, and my country; and I will
do good deeds for the homeland)

This theme also signifies that the well-wishers accept the great status
of the royal family and their lower status that they will behave themselves
and do good deeds for the benefits of the country, which help maintain the
system of monarchy in Thai culture.

In terms of speech act, two types of speech act were found: expressive
and commissive. Expressive or the act in which the speaker makes known
his or her attitudes or feelings about a proposition to the hearer refer to
Themes 1-6: all best wishes come true, health, happiness, longevity, being
a moral leader, and satisfaction. Theme 7, promise to be a good citizen,
is commissive or the act that commit the speaker to future act.

From the aforementioned act sequence, it can be clearly seen that
the forms or structure of the online well-wishing could be less formal, as
the required royal expression might not be necessarily maintained. As
a birthday is an occasion of life or being celebration, the themes with

higher percentage highly concern good wishes to come true, followed by
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health, happiness, longevity, and satisfaction. One of the other two themes
that were not found in the birthday wishes of ordinary people is being the
moral leader. This theme, thus, explains Her positive attribute and indicates
the leading figure of Her can shade light on how the Thai well-wishers expect
from the Princess. Additionally, while the frequency and quantity of
expressive speech act is prevailing, the last commissive speech act should
not be overlooked or to be considered according to frequency or quantity.
This speech act emphasizes the role and relationship between the Princess
and Her Thai subjects. Since, the direct receivers of in this speech event are
not necessarily the Princess Herself, but ordinary Thai people, this
commissive speech act can indicate the ideology of the people who
performed it, e.g. being a royalist.
3.5 Key (K)

Key is used to refer to the tone, manner or spirit in which an act
is done (Hymes, 1972; McCarthy, et al,, 2002). The tone used in these
messages indicated honor, loyalty, and good wishes towards the Princess
and the royal family due to the deepest respect of the Thais to the royal
family as in Examples (15)-(16). Since in the past, the King and the member
of the royal family are deeply revered by all Thais and treated with the
deepest respect due to the higher status of The King and the royal family’s
passionate commitment to the welfare of Thailand.

3.6 Instrumentality (1)

Instrumentality refers to the channel (e.g. email, oral, written) and/
or code (e.g. language, dialect, register) that have been selected
within a context (Hymes, 1972; McCarthy et al., 2002). Instrumentality or the
channel of offering the birthday wishes to the Princess is the website,
http://www.mthai.com/mahachakrisirindhorn.

The codes used is honorific language feature or royal words.
Royal words are a set of special polite vocabulary that Thai commoners are
supposed to use when talking to or about the royal family (Hays, 2009).
According to Bowe, Martin, and Manns (2014), cultural conventions and the
communicative context can influence how speakers use and interpret
linguistic signs. The use of royal words and formal language in the messages,
then, reflects the social class system and the unequal relationship among
each class in Thai society.

Owing to the status of the Princess which is deeply revered by
most Thais, the well-wishers who are the commoners and of lower status
have to use the royal words, a special polite set of vocabulary in Thai
language used only when talking to or about the royal family. For example,
the pronoun “wsze9A” which can be the 2™ or the 3™ personal pronoun
refers to the King, the Queen, and the member of the royal family was used.
According to Agha (1998) and Bowe, Martin, & Manns (2014), pronoun can

signify social identity and the relationship between speaker and hearer.
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In this study, using royal words can reflect the unequal status between the
Princess and the well-wishers.

For the language levels, three levels, informal, semi-formal, and
formal were found, which was consistent with Prasithrathsint (2005) who
explicated that three levels of language were used in offering well-wishing
messages to the King and the royal family.

In terms of kinds of language, the majority of the messages were
written in Thai, and there is one that is written in English which is “Prosperity
to the King”. This English message indicates that the birthday wish for the
Princess can reflect not only the feeling of the well-wishers toward Her but
also toward the King.

3.7 Norms of interaction (N)

Norms refer to the unspoken rules that govern behavior and
interpretation of behavior in a talking. In other words, these are the expected
rules of behaviors in a community (Hymes, 1972, McCarthy, et al., 2002).
The norm of interaction in this study is that it is an expected behavior in
Thai society to offer best wishes to the royal family on their birthday
anniversary.

