The Naess ecological poetic cognitive framework has been applied to analyze the
seven poetries of Rewat Panpipat. The results of the analysis are waiting for you to
discover in the journal.

The next article, which is in English, focuses on Business Administration. It
presents the results of a quantitative study on the impacts of online reputations and
interests from the consumers on reviewers’ behaviors regarding an online book review
system in China on the Tmall and JD platforms. The results of the study fascinatingly
reflect the various sets of interesting variables from the study of consumer behaviors
via online systems.

The fourth article is a social scientific study in Thai and explores the
relationship between economic factors and the quality of the lives in households of
rubber farmers in Bueng Kan province with the goal of improving the quality of the
rubber farmers’ lives. The author has proposed that the organizations, which are
related to social development and human’s stability, should be involved in
promoting unity, building networks, and in saving money to support the members.
Meanwhile, the medical and healthcare organizations should closely monitor
diseases, which could be caused while working on rubber plantations.

The fifth article centers on a philosophical critique about ‘Truth’ in
anthropological terms by Soren Kierkegaard. The author, who is from Nigeria,
discusses the subjectivity of the Truth, which is an essential matter in Kierkegaard’s
philosophy. Subjectivity does not accept the absolute spirit or Hegal’s Eternal Truth.
Moreover, it is believed that subjectivity is the change of paradigm from the original
reality to an individual’s perception regarding the Truth.

Next, there is an environmental social scientific study, which aims at
monitoring and evaluating the results of the “Change Plastic to Merit (When You
Rotate)” Project, as well as giving suggestions about the appropriate ways to proceed.
The study used mixed research methods, and what the study found has been useful
for the development and improvement of the project. The suggestions are to utilize
social media as a means to publish various advertising media, as well as to develop
the project’s database of plastic and to make it accessible and useful. Furthermore,
creating incentives to change people’s behaviors can enhance the efficiency of the
project. For example, the customers, who refuse plastic bags when shopping in a mall,
will be rewarded points, which can be used next time.

Last, but certainly not least, this social scientific research studies the roles of
an educational network in preventing liver fluke and Cholangiocarcinoma in the Kaeng
Lawa Communities of Khon Kaen Province. The researchers believe that to
completely eliminate liver flukes and Cholangiocarcinoma from Thai society is a
challenge, and as such, it is necessary to apply multiple methods in the development
of the prevention of the diseases.

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A Needs Andlysis of English Communication
for Sports Tourism of Thai Boxing Personnels
in Chaiyaphum Province

Abstract

Thai boxing recently gains popularity among tourists with limited
number of personnels to bring it forward internationally. This research has
two objectives: 1) to study the English language needs of Thai Boxing (Muay
Thai) personnels 2) to provide the guideline for the development of innovative
tourism English communication for Thai Boxing personnels. The questionnaires
administered to 50 Thai boxing personnels and one-on-one semi-structured
interviews with six experts in Thai Boxing were used. The participants were
selected by a purposive sampling method. The descriptive statistics and
content analysis were used to analyze the questionnaires and the latter was
used to analyze content from the interviews. The results from the
questionnaires show that English is necessary for Thai Boxing personnels at
the highest level. The sample group required listening and speaking skills
rather than reading and writing skills. The content wanted to practice at the
highest level was the introduction of skills in using fists, feet, knees, elbows,

followed by how to describe different types of boxing at the high level. The

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most preferred innovation of English learning was online media. They prefer
the online media with animation or picture illustration with subtitles as well
as language training. The results of the interview also show that they had
the greatest communication problems in listening and speaking. The highest
needed content is the history of Muay Thai sports and various boxing skills.
All six experts have a need for media with translation into Thai and English
for Muay Thai application media. They suggested for the English language
training, along with online English language training through social media, to

be provided for Thai Boxing personnels.

1. Introduction

English is used as an official and semi-official language in more than
60 countries around the world. It is used as the primary language in books,
textbooks, publications, airlines, international businesses and more. English
is the global language or international language of communication (Crystal,
2003). People around the world endeavor to learn English for the purpose
of communicating effectively through the educational process to be able to
use the English language to exchange and learn ideas between each other.
At present, the sport tourism industry is both a small and large industry that
is an important economic driver, generating huge income. It also tends to
be very high and more significant (Hisham, 2018; Malchrowicz-Mosko, &
Munsters, 2018). The first obvious benefit is language, a communication tool
that is the medium of understanding between individuals and groups in

provinces or localities with tourist attractions. English is more necessary to
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communicate with foreigners. Although Thailand has opened the country
into the tourism industry for a long time, the problem of the inability of
tourism personnels still exists. Muay Thai or Thai Boxing is an important
martial art for the Thai people. The problem has occurred with Thai boxing
personnels who still have communication problems with foreigners
interested in learning Muay Thai (Henkel, Henkel, Agrusa, Agrusa, & Tanner
2006).

Moreover, Muay Thai is an intellectual heritage of Thai culture. It is a
martial art for Thai people since the ancient times. It is one of the oldest
types of martial arts in the world that should be well preserved
(Ngaoprasertwong & Chandarasorn, 2019). In developing the potential of Thai
boxing personnels to promote tourism and to develop local, provinces, and
countries, the development of potential of Thai boxing personnels is focused
as it added value for the boxers themselves in Chaiyaphum Province and
other provinces in Thailand. Promoting English language proficiency will
increase the effectiveness of the boxer or those interested in Muay Thai.
In addition, there were boxing spectators from both domestic and international
arena who traveled to watch Muay Thai or organize boxing to promote the
business of Muay Thai sport tourism. Moreover, the language abilities of
boxers and those involved in Muay Thai have also raised Thai boxing as a
sport that has become more attractive (Yuvanont, Buristrakul, &
Kittimetheekul, 2010).

Shrivastava (2009) defined ESP as English that is used to meet students’
specific needs. He stated that ESP “makes use of underlying methodology
and activities of the discipline it serves” (p.2). ESP is centered on the language
that will be applied in the workplace, and all the activities are centered on
the language appropriate to the “activities in terms of grammar, lexis,

register, study skills, discourse and genre” (p.3). According to Shrivastava, the
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main goal of ESP is that it serves a specific purpose and is a different way of
teaching content from that for general English. Belcher (2006) pointed out
ESP specialists often need evaluators in the first place, then designers and
implementers of specific curricula in response to identified needs. ESP
assumes that the problems are unique to specific learner in specific contexts
and thus must be carefully tailored to suitable instruction.

The following researches on needs analysis were conducted in order
to identify the needs to learn English language. Giannarou (2021) investigated
the needs of naval engineers in learning English language for the diploma.
With the help of a questionnaire, it was found that learners viewed learning
English as useful in their career. In fact, they need to be able to read and
understand engine operation manuals and write the manuals.

Zaidoune and Chroqui (2020) investigated English language needs of
Economics and Management second year Master’s degree at the Faculty of
Economics, Social Sciences and Law. To this end, a questionnaire has been
administered to123 students. The findings pointed out that the students
were interested in the four language skills but wanted to improve their
productive skills in particular. Moreover, Li, Zhang, May & Qin (2020)
developed the questionnaire of ESP teachers’ challenges and needs in English
curriculum innovation, completed by 208 Chinese novice ESP teachers.
Statistical methods were used to find out factors indicating challenges and
needs for ESP teachers. In addition, semi-structured interviews with six
selected participants were conducted. Results show institutional support
required for effective ESP innovation provision by means of policy and financial.

In the context of Thailand, Nuemaihom (2016) analyzed the need for
ESP of the 40 tourist local vendors and 10 foreign at Phnom Rung Sanctuary
by questionnaires. The focus group discussion with 15 Thai participants were

purposively selected. All these subjects were chosen by using a purposive
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sampling method. The research findings show that the samples needed to
develop listening and speaking skills rather than reading and writing skills.
They needed to study the tailored-to-fit terms and conversations related to
their jobs. The two innovations, i.e., booklet and audio CD were needed.
Similarly, Saisaengjan and Prachanant (2018) compared needs and problems
on English skills used by baristas and 50 waiters & waitresses, from the
coffee houses in the northeastern region of Thailand, all of whom were
selected by multi-stage random sampling technique to answer questionnaires.
The data were analyzed by using frequency, percentage, mean, standard
deviation and independent samples t-test. The findings show that the need
of English skills for working at the high level. The listening is the most
needed, followed by speaking, reading and writing. Also, they faced the
listening skill most, followed by speaking, reading and writing. Likewise,
Waewchimplee (2018) analyzed 78 students’ needs regarding English course
of the 2nd year students at the Performing Arts Program, Nakhon Ratchasima
Rajabhat University, Thailand. The questionnaires and interviews were used
and revealed that speaking and listening is the most difficult skills which is
most important for their future. Moreover, Thitivesa, Siraphatthada, Kingkaew
and Yimwan (2019) investigated their English-speaking problems and needs
for the skill improvement to determine the scope of topic for developing
administrative clerks” English speaking skill for administrative work. The
sampling groups included administrative clerks working for the dean in the
faculties of Education in a Rajabhat Universities with purposively selected.
The semi-structured in-depth interview result suggested that there were
communicative situations in which English speaking skill was in need for
success in their career. They are interested in improving their pronunciation,

structures at sentence level, as well as conversation skill.
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Limited research was conducted on needs analysis of English
Communication for Sports Tourism of Thai Boxing (Muay Thai) Personnels,
the researcher is interested in doing the research on this topic to investigate
the need of the Thai boxing personnel so that they can work properly in
their situations whereby the linguistic features, field specific content and the
language skills are required. The reason to choose Chaiyaphum province
because it is rich in natural resources suitable for tourist destination and
Muay Thai was highly supported in this city with numerous Thai boxing
personnel. There are two objectives of this research: to investigate needs of
the Thai boxing personnels for sport tourism English communication and to
provide the guidelines for communicative English innovation or pedagogical
and learning materials for Thai Boxing personnels. In the present study,

the two terms, Muay Thai and Thai Boxing, are interchangeably used.

2. Research Method
2.1 Subjects

The subjects for the questionnaire were 50 Thai boxing personnels
consisting student boxers who are interested in and related to Thai boxing,
selected by purposive sampling method. The criteria for the selection is that
these individuals are especially knowledgeable about or experienced with
Thai boxing and they need to be available and willing to participate to
communicate experiences and opinions with prior informed consent.
In addition, six boxing experts, four of whom are Thai boxing lecturers or
masters and the other two are the world boxing champion and the gold
medal boxing winner in Seagame, were selected purposively for the
one-on-one interview. The criteria of the selection is that all of the subjects

in the interviews are experts in Thai boxing and have some experience
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participating in situations where English is used, who are willing to participate
to communicate experiences and opinions with prior informed consent.
The number of six cases is considered the saturated point for obtaining

comprehensive data in qualitative research based on Creswell (2012).