The birthdays of the royal family are considered to be an auspicious
occasion in Thai culture. To celebrate the birthdays of the royal family, a
series of activities are organized by the government. On the morning of the
birthdays, merit making ceremonies were held. Prime Minister, cabinet
ministers, government officials, including Thai people nationwide take part
in alms giving ceremony for Buddhist monks in dedication to the royal
family (Bangkok Post, 2019). Generally, the number of monks depends on
the year of the birthday celebration. For instance, on April 2, 2019 which
marks the 64th birthday anniversary of HRH Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn,

64 monks participated in the alms giving ceremony. Releasing fish back into
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their natural habitat is also done in many places (Her Royal Highness Princess
Maha Chakri Sirindhorn’s Personal Affairs Division, 2019). In the evening of
the birthdays of the King, the Queen, and the Queen Mother, a
candle-lighting ceremony is held at Sanam Luang to offer felicitations. A grand
reception in honor of the King, the Queen, and the Queen Mother is also
held at Government House (Bangkok Post, 2019).

The government has invited individuals, associations,
foundations, and organizations to offer messages of well-wishes to the
royal family via various channels. The Prime Minister, cabinet ministers,
civil servants, private sectors, and organizations would visit the Grand Palace
to offer their well-wishes to the royal family in person. They sign a book to
express their best wishes to the royal family at the palace. For the
government officials and Thai people nationwide, they can sign their names
in a book of well- wishing messages provided at government and private
sectors across the country.

At present, the paper-based method for expressing well-
wishes is by no means a main channel for expressing best wishes for the
royal family. Websites are another active channel by which a significant
number of Thai people from many walks of life can access these websites
resulting in the royal family becomes more reachable to a wider group of
Thai people. In some websites, the well-wishers only write their names as
in the book of best wishes. In other websites, the well-wishers can write their
own best wishes. This changes the traditional norm of offering birthday
wishes to the royal family from the official and formal realm taking place in
a formal setting with a formal use of language to a more relaxing and

personal realm as realized through the flexibility of the language use.
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3.8 Genres (G)

Genres refer to textual categories that have their own internal
structure which accord with different social goals (Hymes, 1972; McCarthy
et al,, 2002). Genre or text type in this study is the aforementioned forms
and contents of the messages used in offering birthday wishes to Her Royal
Highness Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn.

The well-wishing discourse is no longer limited to be produced
only by the leading figures of the country--prime minister, cabinet, recognized
civil servants, in formal occasions, but it is now extended to the ordinary
people. The genre itself is the same well-wishing to a royal family member,
but the shape of genre is changing according to the channel of sending

message as well as the participants of the well-wishing genre.

4. Conclusion

The practice of offering best wishes to the royal family has long been
conducted in Thai culture, but a current online channel, i.e., website can
expand the number of well-wishers from many walks of life including Thai
people living in Thailand, Thai people living abroad, and even foreigners.
The social practice of well-wishing to the princess realized through the M-thai
website has shade light on different notions. The SPEAKING model facilitates
to explicate some celebrating notions towards life and well-being that
center around well-wishes to come true, health, happiness, longevity, and
satisfaction (themes 1, 2, 3, 4, and 6). Those conceptual expressions reaffirm
the loyalty of Thais towards the royal family. Also, their well-wishing
messages hint their expectation to have a moral leader (theme 5) as well as
commit themselves to be royalist subjects and good citizen (theme 7) which
helps maintain the superior status of the royal family. The findings of this

study disclose the changes in the practice of offering birthday wishes in terms
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of language feature, shape of genre, and patterns of communication, which

reflect Thai culture and ways of life of Thai people in this digital era.
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Abstract

The objective of this research is to compare the problems and
communities needs on water resource management at Yom river basin. The
data collected and analysed from the project’s actives on “listening to the
opinions of the people to get information and to solve water resource
problems in the area (citizen’s view)” which conducted by the Regional
Water Resources Office 9, Wang Thong District, Phitsanulok Province.
The focus group discussions (FGD) technique is applied to achieve insight
information from the group members which compose of the village heads,
farmers, and representatives from the water user groups. The five FGDs are
conducted covering the Yom watershed area which is upstream (1 site),
middle reaches (2 sites), and downstream (2 sites). The content analysis is
employed for the data analysis.