2.2 Research Instruments

The questionnaires and one-on-one interviews were conducted
in Thai language. In the questionnaire, the first part required demographic
information. The second part evaluated their perception on the needs of
English for their career, the importance of four language skills (reading,
writing, speaking and listening) in relation to their career field, innovation
pattern and the most needed content in learning English. The last part was
about their suggestions and their opinions. The content validity and the index
of item-objective congruence (I0C) of the questionnaire constructed by the
researcher were examined by three experts, that was between 0.67-1.00.
The questions of the questionnaire and seven open-ended questions
interview were grouped in parallel so as to find out if there was consistency
between the results from the questionnaire and interviews. Moreover, in the
one-on-one interview, there are six questions parallelly consistent with the
content of the questionnaire’s questions. The interviews question form
constructed by the researcher was examined by the three experts.
The content validity and the index of item-objective congruence (I0C) was

between 0.67-1.00.

2.3 Data Collection and Analysis
The questionnaires administered to the 50 Thai boxing personnels
were analysed using the descriptive statistics and the content analysis.

Regarding the questionnaires, a five point Likert Scale was used to evaluate

the items in three parts, except for the first and the last one. Mean and
standard deviation were used in calculating the average level of needs for
the five point Likert Scale questions in the questionnaires. Both percentage
and frequency were used in the analysis of the first and second parts. The
content analysis was conducted for analyzing the sample’s opinions and
suggestions in open-ended questions in the last part.

The one-on-one interviews with six boxing experts were also analysed
using content analysis and descriptively presented. The one-on-one interview
was applied using a semi-structured interview that would gather data to
answer the questions posed in this study to offer flexibility necessary in
collecting rich and in-depth data. Probes and follow-up questions were
considered when the prepared questions were not complete as suggested
by Creswell (2012). The interview took an average of one hour, was audio-taped
for increasing trustworthiness (Rudestam & Newton, 2007). The transcribed
interview data in this study were condensed, i.e. selected, focused and
organized then displayed using participants' verbatim words and from these,
conclusions were arisen. In this study, after verbatim transcription of data
from one-on-one interviews with six experts, the transcribed data were
coded based on the order of topics put in the questionnaire as developed
by the pilot study conducting. In reducing the large data, first, the transcripts
were all browsed as a whole, then impressions were noted particularly
focusing on common and unique concepts presented by the participants.
After reading for general impression, focused reading and re-reading for
relevant information was done. Then, most important common and unique
concepts were selected and were put into categories which were described
from the perspective of the participants using their own words. The identified
categories were linked to the research problems and were presented as the

results.
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Lastly, to facilitate the accuracy for revisions of the interview questions
and the questionnaire prior to actual data collection, there was the try-out
interview with a population similar to the sample, one person involved in
or interested in Muay Thai sport and two Muay Thai teachers to identify
some issues and challenges in the selection of participants who can provide
rich and in-depth information with multiple perspectives related to the
research problems. In the same vein, the questionnaire was also tried out
with 10 samples who are involved or interested in Muay Thai. The piloting
revealed 1 question in the interview was not understood (what is the
preferred English communication innovation). After the piloting the item
concerning individual skills was excluded because it overlapped with

questions about required improving skills and was adjusted with examples.

3. Results and Discussion

The results of the analysis were divided into three parts according to
the sections of the questionnaire, except for part 3. Firstly, recarding the
demographic information, it was shown that the majority of the sample were
male (84%) with 19-35 years old (82%). Most of the sample had bachelor's
degree (88%). They were the Thailand Sports University’ students in
Chaiyaphum campus who studied Muay Thai and interested in Muay Thai
(60%), followed by Muay Thai teachers (14%), trainers in Muay Thai Gyms

(8%), and professional boxers (8%).

Secondly, in terms of needed skill shown in Table 1, it was found that
the respondents strongly agreed that English is necessary for Thai boxing

personnels who are interested in and related to Muay Thai (M= 4.58, SD=0.54)
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and strongly agreed with the need of speaking skills (M=4.54, SD=0.50),
followed by listening (M=4.50, SD=0.54), however, they agree with the needs
of reading (M=3.76, SD=0.87), writing skill (M=3.56, SD=0.86) and grammar
(M=3.62, SD=0.90). They agree with the needs of Muay Thai vocabulary
(M=4.26, SD=0.63) and conversation (M=4.28, SD=0.64) related to Muay Thai
with the transcription and translation into Thai (M=4.20, SD=0.64). Lastly,
they agreed with the need of English training workshop (M=4.42, SD=0.67).

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Thirdly, the English topic or content needed was presented in Table
3, it was found that the topic or content needed the most was Introduction
to punch, foot, knee, elbow skills, followed by An introduction to the
history of Muay Thai, Greeting, Boxing for weight loss, Thank you, Price bargain,
Welcoming, Saying good bye, Apology, Appointment, Direction, Asking for
help, respectively, and Introducing tourist attractions and Date and Time
were least needed. Furthermore, the learning materials found most suitable
for English language practice were online media (86%), followed by CD / DVD
(12%) and booklet (2%), respectively. In the comments and suggestions
section, the respondents want the illustration and description in online
media. Moreover, they need an expert in English for Muay Thai to teach
them English which can be provided through the training.

Regarding the interview, all six of them are boxing masters who experts
in Muay Thai. All participants were males. They totally agreed that English
was necessary for them. All the 6 experts have problems communicating in
English. The most problematic skills were listening and speaking. In light of
the content, the interviewees preferred conversation with specific vocabulary
related to boxing postures at the highest level because it is authentically
used in daily life, while general terms and grammar is taken for granted in
their opinions. This viewpoint is in line with that of respondents in the
questionnaires. Furthermore, all of the 6 experts agree to learn English
because Muay Thai has been popular for a few recent years through various
online media, especially Muay Thai coaches which are preferred by
foreigners. Language is therefore very important to be used in communication.
Foreigners increasingly have interests in Muay Thai art, and it is necessary to
use English in communication to convey the art of Muay Thai, the national

art of Thailand. All 6 experts agree that the topics or content that should
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be learned the most are: 1) the history of Muay Thai, Wai Kru, 2) price bargains
which are essential for boxing gyms, 3) health benefits of boxing 4) introducing
various boxing poses or movement including basic communication about
how to defense and attack using elbows, knees, punch, kick and other
boxing skills in sentences, 5) content or vocabulary about Muay Thai boxing,
and 6) Thai traditions of worship and greetings. Furthermore, most of them
wanted innovation in online media format, containing interactive sentences
about Muay Thai because it is conveniently open to listen to audio files,
which corresponds to the result obtained from questionnaires. The other
two boxing experts wanted boxing skills videos with simulated events or
online learning material. All 6 interviewees have a need for media or
communication equipment/ innovation with translation into Thai and English
for Muay Thai applications. They suggested for the English language training,
along with online English language training through social media. Words and
conversations used specifically in their career were most needed. They
strongly agreed that innovation in online media format is their appropriate
innovation of learning English.

To sum up, all samples share similar views in needs of English
communication innovation for personnels involved in Muay Thai and
interested in Muay Thai. All samples said English is very strongly essential
for them because foreigners are increasingly interested in Muay Thai.
Accordingly, Yuvanont, Buristrakul and Kittimetheekul (2010) pointed that
Muay Thai sport tourism is highly promoted recently due to the increased
number of foreign spectaculars who are interested in Muay Thai Arts.

(Yuvanont, Buristrakul, & Kittimetheekul, 2010).
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4. Needs in Language Skills

It was found that Thai questionnaire informants needed speaking skill
at the highest level (mean=4.54, S.D.=0.50), followed by listening skill (M=4.50,
SD=0.54) (Table 1), which is in line with the interviews that show the problem
of participants in speaking and listening , and they wanted to brush up these
two skills at highest level, rather than the reading and writing skills because
they often use the two skills in communicating with tourists. Likewise,
Nuemaihom (2016) found Thai entrepreneurs and tourists who are both
native English speakers and second language tourists failed to understand
each other verbally which coincides the study of Saisaengjan and Prachanant
(2018), Waewchimplee (2018), and Thitivesa, Siraphatthada, Kingkaew, &
Yimwan (2019) in needs of studying English for their specific career which
found listening and speaking skills the most needed skills. This study thus
paid attention to listening and speaking skill development such as the
ability to communicate everyday informal talk with foreign tourists while
training Thai boxing, which reflects the third skill or ability of Gatehouse
(2001) in that in order to achieve the ESP learning that the important ability
to be successful in communication especially in an occupational context is
to use the particular jargon representative to specific professional context
and to use the language of everyday informal talk or small talk to
communicate effectively, regardless of occupational setting. EFL learners
inadequately have a chance to listen to the target language, and lack the
environment in which they can practice English. They rarely have a chance
to speak or listen to English at schools and homes as they speak using their
mother tongue (Salem, 2017). Galloway (1993), saying that the language and
content used to organize a communicative situation should be the language

used in everyday life. This will help learning English for communication more

effectively. Conversely, the reading and writing skills were rarely used. To be
able to communicate verbally is therefore more essential than writing and

reading.

5. Needs in English Content

In light of the content, the interviewees preferred conversation with
specific vocabulary related to boxing postures at the highest level because
it is authentically used in daily life, while general terms and grammar is
taken for granted in their opinions. This viewpoint is in line with that of
respondents in the questionnaires (M=4.46, SD=0.68) (Table 2). In the same
vein, Long (2005) also mentioned that it was sufficient knowledge about to
what extent the grammar linguistic features are included in ESP provision.
And consequently, this has shaped the need analysis. In terms of linguistics,
Belcher (2006) also viewed the rhetoric purpose or motivation is the key
component of ESP, so the communicative approach is essential for ESP.
Richards & Rodgers (2014) leveraged the functional model of language, i.e.
the means of conveying functional meanings in real-world activities.
However, Flalova (2021) suggested that even though grammar is found
problematic, it has to be taught in context and in an interesting way showing
practical use. The present study thus suggests that the English commmunication
content in the form of authentic conversation for future English
communication innovation or its pedagogic and learning materials necessitate
the selected grammar. For example, English teachers can direct learners to
focus on the particular tenses which are crucial to speaking and listening
skills in order to see how the correct usage of this grammar topic can

facilitate them to speak more confidently in certain time or situation.
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6. Needs in Institutional Supports

The respondents from the questionnaires and individual interviews
shared the similarities that organizing an English training program was
necessary for Muay Thai personnels and those who are interested in or
related to Muay Thai at a high level (M=4.42, SD=0.67) (Table 1). The sample
group found that organizing an English training program was necessary for
personnels who are interested in or related to Muay Thai to use these words
and conversations to communicate with foreign tourists. The result is similar
to that of Zaidoune and Chroqui (2020) who suggested to conduct training
sessions for the benefit of those teachers, according to the subject matter
of different areas, would fill the gap between the students’ needs, the
language teacher, the specialist subject teacher, and the job requirements.
Li, Zhang, May & Qin (2020) posited that institutional support was required
for effective ESP innovation provision, namely, policy and financial. Therefore,
the present study further proposes the liaison of the institution to subsidize
the ESP training using the interdisciplinary collaboration among pedagogical
learning, research activities, English teachers and professional entity related

to Thai boxing.