The results showed that the communities in the upstream areas,
middle, and downstream have been encountered similar water resources
problems which consist of 8 main problems, 1) drought and water shortage,
2) conflict between the communitiesy, 3) floods and water erosion,
4) shallow water sources and weeds hindered the waterway, 5) wastewater
and toxic impurities in the water source, 6) inadequate water storage
infrastructure, 7) damaged water distribution system, and 8) other water
problems. However, even each area has similar water problems, but the
communities have been facing the level of violence, longevity, emerging
conflict period, and the impact of the problems differently. With regards to
the needs, they seek support from the government to take action in solving
the water resources while all areas have 8 similar needs which are 1) build
water reservoirs, 2) build weirs to slow down the water flow, 3) build lines
or flaps to prevent water erosion, 4) set up water diversion system, 5) dredging

shallow riverbed or water sources, 6) improve and repair water storage
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infrastructure or water supply systems, and 7) groundwater exploration and
drilling. In addition, there are 3 additional requirements that appear only in
certain areas, which include building water management structures in the
community, expanding plumbing systems, and doing reforestation in the

upstream areas.

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Feminism for students in Hong Kong through Literature
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Abstract

While modern societies often stress on equality and fairness, and it
is also an undeniable fact that more women are getting important positions
in various job sectors, women may actually be losing their grounds because
of numerous established and deep-seated biased ideas against them.
As gender perceptions are often ideologically constructed, many young
students are unaware of the urgency or need to change the current situation.
Consequently, this gives rise to their ignorance or even resistance as
educators introduce the topic of feminism or gender criticism to them. Just
like literature, gender concepts cannot be understood adequately in isolation
from the study of the cultural environment in which they developed. Owing
to this common trait shared by gender studies and literature, the approach

of introducing feminist concerns alongside the study of literature is adopted.
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1. Introduction

In 2017, Mrs. Carrie Lam Cheng Yuet-ngor became the a™ Chief
Executive of Hong Kong. While it is ideally hoped that this first female
leader could use her power and position effectively in improving the
advancement of women, it is also important for educators to prevent the
presentation of dangerous and unrealistic beliefs to students that women
would eventually gain better social status as a result of having a female
political leader. To make the problem worse, the curriculum of sex education
in Hong Kong is still under-developed. Raees Begum Baig, who works as
assistant professor at The Chinese University of Hong Kong’s Department of
Social Work, points out how sex education in Hong Kong has wrongly been
misunderstood as educating students on reproduction. She comments that
“the lack of sex education is to blame for the long-held societal expectation
that women should have more family duties than men” (Ng, 2018).

In her research on teaching feminist writings to students of the 21%
century, Sonya Andermahr points out the challenges faced by educators.
She says, “the existence of a political women’s movement is no longer part
of students’ experience; indeed, the women’s liberation movement came
to an end before the current generation of students was even born”
(Andermahr, 2012: 13). This quote has partly explained why so many students
are so insensitive and even ignorant towards issues related to gender
problems in today’s world.

As commented by the Sustainable Development Goals Report of the
United Nations in 2018, women’s “representation in national parliaments at
23.7% is still far from parity” (United Nations, 2018). Apart from the limited
political rights of women around the globe, many women are still facing the
infringement of their fundamental human rights. History books may have

recorded that in the Middle Ages, “wives were required to wear chastity belts
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for which only their husbands held the keys” (Praver, 2006: 17). While it
would be easy to conclude how women in the past were treated as their
husbands’ properties, it is shocking to learn that a married woman from a
developed country in the 21 century is still subjected to a similar treatment.
In 2003, a British woman wore a chastity belt and triggered a metal detector
alarm at Athens airport. She explained that her husband “had forced her to
don the medieval device to ensure she indulged in no extramarital
sexcapades during a brief visit to Greece” (York, 2004). This inconceivable
incident allows us to reconsider the actual progress of women’s advancement

in the 21 century.