7. Conclusion

This research aimed to investigate needs of Thai boxing personnels
for English communication in Muay Thai for sport tourism and to provide
appropriate guidelines for designing the English courses for them. The main
findings are that the speaking, followed by listening skills were most needed.
The specific English vocabulary authentically related to boxing postures was
most necessary content to learn. The most preferred innovation of English

learning was online media. The English language training was highly needed.
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The results of the study can be used as a guideline for creating the English
innovation for Muay Thai personnels so that they would be able to
communicate with foreign tourists to promote sport tourism in the context
of Chaiyaphum province or other provinces where Muay Thai can be
included to promote the sports tourism in their area. For the pedagogical
implication, through appropriate teaching methods and media integrated in
the classroom, lecturers can provide an authentic learning atmosphere,
namely, conversation or small talk with the tab of grammar to enhance the
practical use, that is appropriate for sport students studying in the classroom
based on their needs of required skill, learning goals and occupational
context. Lastly, institutional support is required for effective ESP innovation
provision to support self-directed learning, collaboration, research activities,
and pedagogical learning opportunities.

The suggestions and recommendations based on the research results
are that further studies on needs analysis should be conducted with more
data gathering approach to triangulate the results such as focus group
discussion to avoid errors from testing the small sample size. The limitation
to apply focus group discussion in this study is due to the social distance
policy due to Covid-19 situation at the time of data collection. Further
studies on needs analysis should be conducted with a larger sample size to
obtain more information, to better determine the average values. Moreover,
the questionnaire and the follow-up interview would answer what to teach
which is a rough idea for class activities. Therefore, future research should
aim at examining learning styles, preferred and efficient ways of individuals

and environment (i.e. teachers and the situation).
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The Ecological Self in Rewat Panpipat's Poetry
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Abstract

This article aims to study the ecological self in Rewat Panpipat’s
poetry in terms of ecological self presentation in poetry. This study uses
Naess” ecological self framework to analyze seven Rewat Panpipat poems,
including Ban Mae Nam (1995), Pan Fon Pleng Nam (2001), Mae Nam Ram
Luek (2004), Nok Cheewit (2007), Maew Phu Mong Hen Kam Pang Pen Sa
Pan "the story of a cat seeing the wall as a bridge" (2012), Mae Nam Deaw
Kan (2012), and Mae Nam Tee Sap Soon (2016). The result of the study
insists that Rewat Panpipat’s poems are influenced by nature and the
environment. Ecological self is presented via a story through his experiences
with nature and the environment from the past until present. The ecological
self is presented as unique features, including nature, materials, soil, water,
wild, time, season, and place. Life in rural areas is a unique characteristic

that is presented by Rewat Panpipat. Rewat Panpipat's imagination of the
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relationship between humans and nature is portrayed in those poems.
The poems portray that humans and nature are living together and it can
be considered as the same thing. Nature is portrayed as the creator,
caregiver, and value maker for the human race. The value of human life is

Self-Realization which relates to enlighten nature or ecological self.

1. Introduction

Charles Tayler, the philosopher and the famous writer who wrote
"Source of the Self', stated that for more than two centuries in the western
world, the best language to express yourself is art. All poetry, visual arts, and
music are modern western culture. The arts seem like a kind of one religion
(The Dalai Lama, 2013). This speech portrays the importance of art, which
presents the identity of the author. Modern technology and innovation have
changed the agricultural era into an endless industrial era. The increasing
global population and the development of technology have resulted in the
exploitation of the environment and nature. Because of the exploitation of
industrial development, "ecology" was created for studying and solving a
crisis in the environment. Phanpoon (2015) states that "In the past, western
ecology was the study of the relationship between plants and animals. There
was nothing associated with humans. At that time, they hadn’t realized that
they were part of nature. Humans studied nature for gaining benefits from
nature.

Phuphakdee (2004) divides the meaning and value of life into two
categories: Anthropocentric and Ecocentric. Anthropocentric is the concept

that only humans can create morality by using their power to set the right.
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Humans create the meaning and value of everything because humans are
considered as rational living things. According to this concept, humans are
considered unspiritual. Humans have no relationship with nature, so humans
are the owners of nature. The concept sees nature as a resource without
any value in itself. The only value of nature is to give benefit to humans.
This happens because humans disassociate from the world and a
human-centered point of view. Ecocentrism considers all living organisms as
valuable as human beings. When compared to humans, it is more significant
and consequential, more inclusive, more complex, more integrated, more
creative, more beautiful, more mysterious, and older than time (Naess, 1973).

The relationship between man and nature is shown in the preface of
Rewat Panpipat’s Nok Chee Wit. He expresses his consciousness toward
nature and ecological self as, "You and | are growing a plant to find the
meaning of life."

From the statement, Rewat Panpipat expresses the meaning of life as
nature. It portrays the relationship between the poet and the ecological self.
Moreover, it can be seen as the spirit and soul of the poet joined together
with nature. According to volume 16th of The Writer magazine, Rewat
Panpipat states, "In the middle of the next year, we would see the paddy
field. We could prepare worship for the mother goddess of grain. We could
prepare all things, a speech for the grains, a courtyard speech, and a speech
for taking rice to the barn. | did it because | believe in this. | believe in soil,
water, wind, and fire. Somebody might say paying respect to the soil and
water is nonsense, but | really love to do that. People living in the jungle
might respect the water, river ghost, mountain ghost. | believe those people
have an elaborate mentality. On the other hand, people who call themselves

a civilized group, think they are the owner of nature (Piamsuwansiri, 2013).
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Rewat Panpipat was born on the 9" of November 1966 in Wang Luek,
Sam Chuk, Suphan Buri. He finished high school at Samchuk Ratana Pokaram
School. When he was young, his short story "Post officer who forgot his home
number" won the Chokarakad prize, editor at that time was Suchat
Sawatsri. In 1994, his short story "Story, river, and death" won the prize from
the language and book association of Thailand. In 2004, his collection of
poems "Mae Nam Ram Luek" won the S.E.A. Write. In the same year, the
collection of his short stories, "Chee Wit Sam Ma Ha An Dai" won the sev-
en-book award.

Rewat Panpipat always defines himself as "a man of feelings" who
enjoys seeing the world and traveling "inside" the world. His works have
common characteristics which reveal a strong relationship between his work
and his birthplace, as well as nostalgia (Sangkapanthanon, 2015). All of his
works use nature and the environment as the narrator throughout the story.
This point emphasizes his concept of the relationship between humans and
nature. In this study, the author aims to examine the concept of ecological
self in his works. Moreover, the author aims to examine how nature
influences Rewat’s poetry and how Rewat portrays the ecological self in his

works.

2. Ecological self in poetry

Nature and ecological poetry, which reflect the ecological self of
writers, are considered as "Nature Writing" or "Green Writing." This article
interests in Rewat Panpipat’s poetry, which uses nature and the environment
to portray his ecological self. The author uses the ecological self concept,
which believes all living things are born from nature, the same as the universe.

Another theory is the ecocriticism theory, which is the study of the relationship
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between humans and nature in poetry. All poems are criticized by the
environmentalism concept.

The ecological self concept is considered as one of ecology. From
the viewpoint of deep ecology, it can be considered that the ecological self
concept was established by Arne Naess, especially on the issue of "self",
"relationship”, "value", and "the purpose of life." Naess gave the concept "self
is united with everything", which later developed into the ecological self.
The concept is derived from the meaning of implicit identities, such as
cosmic self, atman, spiritual self, or the meaning of the self that embraces
all living beings. Naess focuses on the "internal relationship" by presenting
that all things have interaction with each other or "all is one". Furthermore,
the concept relates to "everything has its own value," so the purpose of life
is "to enlighten yourself." That is the ecological self in nature. Phuphakdee
(2004). The ecological self concepts arise from insight into the true self, which
is usually viewed through three stages. There are Ego, Social Self and
Metaphysical Self. Naess found that the initial concept lacks the relationship
between humans and nature, so he proposed an ecological self, which means
we are born from the womb of nature as well as all things in the universe.
The new concept has 3 levels, including 1) ego-realization which means the
level of self-awareness of one's ego. 2) self-realization means the level of
self-perception concerning others. 3) Self-realization means the level of true
self-awareness. The three levels are discussed in the next paragraph and

shown in Figure 1.
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Figure 1. Ecological self concept (Burinprakhon, 2016)

Intongpan (2010) mentions that the principle of self-realization
according to Arne Naess's view has three levels of development,
called Ecosophy. The principle of self-realization includes three levels.
1) Ego-realization is a state of general perception of human beings who think
that themselves exist separately from other things. This is often referred to
as the ego. 2) self-realization with a small "s" .This state is developed from
the concept of "putting yourself in someone else's shoes" or it is the view
that other things are the same as us. It is called identification. 3) Self-
realization with a capital "S" is to expand self-realization from the middle
level to the highest level. It is different from self or ego in the previous
levels. Manifestation of self in family, social, national, etc. is in the middle
level, but the highest levels include mankind, plants, the environment, the
whole world, and the universe. This manifestation is also known as the

"ecological self".
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In the past, people emphasized a human-centered idea called
"anthropocentric." After that, they accepted "ecocentric," which believes that
humans are not separated from nature. The ecocentric concept believes in
a strong relationship between humans and nature, which consists of respect,
submissiveness to nature, and ecological self in poetry. As we can see from
Sangkapanthanon (2015) article title "Sense of Place and Nostalgia of
Motherland in the Poetry of Rewat Panpipat." The article states that the
sense of birthplace and nostalgia were the specific methods for identifying
Rewat’s poetry. The ecological self defines nature as the mother of
everything. Nature gives birth and supports everything. Living a simple way
of life with nature and living in rural areas is elegant, peaceful, safe, and
sufficient. Rewat states that this concept is the way of nature and the
Thai way of life. This way would lead to the freedom of human life
(Sangkapanthanon, 2015)

As we can see from the prior section, Rewat Panpipat’s poetry is
self-expression. His works reflect his thoughts on both idealism and realism.
The article focuses on the combination of imagination and realism in his
poems. Self-realization is portrayed by using a modern paradigm about
humans’ attitudes towards the relationship between humans and nature.
This article interests two ways of criticism of ecological philosophy, including
anthropocentric and ecocentric in Rewat’s writing works.