2. Objectives

Facing the insensitivity of young students and the conservative nature
of sex education in the Chinese setting that views sex as a taboo topic, it is
the main objective of this paper to discuss the possible methods and
foreseeable challenges in teaching feminism to university students in Hong
Kong. As gender studies is an interdisciplinary academic field, and the
reading of literature provides students with scenarios regarding how men
and women think, behave or live under the corresponding socio-cultural
backgrounds, introducing feminism to students alongside the study of
literature assists the stimulation of critical thinking while moderating their
resistance against the topic. Within a fictional framework, the allegorical
nature of literary works as reflections of some of the major concerns over

gender emphasizes the gendering of real-life experience in our world.
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3. Materials and Methods

In discussing the pedagogy of teaching feminism, Esther Sanchez-
Pardo points out that “What constitutes a classroom as a learning opportunity
is shared responsibility for the generation of excitement” (Sdnchez-Pardo,
2017: 73). In order to obtain an overview regarding students’ perception, and
to encourage them to brainstorm over the topic, students are given the
responsibility to answer some very simple questions before introducing the

subject matter to them:

1. Do you think we need to achieve gender equality?

4.  State areas that require “improvement” in terms of gender equality.

In the target group, around half of the students think that there is no
need to do further on gender equality. However, not many of them could
provide really convincing examples in supporting the argument. For many
students, the answers could be something rather general or even superficial.
Answers such as “Mrs. Carrie Lam Cheng Yuet-ngor has become the Chief
Executive of Hong Kong and women could also become political leaders in
many parts of the world” would be mentioned. Obviously the students pay
no little attention to the fact that the name “Mrs. Carrie Lam Cheng
Yuet-ngor” is an indication of how in both traditional Chinese and Western

patriarchal circumstances, a married woman could seldom achieve
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autonomy, not even in retaining her own maiden and family names without
adding her spouse’s surname.

The perception towards gender is often ideologically constructed.
Other than the deep-rooted legacy of Confucian beliefs that emphasize the
domesticity of women, the backward state of institutional policy is
responsible for the ignorance of our youngsters. The following case shows
one of the examples. As reported by the South China Morning Post in 2016,
Hong Kong government refused to promote United Nations’ International
Day of the Girl. It is reported that the government “does not consider it
necessary to actively support the international event on October 11 because
it already educates school pupils about girls’ empowerment” (Blundy, 2016).
It is not the intention of this paper to comment on the inadequacy of
institutional policy. Rather, this paper provides a suggestion on what
educators at the tertiary level could do in raising students’ concerns towards
some of the very serious gender problems in our society.

To make students understand that some historical and cultural issues
regarding gender have never been solved, a short story that enables students
to compare the gender concepts nowadays with that of a preceding
generation has been selected. The 1960 short story written by the Nobel
Prize laureate Doris Lessing (1919-2013), “Our Friend Judith”, is chosen as
an example to demonstrate to the students how the question of gender
remains noticeable in our world today. In investigating how the short stories
of Doris Lessing explore the progress of feminist movements, Suzuko
Mamoto explains that “The 1960s is generally said to be one of the most
dramatic decades in modern history in terms of patterns of liberated sexual
mores, sexual assertiveness and sexual orientation” (Mamoto, 2009:
1012-1013). In contrasting the situations faced by the protagonist in “Our

Friend Judith” and women in our society, it is hoped that students could
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critically evaluate whether we are approaching or turning back from the

gender-equal utopia.

4. Results and Discussion
As the study of literature requires critical analysis and interpretation
with reference to the specific socio-cultural backgrounds, selected examples
from Doris Lessing’s short story “Our Friend Judith” that center around the
concerns of gender will be chosen for class discussion. The historical
significance of these examples will be elaborated to students at different
points. They will also be related to the contexts of China or Hong Kong to
show to the students that the problem is both historical and contemporary,
and shall affect our future. This paper includes the demonstration of two
textual examples selected for further discussion with students, through which
the situation of using this comparative approach in contrast with a more
traditional approach without linking up the text with the local context will
be exemplified.
4.1 The Notion of Spinster in Different Contexts
In “Our Friend Judith”, the opening is marked by the tension
between the protagonist Judith as a woman who has chosen to stay single
and the societal expectation that pressurizes women to marriage. Specifically,
the story begins with a discussion that labels Judith as “a typical English
spinster” (Lessing, 2005: 179). In the English context, it is clear that the term
“spinster” carries derogatory meaning. This term thus reflects how English
is actually a sexist language. Linking this term to the cultural context, it is
not difficult to see how the society has been imposing constraints on
unmarried women, as if marriage is a crucial part of their lives, or essential
for a fruitful womanhood. When a more traditional teaching approach is to