From this conceptual framework, nature and ecological self in Rewat’s
poetry is a relationship between himself and nature. Nature and the
environment affect the poet’s composition process, and it also reflects the
poet's ecological self. The ecological self is portrayed in two ways, including
soil, water, and the wild. Another way is through seasons and places. Likewise,
the poetry portrays the poet’s concept of a strong relationship between

humans and nature.
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3. Findings

Rewat Panpipat’s poetry

Seven of Rewat Panpipat's poetry books are used in this study. All of
them are gathered poetry, including, Ban Mae Nam, Pleng Nam, Mae Nam
Ram Luek, Nok Cheewit, Maew Phu Mong Hen Kam Phaeng Pen Sa Pan "the
story of a cat seeing the wall as a bridge." Mae Nam Deaw Kan, and Mae Nam
Tee Sap Soon. The seven books portray the characteristics of giving value to
nature. The concept is that nature initiates an ecological self in the poet and
writing works. There is a relationship between self and appearance. An
analysis of seven of Rewat’s poems portrays his ecological self as follows.

The first book is Rewat Panpipat's Ban Mae Nam (1995). The content
is about Rewat’s autobiography, which readers can see from the preface of
the book. The preface of the book mentions that "Rewat Panpipat writes
both short stories and poems. At that time, he didn’t expect the greatness
of his work, he just wanted to tell his story to other people. However, he
expected that someone might have feelings and senses like him. " Ban Mae
Nam is his self-introduction through poems. The contents of the book are
divided into three parts, including identity, searching, and love. There are
ten poems in the first part describing his birthplace from the time when he
was young until he left home for another place. The second part includes
twenty-eight poems that describe a story about his traveling to the big city.
He portrays the curiosity about urban society and rural society. The disparity
in the big city is another point, as we can see from the "Wi Tee Peek" section.
He questions teens who are searching for abstract truths which readers can
see from the "Endless Conversation" part. The final part includes eight poems
about love. The story of this part portrays his love for his birthplace,
including love for nature, love for the environment, love for the season, and

love for the place in his old memories.
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Rewat Panpipat’s Phan Fon Pleng Nam (2001) is the second poetry
book. There are thirty-seven poems which are divided into seven parts,
including, 1) sweet memory, 2) back to your place of origins, 3 ) learning to
realize the ongoing and what is coming, 4) it is a lifestyle, isn’t it? , 5) I'm
here, this is my lifestyle, 6) extract from the stone heart — who is slow is
slow, 7) no one owns the golden sunlight, but sunlight is in everybody’s
heart. All of the contents in this book are about the relationship between
the writer and the rural areas in nostalgia. Furthermore, this work criticizes
rural society and urban society. "Pan Fon Pleng Nam" uses the timeframe
when the writer was a child.

Rewat Panpipat's Mae Nam Ram Luek (2003) is the third poetry book
that won the S.E.A Write in 2003. The forty-three poems in this book are
divided into two parts, including the introduction chapter: Going Back to
Childhood, and the final chapter: Going Back to Childhood. The content is
about the nostalgia of the place and the happiness of his childhood.
Sangkapanthanon (2015) thinks it is the most unity poetry because the poems
portray the relationship between place attachment and consciousness of
the motherland. All of the feelings are portrayed by using "nostalgia".

Rewat Panpipat's Nok Chee Wit (2007) is the fourth poetry book that
changes the writing style by removing prosody from the poetry. The
Duangjai publisher defines this book as a "winged essay." There are forty-five
poems about a fictional garden. The story is about a gardener who is
watching the environment around him, watching society, watching the change
of seasons. There is a philosophy in the poems supposing readers to know
about rural society, as we can see from the statement "You and | are
growing a plant to find the meaning of life." "Nok Chee Wit" is the first book
of Rewat’s poetry without prosody, but the content is the same as the prior

books.
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Rewat Panpipat's Maew Phu Mong Hen Kam Pang Pen Sa Pan, the
story of a cat seeing the wall as a bridge (2012), is the fifth poetry book. This
book uses short stories to tell the story to the readers as fiction. The
Duangjai publisher defines it as " a poem in prose." This book is divided into
forty-nine parts which narrate a traveling story of a brown male cat named
"Look Yang" who dreams of being a poet. " The cat had been fed by the
gardener, whom the cat memorizes and learns poems from. Then, the cat
traveled to fulfill his dream. During the journey, the cat encountered both
good and bad situations. Finally, Look Yang traveled back to his small cottage,
but he found nobody inside the beautiful cottage. The gardener who grew
him was not there. A cat seeing the wall as a bridge is considered Rewat’s
philosophical poem.

Rewat Panpipat's Mae Nam Deaw Kan (2012), the sixth poetry book,
includes eighty poems. The writer divides it into three parts, including the
first part: Another World, the second part: The Real Place, and the third part:
The Same River. Most of the content in this book is about nostalgia and the
relationship between him and place, seasons. Moreover, the content is about
criticism of urban society, the invasion of globalization, and talking about
three places in Southeast Asia. "Mae Nam Deaw Kan" illustrates that all three
places are united, so they are similar to the same river.

Rewat Panpipat's Mae Nam Tee Sap Soon (2016), is the seventh and
latest poetry book. This book includes sixty poems which are divided into
nine parts, including; 1) come from the soil, 2) life is created from poetry, 3)
living with soil, 4) in the fictional garden, 5) on the route, 6) the rhythm of
the river, 7) | write it because of wonder, 8) what do | write and what do |
think of, 9) come from the soil. Mae Nam Tee Sap Soon is a series of poems
that have very clear content. The stories tell readers about Rewat’s lifestyle,

love, beliefs, faith, religion, politics, the border, and changes in globalization.
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3.1 Nature and Ecological self

This study uses seven of Rewat’s books, including Ban Mae Nam

(1995), Pleng Nam(2001), Mae Nam Ram Luek(2003), Nok Chee wit (2007),
Maew Phu Mong Hen Kam Pang Pen Sa Pan (2012) the story of a cat seeing
the wall as a bridge. Mae Nam Deaw Kan, and Mae Nam Tee Sap Soon (2016).
The writer's ecological self is influenced by nature in several aspects,
including seasons, places, careers, soil, water, and wild, agricultural lifestyle.
From the shreds of evidence in those books, Rewat’s ecological self is based
on "ecology." This study aims to show that nature influences Rewat Panpipat’s
ecological self in two ways. There are 1) soil, water, wild 2) seasons, places.
The ecological self in Rewat's poetry reflects his young age.
Sangkapanthanon (2015) mentions that a relationship with a place usually
begins in childhood. This strong relationship begins when humans are young,
such as good feelings and impressions of the place in the past. Rewat’s
poems are presented in accordance with this concept. "River" is commonly
used as the main place. The river is surrounded by places and other hints
related to childhood experiences. In other poems, his memories can be
found with a hint of soil, water, wild places, and the environment. The
evidence of ecological identity-building experiences which can be found in

all seven poems may be basically classified as follows:

summer, rainy season, winter, morning, late, afternoon, dusk,

etc.

3.2 Soil, water, and wild

This study finds that nature, soil, water, and wild are factors in
Rewat’s ecological self. In all seven Rewat’s books, the writer frequently
writes about soil, water, and wild. The writer wants to tell something to
readers, but it is the identity of Rewat’s poem. Rewat always talks about the
relationship between humans and nature in his poems. Inploy (2008) states
about Rewat’s belief, "Rewat believes and has faith in the environment and
nature because he believes that humans know themselves from the
realization of nature first". The poem "Wi tee Thai" portrays Rewat’s

ecological self, which is influenced by the nature around him. ;
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“There is a Thai style for you to choose.

There is paddy for you to sow.

There is thatch in the courtyard.

There is vegetation for you to eat.

There is another life you have never chosen.
There is the lea. you always insult.

There is the soil. You always insult.

All your insults are strident hands and hard feet.”

(Panpipat, 2001 :27)

In the poem below, Rewat emphasizes "l wrote to the rhythm of the
river" to show the implication of the poem. The implication is the relationship
with the river. The river is like the mother. The river is nature, which is the
most beautiful thing in the world. The emphasis in this sentence portrays
Rewat’s ecological self, which implies that the "river" is "mother." From his
point of view, everything is partly related to each other. ;

“I wrote to the rhythm of the river.

Repeat it again and again.

Inside, the garden is weakened and wilt.

My tears drop on the flower.

| wrote to the rhythm of the river.

In the depths of my feelings

Like a calling sound in my mind

Contemplation is stretched like a sandy beach.”
(Panpipat, 2016: 89)
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The part "Uncle garden, untie field" is one of the poems where the
poet’s ideas about the relationship between soil, water, and wild are
presented. The writer's idea looks through nature and centralizes on nature.
According to the part, "auntie stays in the field, uncle loves the garden" is
the main point that portrays the relationship between rural style and rural
lifestyle. The writer thinks there is unity. Both uncle and aunt are farmers.
They have a strong relationship with the agricultural ways of living in that
area. It could be implied that their souls are living with nature. Kumar's (1997)
stated that this was "spirit ecology”, as we can see from "If you are tired, just
take a nap, if you are diminished, just fulfill it. We had to beg for mother,
mother of earth, water, wind, and fire." Using the concept of the spirit of
ecology to analyze it, we would find "Uncle garden, auntie field" explains
the relationship between humans, society, and nature. We would find the
words earth, social, and soul are united together. Moreover, this point relates
to the ecological self theory, which explains that everything in the universe
is unity. Humans could not live without nature, so humans should respect
nature by paying respect to nature and humans should love nature. (Jaifai,
2009). ;

“In the "Uncle Garden, Auntie Field"

Auntie stays in the field. Uncle loves the garden.
They live there because of love.

At any time both happy or sad,

they may fear karma, but it is normal.

If you are tired, just take a nap.

If you are diminished, just fulfill it.

We have to beg mother,

mother of earth, water, wind, and fire.
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Auntie stays with the field, Uncle loves the garden
.They get closer to the scent of the sea.

For much long time ago, when we were young
Those made me today.”

(Panpipat, 2012a :81-82)

Rewat Panpipats's ecological self is influenced by nature, including
soil, water, and wild. According to the concept of soil, water, and wild, we
can see the relationship between humans and nature. Rewat’s poems
portray humans life with nature, which is soil, water, and wild. His poems

tell us how to live with nature, so itis an interesting respect for nature.

3.3 Seasons and places

According to the poems, Rewat’s ecological self is also influenced
by season and place. An analysis of seven Rewat’s books finds that Rewat
uses storytelling techniques to portray his experiences which relate to season
and place. The place where he lived in the past is one of the unique
characteristics in Rewat’s poems. The relationship between humans and
nature is portrayed in this part. Inploy (2008) states that nostalgia in Rewat
Panpipat’s poem shows that the writer and the characters in the story
portray nostalgia. They think about geography and the rural lifestyle.
This point expresses his relationship with seasons and places. In "Nok Chee
Wit", the poet portrays the role of nature and how humans understand
nature. The poet used his everyday life to explain his thoughts. He persuades
the reader to imagine a picture of the environment around him. The poet
uses context, which relates to the seasons and places where he lives.
Then, he expresses it by using poetry. According to ecocriticism theory, the

characteristics of this poem are similar to post-renaissance works, which is
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the western style called "postural." The postural is a composition of
plentiful places, full of nature, countryside places that are completely
different from the big city (Sangkapanthanon, 2013).