be adopted, the teacher may link up this idea with theories on the relationship
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between marriage and gift exchange. For example, Gayle Rubin (1949-)
suggests how patriarchy devalues women as their values lie in their abilities
or potentials of getting a man. It has been stated by Rubin that “To enter
into a gift exchange as a partner, one must have something to give. If
women are for men to dispose of, they are in no position to give themselves
away” (Rubin, 1975: 175). Hence, for women being considered as having
values, such values must also be derived in relation to men.

The traditional approach has the shortcoming of not being able
to make students understand relevant issues in the contemporary world.
They know that in societies that are more developed, most of the women
could decide on their marriage. These women could often have choices
other than marriage as well. Students often fail to see how some of the
established traditions are still hindering women’s autonomy in our world.

To tackle this problem, class discussion could stimulate students’
awareness towards the corresponding terms of “spinster” and “bachelor”
in local culture. In Hong Kong, Cantonese is the major language spoken by
students who are ethically Chinese. To illustrate the progress of our society,
the teacher could point out the corresponding terms used in the past and

at present:

There occurs an interesting observation that all the terms used in
referring to unmarried women, both in the past and at present, are derogatory
in nature. Meanwhile, a very positive term that was used in the past to
describe unmarried men has gradually been replaced by a derogatory term
at present. Students are then urged to evaluate the cultural and ideological
significance behind the local terms that are associated with leftover women
or women whom nobody wants. While it is not a must for women to get
married nowadays, it is undeniable that women are still encouraged to get
married. In other words, there exists a cultural ideology that it is better to
be married. It is important to show to the students regarding the efforts made
by the pioneers of feminist ideology in the past.

4.2 Infusing Historical Concepts in the Classroom

Due to the patriarchal mindset of treating marriage as women’s
sole career, there existed the tradition of abandoning unmarriageable
daughters in Europe. Margaret Walters depicts how these women would be
sent be to convents (Walters, 2005). She adds that “For some, this must
have felt like life imprisonment; but for others, conventual quiet seems to
have facilitated genuine fulfilment: it allowed some women to develop a
talent for organization, and some were able to read and think” (Walters,
2005). Giving women an alternative to marriage and an extraordinary life
experience not being subjected to patriarchal decisions was also suggested
by Mary Astell (1666-1731). In her masterpiece A Serious Proposal to the
Ladlies, for the Advancement of Their True and Greatest Interest (1694), Mary
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Astell provides an outline on the establishment of a secular convent for
women. She persuaded women to consider the cheerful experience of living
in this secular convent by saying “Happy Retreat! Which will be the introducing
you into such a Paradise as your mother Eve forfeited, where you shall feast
on Pleasures” (Astell, 2002: 74). The convent is where women could live
outside a system of male domination. Although this idea from Mary Astell
was seen as pioneering and even revolutionary during her time, students in
Hong Kong would find it hard to picture how this could be understood as
an important progress in gender advancement. Living in Hong Kong where
both genders could receive education freely, it would not be easy to
imagine that our society is actually moving backward to patriarchy.

To allow students to reconsider the notion that it is often perceived
as a good thing for a girl to be married to a man of good fortune, it is
possible to demonstrate how the patriarchal control of economy affects
women’s rights. When the comparative approach is adopted in the classroom,
relevant concepts of establishing secular convent in the Chinese context
and the resistance faced by the Chinese women in those days can further
be explored. This discussion topic has several functions. Other than enabling
students to comprehend issues related to Chinese feminism in the past, they
could also reconsider the view towards marriage nowadays. This part of the
teaching could begin with the appearance of secular convent in China in late
Ming and early Qing dynasty. At that time, some Chinese women started to
realize the oppression that they face. In her analysis on the earlier perspectives
on women’s status in China, Li Yu-ning remarks that “The oppression suffered
by Chinese women in premodern China was largely by men for the advantage
of men” (Li, 1992: xvi). More Chinese women were determined to reject
arranged marriage under patriarchy. Understanding well that the historical

defeat of women lies in the patriarchal control of economy, these women
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decided to live together and became financially independent through
engaging in the breeding of silkworms. Later, when the sericulture industry
collapsed in early Republican China, some of those women came to Hong
Kong and worked as maids in big families. When married Chinese women
had the tradition of wearing their hair in buns, these new and independent
women also wore their hair in buns to show their determination of giving up
marriage. In short, they have chosen to marry to themselves.