Another poem that reflects the relationship of season and place is
"Lullaby — cottage - river." The writer expresses his experiences with seasons,
places, and the time when he was a kid in his poem. His cloudy memories
were legible in this poem. Besides, this poem is in the "self" part of "Ban Mae
Nam" which tells the story of the place and its gorgeous environment,
so "Lullaby - cottage - river" was the poem that shows Rewat Panpipat’s
poetry skills. ;

“Starting at the cottage near the thatch.
Sunny is lighting up the straw rack.
Mother’s hands are always soft and warm,
pouring streams into our life.
The bulrush hut hears the song from the wind.
The milk song intercepts my mind.
The river song is a pleasant song.
Every song is a unity with our life.”
(Panpipat, 1995 :10)

"Mae Nam Deaw Kan" confirms that Rewat Panpipat’s works are
influenced by nature because he is affiliated with the river and his birthplace.
The illustration of places is expressed by Rewat using his poem. He shows
that the diversity of race and religion is not the cause of conflict. The ethnic
diversity and religion could be united as water from several places gathered

in the river. ;
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“The old village - the elder river,

Recitation sounds are at the old temple.

We were given something inside us?

The unique of our ancestor of us?

Thai church is in the north, a mosque in the south,
Christ church near the road.

Kuan Im shrine was there

Brahma shrine was there

Rounded by the homegrown plantation
Plantation in the area are all eatable

Spread to the north and the south

Those plants were rooting, sprouting, and growing.”

(Panpipat, 2012a : 88)

Poems about working as a laborer in a big city, an industrial estate, or
in a factory are seen in several poems in this article. People who live in the
big cities have to do those jobs for survival. "Factory" or "Rong Ngan" is a
poem that reflects the laborers in a big city, especially daily employees,
security guards, and workers. The cat "Look Yang" is used as a symbol to tell
those stories. The poem illustrates the imagination of places in a big city,
industrial estates, and the workers from different places who come to work
in the city. "Faraway from their birthplace and rice fields" ;

“Lots of merchandise is on the footpath.

Lots of diversity on the footpath.

Lots of people from every direction,

in the dreamed industrial world.

Look Yang is hiding beside the path.

Then he’s looking at them and walking along the path.
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His mind is sad at this difficult time.

His mind is thinking of utterances.

Hundreds of words could explain his feelings.
At that time, his mind realized something.

Like a star is shining in his mind,

amidst the hustle and bustle of the universe.”

Analysis of Rewat Panpipat’s work using seasons and places concept
found that Rewat’s poems show characteristics of childhood time. He uses
seasons and places as a time machine to go back to his childhood, then
writes about his experiences. Therefore, this poem shows his ecological self
and shows his respect for nature. Rewat Panpipat becomes a poet due to

the influence of those things.

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4. Conclusion

From the study of nature and ecological self in seven of Rewat
Panpipat’s poems on the issue of ecological representation through the text,
which is called nature writing or green poems, it can be found that his poems
are used as representations of ecological self. The ecological self is portrayed
by soil, water, wild, time, season, and place. It can be concluded that nature
and the environment affect the creation of poetry. It is considered as a
showcase for Rewat's to present his story through his experiences, way of
life, well-being, and relationship with nature and the environment from
childhood to the present. Soil, water, and wild are an important part of
Rewat' ecological self presentation because soil, water, and wild are seen
as one thing in his poems. Therefore, it is a review process of coexistence
between humans and nature in a sense of interdependence.

Seasons and places in Rewat’s poetry are considered as symbols of
nostalgia or revisiting childhood times. Seasons and places are used as a
vehicle to the past, while his experiences are used as the narrator of the
story. Therefore, Rewat's poetry demonstrates the "unseparated himself from
all living things", which is an ecological consciousness towards nature. Nature
is considered as a place where the ecological self has been developed. It is
also important that the poet see nature as a life-forming area, which is
consistent with Arne Naess’s idea, especially on the issue of 'ldentity’,
'Relationships', 'Values', and the 'Purpose of Life'. Naess focuses on "internal
relations" which means the interaction of all things or "all is one". The purpose
of life is "the manifestation of the true self", which can be traced back to the
Self-realization (Phuphakdee, 2004).
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In conclusion, Rewat’s poetry has passed all three levels of ecological
self concept, including, ego realization, self realization, and Self-realization.
Presentation of the Ecological Self in Rewat's Poetry is under the concept
of "Man and nature are similar to each other". Therefore, the purpose of

human life is to manifest the true self (Self-Realization).
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Abstract

The purpose of this paper is to study how online reputation and
attention from other consumers affect reviewers’ contributions to online
review systems in China. A quantitative empirical study was used to examine
book reviews on Tmall and JD, the two large online retailers in China to
study reviews’ behaviors of local online users basically Chinese people. The
study accomplished 36 books for a month from two sites which were Tmall
and JD using ranking system and also performed the multiple regression
model to validate the analysis. This study found that the crowdedness of
reviews, the newness of the books, the potential reviewers, and the retailing
platforms are the main concern to attract potential reviewers’ attention. The
reviewers normally follow the crowd and usually more concentrated on new
products than the old one to be able to compete for attention. Reviewers’

attentiveness to review is not associated with sales performance if there is
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no rating system on online retailing. The higher the rating of reviewer is, the
more likely for them to achieve compensation. This is the incentive for
reviewers to engage more. Surprisingly, the popularity of the books was not
found affecting the reviewers’ attention in this study. The paper offers
potential guidance and assistance for online retailers and online reviewers
to be able to attract reviewer’s attention and communicate with them more
effectively. This study yields important managerial implications for
organizations to improve their scheme of online review systems and improve
their understanding of reviewers’ strategic behaviors. Findings of the study

validate strategic thinking for online retailers and reviewers in China.

1. Introduction

China is the leading social media market in the world which close to
350 million active social media users in the present day (Clement, 2020).
According to the current projections, number of social network users in
China will continue to increase from 926.8 million social network users in
2020 to over 1.1 billion in 2025. Although there is government’s internet
censorship, there are many famous local social media and online marketing
platforms across the country. Online shopping opportunities in China
enormously grow in recent years. It has been the world second-largest
market after the U.S. in terms of e-tailing in recent years but China’s
e-commerce sector is now more than three times bigger the size of the U.S.
(China Ecommerce, 2020) and e-commerce revenue is projected to reach
nearly 1,468.5 billion USD by 2024 (Statista Research Department, 2020).
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Current information highlights the understanding about China’s
e-commerce market and online landscape to know key players in the sector.
Tmall China by Alibaba Group is the top Chinese e-commerce market and
world’s third most visited B2C marketplace with a market share of 50%-60%
(Curran, 2018). Jingdong (UD) is the second largest B2C marketplace with
in-house delivery and logistics with 15%-20% market share (eMarketer Editors,
2019). Kaola and RED and others like WeChat (with their own WeChat store)
divide the rest between them (China Ecommerce, 2020).

Social media has been contained in many extensive research which
mainly focused on electronic word of mouth (eWOM) and social media
marketing (Appel, Grewal, Hadi, & Stephen, 2020). Notwithstanding what
academics and practitioners have deliberated and studied over the past
decades on that topic, how consumers use it and evaluate it in e-commerce
platform needs more updates especially for fast growing Chinese
e-commerce’s consumer behavior due to the fast-paced and ever-changing
nature of digital platforms.

Tsao and Hsieh (2015) also confirmed that electronic word-of-mouth
(eWOM) has an influential effect on consumers’ buying decisions although
it might vary with the source of eWOM and product type. Their findings also
proved that the type of eWOM platform management mechanism
encouraging more on the organization’s eWOM management. Consumers
normally find quality information when purchasing new products and online
consumers reviews have become fundamental source for almost every
customer since e-commerce is growing.

According to Bright Local Research, 82% of consumers read online
reviews and 52% of readers (between the age of 18-54) answered that they
‘always’ read reviews before making the decisions (Murphy, 2019). The

research also stated that the typical consumer reads ten reviews to
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understand the business climate and 97% of them read businesses’ replies
to those criticisms. For that particular reason, 67% of consumers have now
been asked to leave a review for a local business with 24% of these being
offered a discount, gift or cash in return. Hence, consumers are expected to
find more relevant and accurate online reviews on the internet or digital
e-commerce platforms when they are looking for particular products or
services (Deloitte, 2007; Murphy, 2019).

There are many literatures on online reviews, but most of them paid
less attention on how online reviewers got incentives to write online reviews.
For instance, the present literatures were focused more on the impact of
reviews on consumers’ purchases, the evolution of review ratings, and
behaviors of online reviewers. The literature appears to think that online
reviewers may have self-motivation to contribute their own opinions and
fewer notice has been made to the fact that reviewers can receive benefits
such as online reputation and attention from other consumers. This study
aims to have better understanding on how online reputation and attention
from other consumers affect reviewers’ contributions to online review

systems in China.

2. Literature Review

Researchers confirmed that online users contributed their feedbacks
voluntarily because they have three motivating mechanisms: reciprocity,
peer recognition, and self-image (Chen, Wei, & Zhu, 2019). Previous research
of Lerner and Tirole (2002) also found that when direct financial incentives
are not available, enticements such as peer recognition and online reputation
are important drivers for online users to contribute freely. Online opinion

expression by analyzing the time-based progression of user views from online
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reviews, the observations revealed that people tend to follow a different
pattern from others when opinion expression is costly or disagreeing with
previous ones which has practical values to the online reviewers and
therefore it could be concluded as online reviews need attention and
recognition by others (Wu & Huberman, 2008).

Positive reputation and online viewers peer-to-peer recognition can
be encouraged online contributors to remain sharing their views and
experiences willingly (Pavlou & Gefen, 2004). Peer-to-peer sharing online
networks have seen massive growth mostly voluntary despite the massive
free-riding by others; their study found that the more benefit users “get
from” the network, in the form of downloads, browses, and searches, the
more likely they are to continue sharing. Moreover, the more value users
“give to” the network, in the form of downloads by other users and
recognition by the network, the more likely they are to continue sharing. In
this way, different research findings suggested that, overall, “getting from”
is a stronger force for the continued-sharing decision than “giving to” (Xia,
Huang, Duan, & Whinston, 2012).