To further arouse students’ awareness towards the notion of
spinster in our world, the persistence existence of urging women to get
married must be highlighted. Education may have little effect in changing’s
people perception towards this concept. For instance, it is a shocking fact
that the idea of finishing schools revives in China in the 21" century.
The history of finishing schools can be traced back to the later part of the
18" century, when private schools for girls from middle-class families
flourished in Europe. Unlike modern education that stresses upon whole-per-
son development, these finishing schools focused on equipping their students
with good social etiquette and domestic managerial skills. It is obvious that
these schools have one single aim, to make their graduates having higher
chances of marrying well. In June 2018, The Washington Post reports that
“Zhenjiang College and the All-China Women’s Federation have been
teaching female students how to dress, pour tea and sit” (Rauhala, 2018).
The report also states the goals and details of the course:

The class, offered only to female students, aims to develop “wise”,
“sunny” and “perfect” women, where wisdom comes from studying Chinese
history and culture, sunniness from oil painting and etiquette classes, and
perfection from the application of (never too much) makeup” (Rauhala,
2018).
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The reporter is for the point of view that declining birth rate in
China led to the revival of conventional division of labor, with men as
breadwinners and women as wives and mothers. Such an attempt to revive
traditional gender roles actually limits the choices available for both men
and women.

4.3 Fashion and Women

To further arouse students’ interests regarding the topic on gender,
the second textual example from Doris Lessing’s story which could be used
for analysis is the relationship between fashion and women. In other words,
how women are being judged by means of their clothing and how the
marital status of women may also affect their choice of outfits. In the story,
a married woman named Betty has been given a Dior dress. She thinks that
this dress does not suit her because of her identity. That she has emphasized
the dress not being suitable for “a woman with three children and a talent
for cooking” implies the conflict between the traditional roles of women as
caretakers and the autonomy of females as individuals with full control over
their own bodies (Lessing, 2005: 180). While Betty does not consider herself
as having the right build for the dress, Judith looks gorgeous in this dress.
Although Judith also knows her charm, she has decided to stay true to her
character by returning to her “shapeless skirt and blouse” (Lessing, 2005:
180). What Judith has chosen would not highlight her female figure or
feminine beauty. The shapeless design is a counteraction to the traditional
image of women under male gaze. It form contrasts with the design from
the older generations that emphasize the waistline and hence the power of
reproduction. The Australian sociologist Peter Corrigan, summarizes how

fashion could unite or separate various groups of people in the society:
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Fashion represents nothing more than one of the many forms
of life by the aid of which we seek to combine in uniform spheres
of activity the tendency towards social equalization with the
desire for individual differentiation and change (Taylor, 2004: 45).
In connecting how the choice of fashion in our daily life could be

related to the textual scenario and gender criticism, students could be asked
to express whether they are aware of the code of fashion that may have put
a label on us.

To consolidate students’ knowledge in this aspect, a brief history
on the progress made in terms of women’s choice of clothing can be
introduced to students. The story of Doris Lessing was written in the
generation when feminist movements evolved women in many aspects of
their lives. For example, in the 1960s, trousers were no longer exclusive for
outdoor work:

The early 1960s gave birth to drapeline jeans and capri pants.
Traditionally, trousers had been viewed by western society as masculine,
but by the early 1960s, it had become acceptable for women to wear them
every day. (Singh, 2017)