Bilal et al. (2020) suggested that the online review behaviors can be
based on two main concepts, which are social conformity and attention
grabbing. The social conformity suggests that the previous review can
influence the reviewers’” behaviors. New reviewers observe the current review
result as the social norm and will do the new review to confirm with such
norm (Sridhar & Srinivasan, 2012). The attention grabbing suggests that the
reviewers may intentionally review differently from the current review to
grab attention of other users. There was evidence showing that reviewers
with low ranking were more likely to do reviews deviating from the current

in terms of using more negative words (Shen, Hu, & Ulmer, 2015)
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Dixit, Badgaiyan, and Khare (2019) proposed the integrated model to
predict the intention to write online review. In their model, those factors
include attitude, subjective norms, perceived behavioral control, ego
involvement, taking vengeance, and helping the business. As there is no
tangible benefit from providing online reviews, people may have intrinsic
motivation to review and this can be considered as ego involvement (Park,
Jung, & Lee, 2011; Park, Oh, & Kung, 2015). However, Shen, Hu, and Ulmer
(2015) proposed that online reviewers could try to gain attention and
reputation from their reviews, which can be their benefits in providing reviews.
Therefore, the factors that influence reviewers’ behaviors can be related to
gaining reputation and attention.

Goldhaber (1997) proposed the attention economy theory, expressing
that getting attention is not temporary; receiving attention is acquiring as a
form of wealth that puts in a desired position to get the economy benefits.
The theory also stated that attention itself is property in the new economy;
it is situated in the minds of those who paid attention in the past whether
years ago or seconds ago and money flows along with attention. The
theory explained that how good the advertising geniuses they hire, the
advertisers have to be good at attracting attention on their own. Bill Gates
is one of the good examples of how financial affluences of his extent is
getting larger because of his fame. If Gates were to decide to buy control of
Corp A instead of staying at the Microsoft, his Microsoft stock would fall
abruptly and Corp A’s stock would rise. His own net worth would fall, at
least momentarily, but Gates' former monetary wealth might excitingly
reappear. Despite the fact that the arena in which he made his mark happens
to be business, it is already true that Gates' actual wealth, and that of many

like him, is less in money or shares of stock than in attention.
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Therefore, acquiring online reputation and attention from other
consumers are important motivation for online contributors to the review
systems. For instance, Xia et al. (2012) studied using a large-scale data set
activity in a peer-to-peer music sharing network, they seek to understand
that the users continued-sharing behavior as a private contribution to a
public goods when other users used it and recognized by the network.
Leading online reviewers who are dependable gain consumers’ attention to
make extensive monetary gains from reputation they have earned. Coster
(2006) also contributed that a top Amazon reviewer have become not only
minor celebrities among book buyers and writers; but also getting financial
gains around thousands of dollars, frequently receiving free dinner offers,
free travel offers, free books, and communicating regularly with authors and

fans.

3. Methodology
3.1 Sample and Data Collection

We collect book reviews on JD and Tmall, two largest online
retailers in China to study reviews’ behaviors of local online users, basically
Chinese people. They have two different review environments. JD offers a
reviewer ranking system that reviewers can get the title of top reviewer based
on their review amount and quality. The reviewer ranking system allow
reviewers to build up online reputation. However, Tmall does not offer such
a reviewer ranking system.

The data set of online reviews of books are electronically
collected on a daily basis from 17" August to 18" September 2020, which
lets this study to replicate the environment of reviews and how online

reviewers made the review decision. The study accomplished 36 books
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released in July and August for a month from two sites, 15 books on JD and
21 books on Tmall. At the end of the data collection period, there are 15
books on JD and 9 books on Tmall having more than 2 reviews, resulting in
a total of 619 reviews in the data set.

The data in our sample includes daily information on books,
reviews, and reviewers. For books, we collect the book’s release date and
its daily sales rank. For reviews, we collect the date when the review was
posted and the reviewer’s username. Moreover, all the review information
started from the release date of each book.

3.2 Model

Concluding the above-mentioned theories on online reputation
and consumer attention, this research extends the literature on online
product reviews by empirically replicating Shen, Hu, and Ulmer (2015) to
research how incentives affect online reviewers’ behaviors in terms of
finding reputation and attention. The popularity and crowdedness affected
reviewers’ decisions on choosing a product to review in two different review
systems, which could be measured by SO(QSRCIﬂkI_t_I and RevieWNumberl_t_l.

In addition, the number of potential reviewers was positively related
with consumers who had already purchased the product that could lead to
additional future daily reviews. In that case, potential reviewers could also
affect reviewers’ product choice and we constructed PotentialReviewers
to measure it. Moreover, reviewers’ enthusiasm for writing reviews might
decay over time, which could affect the number of daily reviews at different
time periods, and we constructed DaysElapsed, to measure this effect.
Lastly, at the reviews level, we also included the platform as dummy variable
to measure the effect of review behaviors, which equals to 1 for JD and zero

otherwise.
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Therefore, we construct 50(@5Rank{t_1, Rev/eWNumber,_t_], PotentialRe-
viewers, , DaysElapsed, and marketplace platform (UD/Tmall) as independent
variables, and DailyReviewNumber as Dependent variable in this research.
Figure 1 summarizes the key variables in our model.

Addition to this, different online reviewing and ranking systems
allow us to compare reviewers’ intentions more in details. As mentioned
above, Tmall does not offer review rating system or ranking system which
ranks reviewers’ popularity based on their performance. On the other hand,
JD has ranking system which could be quantifiable attention for reviewers.
The ranking system allows top reviewers to create their online review
reputation and gain future attention from potential customers as well as
product or service providers. For that reason, JD seems to have more

crowdedness of reviews.

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3.3 Statistical Analysis
In this research we use multiple regression model to analyze the
data (Cohen, Cohen, West, & Aiken, 2003). The regression model can be

illustrated as follows.

From the above equation, Da/lyﬁ’evievaumberir is the number of
reviews for book i at day t; SOlesRGﬂk/_t_l is the natural logarithm of the sales
rank of book i at day t-1; Rew’evaumberl_r_l is the natural logarithm of the
cumulative number of reviews of book i from its release date to day t-1,
PotentialRevievvers/_r_l is the sum of the inverse of SalesRank from book i’s
release date to day t-1; DaysElapsedl_t is the number of days from book i’s
release date to day t; JD s the dummy variable equals to one if the book i

is from JD and zero if the book i is from Tmall.

4. Data Analysis and Results

Table 1 shows the data estimation results using multiple regression
model. The first column is the multiple regression result for the whole
sample as specified in the equation 1. The second column represents the
multiple regression result for JD sub-sample whereas the third column is the

multiple regression result for Tmall sub-sample.

For the whole sample in the first column, the coefficient of sales ranks
is not statistically significant, indicating that the popularity is not the case
that effect potential customer’s awareness. As discussed before, review
number reflects the crowdedness of reviews. The coefficient of review
number is positive and significant. This means that the crowdedness of
reviews can affect the daily review number of each book. It also indicates
that reviewers just follow others to write reviews and they are more likely
to compete for attention by providing reviews to the book with higher

number of reviews.

The coefficient of potential reviewers is positive and significant. That
is, under the ranking system, the accumulated sales volume affects the
daily review number. High cumulative sales volume indicates more potential
reviewers and lead to additional future daily reviews. Days elapsed is to see
whether the days passed will influence on people’s behavior on writing
reviews. The results show the coefficient of days elapsed is negative and
significant. This means that the newness of the books can affect their daily
review number. Reviewers lose interest in writing reviews for products that
have been released for some time regardless of the retailing platform. Their
enthusiasm for writing reviews decay over time.

The coefficient of dummy variable is positive and significant, which
indicates that reviewers are likely to write reviews on JD (dummy=1) rather
than Trall (dummy=0). This means that the platform can affect the daily
review number. This is because JD offer review ranking for reviewers.
The higher the ranking of the reviewer is, the more likely for them to achieve
reputation. This is the incentive for reviewers to write more and more.

For the sub-sample in the second column and the third column of
Table 1, the result for JD sub-sample shows the significance of all coefficients
similar to the whole sample. The result of Tmall sub-sample is also similar
to the whole sample, except the coefficient of potential reviewers is not
significant. This indicates reviews are not related with previous sales
performance because there is no ranking system for Tmall.

These results can show how the online reputation and attention affect
reviewers’ contributions to online review systems. The products with higher
number of reviewer and newly issued can bring more attention of users and
this help motivate the reviewers to contribute more. The number of
potential reviewers could also lead to more reviews because it can bring the

reputation to the reviewers for the platform with the review ranking feature.
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5. Conclusion and Discussion

Our research analyses on how online reviewers in China purposely
select the right product and the right rating to post so that they can gain
attention and improve reputation. The finding of this study focused on
product level and review level. At the product level, the research investigates
how popularity and newness of the products affect the final decision of
reviewers to write a review. At the review level, the research examines how
potential reviewer, crowdedness of the reviews, and retailing platforms affect
the final decision of reviewers to write a review.

Our finding shows popularity of the book is not fully influenced on
potential customer’s attention. However, the crowdedness of reviews in all
platforms mainly influenced the reviewer’s attention because reviewers are
not willing to avoid competing for attention with other reviewers. This
finding supports Chen et al. (2019)’s reviewers motivating mechanisms to
review which are reciprocity, peer recognition and self-image. Reviewers
intentionally posted more on new books, and they managed to select
strategically if there is ranking system or rating system available for online
reviews to gain attention. It seems that reviewers would like to differentiate
with others and wanted to become first movers to receive attention and
reputation. This online reviewers’ characteristics also support the important
aspect of online reviewers’ psychology proposed by Zhang, Zheng, and Wang
(2020). Only when online marketers fully observe the features of online
consumers and reviewers’ psychology, online firms can determine their
business direction and business objectives for future growth (Zhang, Zheng,
& Wang, 2020).

Our study confirms that ranking system is important factor for potential
reviewers because it is incentive for them to contribute their opinions.

The study supports Chen and Huang (2013)’s investigation on how the
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characteristics of reviews and the reviewers shape consumer review incidence
and continuity. Our research completes Chen and Huang (2013)’s study by
showing that review ratings, comments on a review, and helpful votes have
a positive relationship with review frequency and continuousness because
the reputation normally getting higher under the systematic review ranking
system. Agreeing to Shen, Hu, and Ulmer (2015), our research also suggests
that the number of potential reviewers is positively related with consumers
who had already purchased. Under the ranking system, there are potential
reviewers who could contribute additional future daily reviews. Our results
signify that reviewers’ review decisions are motivated by the presence of a
reputation system which could be enlarged the effect of their personal
reputation and reviewer attention. When the day passed, reviewers lose
interest to write reviews in both platforms.

Our findings also make theoretical contribution to the attention
economy theory (Goldhaber, 1997), which mentioned that the global
economy is changing from a material-based economy to an attention-based
economy by highlighting to online reviews offered by reviewers. Since
people are involved more in service-economy with a lot of information,
we could say that information is not scarce, but the attention is.