Still, they were forbidden in the workplace. In the 1970s, office
ladies could finally wear pants and heeled boots. Despite all these attempts
to make women being men’s equals, the biggest obstacle to women’s
liberty in terms of their choice of fashion is the established convention. In
2010, a female secondary school teacher in Hong Kong sued the school
principal and the school where she used to teach for humiliating her
publicly because of her choice of wearing pants to work (Chiu, 2010). In the
21™ century, it happens that school principals still expect female teachers
to wear dresses or skirts, an obvious sign of ignoring gender equality and

putting the professionalism of female teachers aside.
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Terre Des Femmes is a human rights organization from Swiss that
focuses primarily on gender equality and feminism. In 2015, the organization
created an ad campaign called “Don’t judge a woman’s worth by the clothes”.
The campaign has successfully aroused worldwide attention towards the
stereotypical associations that people have towards women and their choice
of outfits. For instance, the lengths of her skirts, the height of her collar and
high heels are also being labeled as indicator of her personality. The major
problems are not only related to the untruthful representations of women,
but women as passive objects being placed on a scale, not having freedom
or their own sense of uniqueness. This very sad observation shows us that
the world is not making sufficient progress in terms of women’s rights and
gender equality. In comparing women nowadays with Doris Lessing’s
depiction decades ago, the only difference is that Betty in the story gives
herself the label as a married woman and a mother, thus not suitable for a
particular type of clothing, while women in our world theoretically could
dress in any way that they like, but subjected to harsh comments and
criticisms.

Two major problems regarding the young students are that they
have very little idea on the urgency of the matter and they have deeply
been influenced by many established concepts and ideas. They are unable
to see the need to make changes or at least, to stop the harmful rituals from
spreading out further. In the following, | would use a vulgar example to
demonstrate to the students regarding the problem of viewing women’s
bodies under male gaze and the significance behind.

The term “career line” in Asian culture originates from palmistry
or palm reading. It is a type of belief to learn a person’s personalities, fortune
and even future by analyzing the lines on the hands. However, in the recent

decade, this term has been used in Hong Kong in referring to women’s
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cleavage. Aligning a woman’s “career line” with her cleavage is an obvious
indication of focusing only on women’s physical aspects, rather than their
real abilities. The wide usage of this sexist term in local newspapers shows
that the problem of gender discrimination has actually been worsened.
Fortunately, The Women’s Foundation has a campaign called “My real career
line”. The campaign urges for concerns towards the problematic usage of

the term and attention towards women'’s various potentials.

5. Conclusion

To sum up, no matter how little one could do, it is still crucial for
educators to introduce the major arguments and historical events related
to feminists from both the East and the West to our students. Through
analyzing Doris Lessing’s story “Our Friend Judith” critically, we hope that
students could apply what they have read and learnt in both local and
global contexts, so as to evaluate whether we are making real advancement,
and what are the challenges and problems that we are going to face in the
future.

It is also hoped that a more systematic quantitative research in
finding out the actual perceptions of the students towards the topic can be
carried out. To give students a more complete representation of gender issues,
contemporary concerns towards the changing concepts of masculinity or
men’s roles, such as the topic of stay-at-home dads, should also be

introduced and taken into consideration.
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Abstract

The main purposes of this study were: 1) to develop a project-based
learning model using ICT for Phetchabun Rajabhat University Faculty of
Education's students; 2) to compare the systematic thinking ability of
Phetchabun Rajabhat University Faculty of Education's students; and

3. Manuscripts Format

Manuscripts must be organized as follows:

- Title should be concise and informative with all capital letters.

- Author (s) should be given the full name. Academic rank and complete
postal address (es) of affiliation should be listed at the footnote.

- Abstract and Keywords should not exceed 350 words containing hard
facts such as objectives, methods, and major results. Maximum 5 keywords for
indexing should be listed at the end of the abstract.

- Content Structures

1. Research articles should be structured as follows: Introduction,
Materials and methods, Results and discussion, Conclusion, Acknowledgement
(Optional), and References.

2. Review articles or articles should be structured as follows:
Introduction, Bodly of the paper broken into points as appropriate to the paper,
and Conclusion.

3. Book reviews should be structured as follows: Cataloging of
Publication, Author(s)’s name and title

- References Citation In-text citations should follow the name-year
system, and references should follow the guidelines of the Publication Manual
of the American Psychological Association (APA). Citations and References should
be listed by alphabetical order.