One of the interesting managerial implications would be building
online review systems in their online market because reviewers are more
attractive and motivate to write a review in such system. If the companies
can collaborate with incentives mechanism in their design will create win-win
situation for both companies and online reviewers. Another benefit to feature
their websites could be online reviewers’ product selection to review which
is newest books to distance from the crowd and wanted to become the first
mover. This finding will technically benefit for the companies. Companies

may send e-mails or contact the reviewers before launching product or
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services with some small incentives. All in all, companies may develop
interesting marketing tools and tactics depending on their specific goals.
Since online reviews are considerably helpful for potential customers,
studying online reviewers’ behaviors will be beneficial for their decision

making.
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Abstract

The objective of this research was to investigate the relationship of
the economic factors on quality of life in households of the rubber farmers.
A sample of 325 cases were drawn from the rubber farmers households in
Non-Sawang sub-district, using multistage sampling method. The data was
analyzed using frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, and
Chi-Square test.

The results of this research indicated that the economic factors of
rubber farmers’ households were bowl-shaped rubbers selling, the number
of rubber tapping workers was one or two persons per day which was the
members in their households, taking time for 4-6 hours a day, earning per
month from the selling around 5,001-10,000 baht for each household,
however they had an expense of 3,000-6,000 baht per month, a period of
their working time as the rubber farmers mostly was 5-6 years and the last

factor was that they had savings. On the quality of life’s degree, the social
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quality of life was highest (X= 3.78; SD. = 0.84), the physical quality of life
(X= 3.23; SD. = 0.83), the mental quality of life (X= 3.13; SD. = 0.99), and
economic quality of life (X= 2.82; SD. = 0.92) respectively. The key
economic factors related to the quality of life of the rubber farmers’
households were households’ savings factor, the number of working hours
per day, their income per month, a period of time working as a rubber
farmer, and the number of workers on each day. Thus, to upgrade their
quality of life, the department of social development and human security
should encourage the warmth, support group, and saving for the rubber
farmers’ households. The department of medical and public health should

closely have cautiousness on the disease that occurred from their occupation.

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Abstract

Truth as “subjectivity” is an important theme in Soren Kierkegaard’s
philosophy. Subjectivity rejects the absolute spirit, or the eternal truth of
Hegel, and of idealism. Subjectivity is a paradigm shift from the traditional
conception of truth to the individualistic perception of reality. Although,
Kierkegaard did not deny the existence of the absolute truth but affirmed
that absolutism is not certainty. The implication of objective truth is the
negation of concrete individual. Objectivity is an abstract entity, which remains
outside the realm of sensory perception. Using the method of philosophical
analysis, the paper contends that Kierkegaard rejection of objectivism went
too far in the opposite direction because, ‘Subjectivity as truth’ could end
up in a form of epistemological relativism. Conclusively, the paper maintain
that subjectivism is not sufficient to apprehend the truth; rather, a
philosophical synthesis of objectivity and subjective; Su-objective philosophy
will be required. A philosophical synthesis is the integration of two or more
pre-existing elements of realities for the creation of truth that would be

epistemological infallible
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1. Introduction

Philosophers of different schools of thought have given different
definitions of truth. Truth is an entity existing outside the mind it is an
entity in the intelligible world (Omorogbe, 1999: p.39). Truth is one eternal
and unchanging. It is a ‘clear and distinct perception of the innate ideas.
Truth is an indubitable knowledge, which comes within and not outside the
individual. Truth is the perception of everything, and everything is a
modification of God (Omorogbe, 199:p.40).

Truth as the character of a thing, which agrees with its notions or
essence (Nath, 2014:p.2). Nath (2014) Truth is a correspondence between
belief and facts. There are two types of truth, the a priori and the posteriori
(Akanmidu, 2006). The posteriori truth is the knowledge derived from
contingent upon meeting the subject and object of experience. Experience
refers to the original encounter of subject and object. While a priori truth is
an innate knowledge derived from an abstract source.

According to Soren Kierkegaard, ‘Objective truth entails dispassionate,
theoretical and abstract knowledge or realities. The traditional notion of God
is an objective truth (Omorogbe contem.199:p.46). Some may argue that
objectivity is ‘myth, because it isolates individual experience. Objectivity is
an abstract truth that negates the crux of human existence.

Objective truth is a denial of human freedom, choice, and
responsibility (Daniel, 2003:p.3). Objectivity is a doctrine, which composes of
rigid moral code or guidelines for human conduct. Individual who
bypasses these moral codes is an actor and not a ghost of existence (Nath,
2014: p.1). The Objective truth is living inauthentic life that negates concrete
existence. It is an attempt to run away from responsibilities. This is ‘bad faith

(Omorogbe contem.1999:p.47).
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2. Objectives and Method of the study

The philosophical subjectivism is good, but it is unethical response
to the act of knowing the truth due epistemological individualism.
The question is, how can we know the truth? There are many methods of
knowing the truth, which include empiricism, rationalism, objection and many
others. This study suggests the application Su-Objective philosophy in the
act of knowing. Su-Objective philosophy would be a philosophical synthesis
of objective and subjective truth. It involves a philosophical combination of
parts, or elements of objectivism and subjectivism, in order to form a more
complete view or system of truth.

This study adopts the technique of philosophical analysis.
Philosophical analysis is a technique mostly used by researchers in the
analytic tradition to "break down" and analyze philosophical issues.
Philosophical analysis is a method of addressing problems through analysis
of terms or concepts used. The rationale for analysis is to give insights into
conceptual contents as expressed in necessary ‘conceptual truths’
(Omoregbe, 1999;45). “Philosophical analysis consists of the breaking down
of concepts into their constituent parts in order to gain an in-depth
understanding about things” (Monday, 2021;3). However, philosophical may
not give final answer to the problems of truth. Nonetheless, It is a tool that
allow researchers to perform wider and more in-depth studies to problems

confronting humanity and proffering solution to them (Monday, 2021;3).

3. The Philosophical Foundations of Subjective truth

Philosophical anthropocentrism, popularly known as subjective
philosophy could be traced to the works of Johann Gottlieb Fichte a German
idealist, who invented subjective Idealism (Edward, 1912). His philosophy is
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an antithesis of the Kantian philosophy of Noumenon (Archibald, 1922: p.1).
Fichte's practical philosophy is a deconstruction of the Kantian notion of
Noumenon.

‘Thing-in-itself' cannot be known or explain because it is a mere
representation of realities. The Nuomenon are realities unknown because
they are transcendental things and non-empirical objects. This form of
knowledge is with contradictions because it represents objects that are
external to man, which poses difficulties for human apprehension
(Omorogbe, 1999: p.125). A phenomenon represents object of sense
experience or things as they appear or things that exist in relation to human
sense perceptions

Akamidu (2006; p.30) cites Chipman that “the objects of experience
exist only in spatiotemporal appearance, (b) In so far as we judge that there
are appearance, we must be prepared to judge that there are things in
appearance (c) To speak of a thing appearing is, by implication, to make use
of the concept of a thing-other-than-as-it- appears,(d) Objective experience
requires us to postulate thing-other- than-as-they appear or things in
themselves”.

Things-in-themselves are imperfect idea because it isolates the ego
and denies the existence of the non-ego, or multiplicity of experience.
Self-consciousness implies consciousness of something else than self, and
could not exist without it.

Given a brief philosophical survey of Kant's notion of the phenomenon
and Noumenon, one could argue that things as they appear are abstract
notions, which may not give accurate judgment about objects absolutely.
For example, when we see a snake as it appears to us, this appearance does

not re-presents its true nature, as it really is. Nevertheless, we rely on our
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cognitive understanding to interpret these objects of perception in order to
make a subjective judgment.

Furthermore, the idea of ‘self-consciousness' is a shift of paradigms
from the idealistic approach to a practical method of inquiry (Archibald,
1922:p-4). Archibald (1922) quotes Fichte “All that is the ego, all that we
know belongs to and takes place within our consciousness where reality is
experienced and it is nothing more. Existence is only the thinking being, and
their significance and interpretation of the thinking subject are the business
of philosophy”

For Fichte, self-consciousness is a social phenomenon. It is a clear
step taken in this direction of modern philosophy. Self-consciousness is a
necessary condition for self-realization, freedom and the foundation of
everything that we know (Omorogbe, 199:p125), (Edward, 1912). Self-
consciousness is an immediate self-identity, which recognizes its own being.
It is not an abstract or transcendental entity but a free agent without
limitations (Omorogbe, 1999:p.125).

Liu (n-d) argues that Hegel did not hesitate to announce the end of
unity in transcendental philosophy but criticized Fichte thus; ‘Fichte's
practical philosophical system fails the fundamental principle of Hegel's
system because Hegel identifies with ‘intellectual intuition', ‘pure thinking
of its own self, ‘pure self-consciousness (or I = 1) or ‘I am. Liu (n-d).

The distortion of the transcendental viewpoint is an incomplete
synthesis of nature and freedom is an error. In particular, it is a synthesis of
nature under freedom, establishing an asymmetrical relation with self -
consciousness and negating natural drive. In fact, this is not objective
thinking. Here, one could argue that Kierkegaard reactions to Fichte's
practical philosophy, and his criticisms of Hegel's idealistic philosophy, formed

the kernels of his anthropocentric or Subjective philosophy.
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4. Soren Kierkegaard Subjectivity

Sgren Kierkegaard was born May 5, 1813, Copenhagen, Den. —died
Nov. 11, 1855, Copenhagen). He was a Danish philosopher, theologian, and
cultural critic. Kierkegaard was a major influence on existentialist/
anthropocentric philosophy, and a Protestant theologies in the 20th
century (Merold, n-d).

Anthropocentrism is a subjective philosophy. It places moral value,
judgments, feelings, and emotions in terms of individual perceptions and
experiences (Jonathan, 2015). Anthropocentrism refers to human being the
primary holders of moral standard (Monday® 2020). The concrete man is the
object of focus in the exploration of the reaiities (Omorogbe (2005:p.1).

Kierkegaard maintain that the traditional conception of ‘truth' is
supposedly based on objectivity, instead of subjective truth. Molina (1962)
argues that ‘truth is the existing individual in accordance with the notion of
subjectivity'. Kierkegaard differs from Hegel's on the notion of ‘I." For Hegel,
‘I mean himself, and at the same time deterministic and universal.
‘I' for Kierkegaard is individualistic and not deterministic but personal
experience. Subjectivism denies objective knowledge or truth. It is a relative
truth (Omorogbe, 2005:p.159). This implies that ‘moral judgment of an action
is an expression of personal deposition, attitudes, feelings, or emotions'
(Omorogbe, 2005:p.159).

Subjective knowledge is paradoxical in nature. It is identical with faith.
No rational knowledge but faith is paradoxical with possibilities of inducement.
In our view, the paradox of faith is nonsensical because nothing intellectual
in faith. It is fully emotional attributes to realities (Nath, 2014:p.2), (Daniel, J.
(2003).
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Subjectivity means human beings at the helm of affairs, directing one's
own destiny; freedom, personal choice, personal commitment and
responsibility. ‘To exist is to be free, and to be free, is to be a Christian.
Christianity is a leap into the dark. It is a leap into the dark because it lacks
rationality and it destroyed absolutism (Omorogbe, 2005) (Blackham, 1953).
Existence is the knowledge, which has relationships with the knower.
Essentially, the existence of the individual should correspond with the
realities or the concrete existing facts or state of affairs (Daniel, 2003: p.3).

Existence means freedom, choice, and responsibility. Omorogbe
(contemn, 1999) that Man is a free agent, whose existence precedes essence.
Unlike Hegel, freedom is something that man acquires in the course of his
life. For the existentialist, man does not acquire freedom; it is identical with
existence. Existence is neither accidental knowledge nor objective. It is a
relationship between knowledge and the knower. It reflects the subjective
thinking of the known objects. Subjectivity as truth’ could end up in a form
of epistemological relativism.

Kierkegaard's sees Christian truth as subjective. Christianity in its
practical sense is uncertainty. It is an individualistic nexus or better still a
personal choice. Nothing can relieve Christians of choice and responsibility.
Here, it becomes impossible to accept the finite idea without contradiction
rather accepts the infinite with passionate inwardness; this is the truth
within a contradiction.

The traditional Christianity centers on historical claims, which are
dogmatic and dispassionate. Objectivity abandoned for Christians to embrace
passionate inwardness. This implies that Kierkegaardian Subjectivity is
normative than a cognitive subject; it is more a conscious agent than an
objective outlook (Datta 1970: p. 516). ‘The truth for me is that I am prepared
to live and die' (Omorogbe, 2005: p.15-155).
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5. Evaluation of philosophical subjectivity

On the positive side, Kierkegaard's philosophy is applause for the
affirmation of liberalism, freedom, choice, and responsibility. Kierkegaard's
philosophy down-to-earth pragmatically suggested.

The notion of truth as subjectivity received different interpretations,
and has generated many controversies in philosophy Omorogbe (2005) cites
G.E Moore who criticized subjectivism from the moral point of view.
‘Morality is not just personal like or dislike. If when one man says, ‘this action
is right' and other answers, ‘No, it is not right' each of them is always
merely making an assertion about his own feelings, it plainly follows that
there is never really difference contradicting what the other is asserting. They
are no more contradicting one another than if one had said; ‘I like sugar' the
other had answered, ‘I don't like sugar." This involves, therefore, the very
curious consequence that no two men can ever differ in opinion as to
whether an action is right or wrong. Surely, the fact that it involves this
consequence is sufficient to condemn it'.

‘Emotivism' is subjective, and therefore does not pass the test of
authentic moral judgment. Otherwise, there wouldn't be so much debate
or controversies about moral matters or moral judgments. Making assertions
about the realities (rather than express personal feelings) generates dispute
among people.

Kierkegaard up-holds subjectivity negates rationalism but the adoption
of philosophical anthropocentrism, leads to epistemological relativism.
Subjectivism as Kierkegaard uses this term is personal, derived from a form
of experience lacks the concrete epistemic foundation of knowing the truth.
In our view, Kierkegaard’s subjectivism is not sufficient; rather, a philosophical

synthesis will be required, a synthesis of Subjective and Objective ideas,
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which might be called ‘Su-Objective', is needed. Omorogbe (Contemn, 1999)
cited Unamuno: ‘The existentialist irrationalism draws our attention, in a
dramatic way, to the fact that man is not a completely rational being, for
he is a man of flesh and bone. As a finite being, man has the limited
cognitive power of his reason. This means that there are certain things in
reality which are beyond his cognitive power'.

In summary, ‘Su-Objective' philosophy, Kierkegaard would say that
man is infinite being and that there are facts about reality that no man can
completely apprehend through the subjective mind, emotions, feeling or
passion alone. Through mutual adoption and a synthesis of rationalism with
subjectivism, the Kierkegaardian philosopher would apprehend more about
the world.

Furthermore, there is a very serious problem with Kierkegaard's notion
of "Subjectivity" (a largely emotional state) as truth.

If subjectivity is the truth, then what if my subjective state tells me
that | should engage in Jihad against all who believe differently than | do?
Does the fact that | hold this view subjectively, along with strong emotions,
make it true?

What if | ‘subjectively know' that God has ordered me to fly jet aero
plane into skyscrapers, resulting in the deaths of thousands of people? Do
my subjective feelings or emotions make this belief true? | think not.

The problem here is that Kierkegaard must be placed in historical
context. Kierkegaard lived in the 19th Century before the slaughter of
World-war |, before the holocaust of World -War I, and before the advent
of nuclear weapons. Conflict on this scale was unimaginable in Kierkegaard's
time; moreover, Kierkegaard lived at the close of that period in Western
history which is known as ‘the Enlishtenment'. It was during this period that

Westerners learned (among other things) that, unless we live in peace with
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those who believe differently than we do, there will never be peace. Hence,
for Kierkegaard, the idea of religious conflict in his day-and-age was
unthinkable. Religious wars were relics of the unenlightened past. The very
idea of something like "religious terrorism" would have seemed absurd to
Kierkegaard. But times have changed.

Sadly, the Enlightenment was a phenomenon restricted to Europe
and nations with a strong European heritage; it never reached the Muslim
world. “Arab Spring, wave of pro-democracy protests and uprisings that
took place in the Middle East and North Africa beginning in 2010 and 2011,
challenging some of the region’s entrenched authoritarian regimes” (Arab,
n-d) So, now, we live in a world where people can use ‘subjective’ knowledge
or certainty to justify monstrous acts. Surely such ‘knowledge' cannot be
part of Christianity or any other truly enlightened religion. | should add that
-- in my own opinion -- | believe that the Muslim world is experiencing its
own Enlightenment at this very moment.

It is bloody and violent and it may take a long time. The European
Enlightenment was preceded by the Thirty Years War, during which Catholics
and Protestants butchered each other simply for holding different beliefs.
Such horrors result from taking the subjective experience as ‘knowledge'

or ‘certainty’. It is neither.

6. Philosophical Synthesis

Philosophical Synthesis is one of central concepts in Kant's philosophy
(NWE, n-d). It has two roles; “describing a certain type of resolution to an
areumentative conflict, and describing a mental process that combines
representations” (NWE, n-d), philosophical synthesis is an unconscious

mechanism, which is diverse spheres of human experiences. The empirical
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understanding of the mind synthesizes “diverse information coming from
the object such as color, smell, textual feelings and, as a result, conceives
a unified object” (NWE, n-d). Philosophical synthesis is the perception of
mind and matter as two sides of a coin but the two sides taken a whole is
God. Here (Omorogbe, 199:p.40). Akamidu (2006; p.30) cites Kant that
synthesis of perceptions is the actual knowledge of an object, plausible
through the power of cognitive judgment; namely, the intuitive sensibility,

which produces sensation and conceptual understanding of thought.

7. Conclusion

Objective is a paradox! The Objective paradox means the existence
of objective and subjective truth. These remain a necessary fact. However,
the objective truth makes the individual be a spectator instead of an actor
of life experience. Using paradoxical remarks, Kierkegaard attempts to
establish a limit for objective thinking, and that paradox embraces absurdity,
in the face of contradictions. Accepting Objectivity as truth means a truth
without an empirical or scientific evidence. ‘This can be seen in the Christian
belief in the incarnation of Christ, which is paradoxical in light of the evidence.'
The paper suggests a philosophy synthesis of objective and subjective truth

for proper apprehension of realities
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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to monitor and evaluate the results
of the project implementation. “Change plastic to merit. (when you rotate)”
and to recommend appropriate guidelines and strategies to drive the project
in the next phase. Mixed Methods research was employed. Interviews with
key informants related to the project “Change plastic to merit. (when you
rotate)” from 4 groups of 16 persons: 1) Campaign Group, Promotion and
Dissemination Division, Department of Environmental Quality Promotion as
the project owner 2) Networks who provide plastic collection points for the

project 3) Partners involved in the project implementation, i.e. cooperation
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in the government, business, and civil society sectors and 4) Organizations
who take advantage including the group who received the product from
Recycle/Upcycle plastic waste such as the foundation to support tools and
equipment for saving marine life, volunteer groups, communities, temples
or schools, etc. The CIPP-I Model was used to evaluate the project
implementation which the results showed that the Context dimension
(X = 4.24), only one dimension passed the evaluation criteria, at a very high
level, while the product (X = 4.10), Impact (X = 4.05), Input (X = 3.80) and
Process (X = 3.75) dimensions passed high evaluation criteria. With suggestions
for improving the implementation of the project, there should be use of
various and reachable public relations media through social network channels
to allow all sectors to have more access to the project activities, as well as
developing a database of plastics collection to monitor amounts of plastics
collected. In addition, proposing incentives to change consumer behavior,
e.g. at a department store, customers who do not accept plastic shopping
bag will earn reward points; which contributes to more efficient project

implementation.

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Abstract

Preventing Liver Fluke and Cholangiocarcinoma is a challenge for Thai
society. A variety of approaches are needed to develop guidelines for disease
prevention. The educational network is one of the mechanisms that
contributes guideline for preventing the disease. This article investigates the
roles of the educational network in preventing Liver Fluke and
Cholangiocarcinoma in the Kaeng Lawa communities, Khon Kaen Province.
The qualitative research methodology based on phenomenological approach

was implemented in the study. The key informants consisted of thirty of
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teachers and school administrators, together with ten of community leaders.
The Kaeng Lawa in Khon Kaen Province was a research site, where
presented high prevalence of Liver Fluke and Cholangiocarcinoma. In-depth
interviews and focus group discussion via online platform were applied
together with onsite observation. Triangulation method was used to validate
research data, and the content analysis method was applied to analyze data.
Research results showed that the educational network was formed under
the common goal among schools nearby the Kaeng Lawa to create awareness
of Liver Fluke and Cholangiocarcinoma to the youths and people in
communities. The educational network was developed through teacher
training activities for implementing the instructional course in schools.
Additionally, the educational network functioned as a collaborative approach
between schools to exchange and develop instructional approaches through
the Professional Learning Community model (PLC). Roles of the
educational network were found together with interrelationships within
network and outside network. The educational network contributed an effort
to implement the instructional course on Liver Flue and Cholangiocarcinoma
prevention in schools, and the educational network contributed a linkage
between related agencies and local communities in providing the prevention

guideline to communities for sustainable wellbeing.
