In this journal, there are seven articles, which were selected by the editorial
team to present to the readers. Each exhibits outstanding features in the fields of the
Humanities and Social Sciences as follows:

To begin, the first article, which focuses on philosophy and was written by
Sarayuddha Lhaspajchimanandh and Ratjit Thongprem, presents the results of
Nishida Kitaro’s primary monographs, which investigates the concept of Kofuku in
philosophical proposals. They found that Nishida had proposed the Kofuku concept
through issues of existence, goodness, and religion.

The second article presents the lesson learned from the operational model
of Yala City Municipality with regard to reconciliation. Using qualitative research
methods, Chaiwat Yotee and his research team investigated a group of stakeholders
working for the project and the executive group of Yala City Municipality. During the
process, an interesting discovery was made. The Yala City Municipality has four
operational elements that can develop the locality towards reconciliation. These
correspond to the indicators in the evaluation criteria of the King Prajadhipok’s Award
for Peace and Reconciliation in five categories. Details from the lessons learned will
be useful when seeking to apply the results to other local government organizations
in the future.

Let’s move south to a neighboring country, Indonesia, to examine Nikodemus
Niko’s research on the series, ‘Exploring Indonesian New Culture in Thailand Boys
Love ‘2gether: The Perspective of the Sociology of Love,” airing in Indonesia. Focusing
on the landscape of love in various dimensions has resulted from the soft power that
Thailand has extended towards its neighboring countries. The journal has a lot of
fascinating information awaiting readers.



The fourth article is an English article from a nearby country, Vietnam, and
was written by Trieu Huy Ha. It presents the results of a historical study on the
development of local wisdom by a colonial ruler, France, in the Tonkin colony, which
is located in northern Vietnam. It is of particular interest based on the establishment
of a higher education system that brought new educational paradigms to the local
populations and trained generations of Vietnamese intellectuals during the early 20"
century.

The fifth article is also an English article by Nadnaree Chen and Thanavutd
Chutiphongdech, which presents the motivations of International College students at
Srinakharinwirot University for online and offline media consumption for sustainability
studies. The study was conducted through the process of conducting group discussions
with 12 students. Please turn to the appropriate page to see the results in this journal.

The following research is a linguistics article that aims at synthesizing research
related to the teaching of Thai, including reading aloud and writing Thai spelling for
foreign students during the year 2007 - 2020. The study by Kirati Nantapong and
Thasanai Gowithayakorn focused on exploring the innovations that had been used to
develop the abilities of foreign students to pronounce and/or write Thai spelling, as
well as developing the ability to pronounce and/or write Thai spelling. In the study,
22 master’s and doctoral theses were synthesized. It was discovered that most of the
innovations to develop Thai teaching had been developed for Chinese learners and
was followed by Japanese, Vietnamese, and Burmese learners, respectively.

Last but not least, there is an article in the field of Developmental Science
by Khemphet Sysomphanh and Buapun Promphakping. The article presents the results
of a study on the promotion of the silk industry by the Government of the Lao
People’s Democratic Republic (Lao PDR) and on the patterns of the silk fabric trade
in Vientiane. This is followed by an analysis of the changes in the silk weaving patterns
of the Lao people in Vientiane.

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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study the implementation of Yala
municipality to bring about to be reconciliation society of the city The
researchers applied qualitative research methodology to collect the data.

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Abstract

Everyone has their respective definition in interpreting what love is.
This article explores the meaning of love, especially the meaning of lover,
in ‘2gether: The Series’, a Thai boys’ love series. In this article, the perspective
of sociology is elaborated in the discussion for viewing the meaning of love.
This study applied a descriptive qualitative method. Critical discourse
analysis by Fairclough used for data analysis. Fundamentally, there are no
restrictions at all for the meaning of love. However, it does not mean that
love is free of values. On the contrary, love is full of values of goodness and
life. Because of love, someone can burst into happiness by crying.
Furthermore, because of love, someone can become infatuated with
something. Love is full of value, which is rarely defined precisely. In the end,

the meaning of love returns to purity and holiness (humanistic values).

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1. Introduction

‘2gether: The Series’ is a Thai drama TV series based on a novel by
JittiRain entitled LW‘i’li‘dL‘i’l...@:ﬁJu (Because We Are Together). This series tells
the story of an old love that has blossomed again, in which Sarawat and
Tine —when in high school they met at a concert by the band SCRUB — meet
again because of enrolling in the same university. This second meeting brings

back a long-lasting love of Sarawat for Tine.

“... And the only person | fall in love with is you, Tine.
I love you. | like you since seeing you for the second time.”

(Sarawat to Tine in “2Gether: The Series” Episode 7)

This drama series also attracts the attention of Indonesian people,
especially among young people. This is shown by the large number of
Indonesian media that have made reviews of this series, such as review by
Pratiwi (2020) at Kompas.com and Adelia (2020) at Tribunnews Jateng.
Not only media in Indonesia, CNN Philipines (2020) and South China Morning
(2020) also reviewed this drama series. It indicates that this series is trending
and viral in Asia.

Since it first aired in March 2020, this series has become a worldwide
trending topic on Twitter with the hashtag #2gethertheseries in Indonesia
because of its several episodes. For these reasons, it can be deduced that
the Indonesian people have begun to be interested in same-sex love drama
series (Boys’ Love or BL Series). BL as a genre is extremely diverse, but it still
offers enough consistency, in its male-only relationships, to generate a shared

frame for the users' expectations and preferences (Kam, 2013).
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However, to date, no Boys’ Love series has aired on the national
television platform in Indonesia. This is because it is something taboo.
Furthermore, this taboo is due to the homophobic culture and attitudes
attached by most groups in Indonesian society.

Essentially, the knowledge of most Indonesian people about lesbian,
gay, bisexual, and transgender (LGBT) is still very limited. This limited
knowledge is due to restrictions on religious norms. This situation is
generally prone to creating stigma, resulting in negative stereotypes that
refer to LGBT as being abnormal condition or illness. Religious groups and
government officials have intensified anti-LGBTI sentiment in Indonesia by
calling for healing and discrimination against LGBT individuals and groups
(Human Rights Watch, 2016).

The teachings of major religions, that are interpreted conservatively
which reject the existence of LGBT people (homosexuality), are increasingly
negatively affecting the views of the general public as a whole even though
some progressive religious individuals accept the presence of those people
(UNDP & USAID, 2014). The stigma even sometimes occurs among LGBT
groups, in which they call themselves “sick” or “abnormal”. This means that
LGBT problems in Indonesia occur not only externally but also internally.

Based on the Human Rights Declaration in 2006 which agreed on
gender equality, population, and human rights, LGBT groups in Indonesia
have a legal standing to struggle to gain recognition of their rights as citizens,
including gender legal status, same-sex marriage, and demands for not being
discriminated in social life (Ministry of Women’s Empowerment & Child
Protection and Center for Health Research, University of Indonesia, 2015).
However, the Indonesian government has not given priority to human rights

concerning LGBT as a policy that is sensitive to the protection of LGBT
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individuals and groups as citizens, as mandated in the 1945 Constitution
(Muthmainnah, 2016).

The limitation of norms and values in Indonesia causes the series with
the boys’ love (BL) genre to be mostly rejected. In fact, this does not only
occur in Indonesia. A study conducted by Ojanen (2009) indicates that
although Thai people, in general, are not active in persecuting and
intimidating individuals with sexual or gender minorities, there are often
restrictions on the social space for LGBT people.

Most Indonesian people only recognize heterosexual love (between
man and woman). Meanwhile, homosexual love (between man and man or
woman and woman) is still in an “eastern” taboo that sticks to patriarchal/
masculine culture (Niko, 2018).

Therefore, this article tries to discuss the description of love from the
perspective of sociology. Then, it elaborates the meaning of love for
same-sex love as shown in ‘2gether: The Series’ (A Boys’ Love Series).
The researcher considers that, in the love story of Tine and Sarawat in
‘2gether: The Series’, the shown expressions confirm that same-sex love can
also be expressive, similar to the case with heterosexual love in general.
This is in line with the statement of Sternberg (1986) that, no matter how

strong or good it is, love without expression will be extinguished.

2. Research Methods

2.1 Data Collection

This study applied a descriptive qualitative method with primary and
secondary data exploration through literature review.The primary data were
the video of all episodes of ‘2gether: The Series’ from Youtube of GMMTV.

Meanwhile, secondary data were collected through tracing scientific and
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popular writings, such as journals, newspapers, online media, and books

related to ‘2gether: The Series’.

In this article, author employed the approach of sociology of love.
Therefore, the researcher conducted an unstructured online assessment
through a repository of scientific journals, such as Google Scholar, Elsevier,
and Taylor & Francis Group. The results of the desk review on the sociology
of love were then described and reviewed in the discussion section.

2.2 Data Analysis

The author used discourse analysis for this study. Fowler et al.
(1979), Fairclough & Wodak (1997) and Johnstone (2002) define discourse
critically by placing discourse as a construction that is not value-free and
not neutral. This means that discourse is a form of social action produced
following the goals of those who produce it.

The analysis of this research data uses the critical discourse of the

Fairclough (1995) model, which is divided into three dimensions, namely
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microstructural, mesostructural and macrostructural. In particular, the
analysis used is the macrostructural dimension of socio-cultural practical
discourse. The analysis of media socio-cultural practices in Fairclough (1995)
critical discourse analysis is a macro-level analysis based on the opinion that
the social context outside the media influences how discourse exists in the

media.

3. Research Results
3.1 Heteronormativity in the Indonesian Context

Sexuality, sex, and gender have different meanings in terms of
terminology. Sex is an objective state of anatomy-biology (nature), which
attributes humans as male or female (Raharjo, 1997). Furthermore, Raharjo
also defined sexuality as a social construction related to attitudes, feelings,
and values, which are related to sexual behavior and orientation. In addition,
in the literature of sociology, gender is conceptualized as a social and
cultural construct (Molo, 1993; Freud, 1994; Hart, 1996; Raharjo, 1997,
Brickell, 2006; Biever et al., 2007; and Haslanger, 2017).

In the Indonesian context, sex, sexuality, and gender are defined
only in terms of ‘sex’, namely male and female. In fact, various expressions
of sexuality and gender can be found in the Indonesian context. However,
the ideology of heteronormativity has become a strong legacy of the
patriarchal culture in Indonesia. This ideology states that it is a necessity to
have heterosexuality which is oriented towards offspring reproduction.
In short, heteronormativity is an imposition for humans who have male
anatomy so that they must be masculine. Likewise, for humans who have

female anatomy, they must be feminine.

The acceptability of sexuality other than heterosexuality in
Indonesia collides with the demands of heterosexual marriage. For that
reason, it becomes the basis for the rejection of sexuality outside of
heterosexuality. Furthermore, sexuality outside heterosexuality also has
always been clashed with religious teachings (Zuhri, 2015; Rohmawati, 2016;
and Sanawiyah, 2016). In the Indonesian context, the religion, with the most
adherents in terms of numbers, is Islam which teaches that LGBT is a sin
(Harahap, 2016). Therefore, the culture of the Indonesian people is also
influenced by religions that do not accept LGBT as part of society.

The rejection of sexual diversity outside heterosexuality is called
homophobia. Homophobia is the state of hating sexual behavior outside of
heterosexuality and without considering the diversity of individual sexualities
(Plumer, 1995; Russell & Bohan, 2006; Downie, 2014; and Fraissé & Barrientos,
2016). This homophobic state is the source of discrimination and
criminalization against LGBT+ (Irwin, 2007).

Hate speech and negative stigma against LGBT groups and
individuals even come from state officials and mass media in Indonesia (Niko,
2016; and Teresia, 2019). The examples of violence and persecution cases
against LGBT groups and individuals in Indonesia are the eradication of the
Bissu community in South Sulawesi, the attack on the HIV/AIDS activity in
Yogyakarta, the murder of three shemale in West Jakarta, the dissolution of
a shemale contest in Jakarta, the murder of LGBT individuals (such as the
case of Budi in Sukabumi, Vera in Purwokerto, and Elly in Jakarta), the beatings
of a lesbian couple in Makassar, the torture of gay couples in Aceh, and the
terror against Arus Pelangi community in Banyumas (Ariyanto & Triawan, 2008).

This situation indicates that most Indonesian people are homophobic.
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3.2 The Sociology of Love: The Romance of Same-Sex Love

Herbert Spencer (1820-1903) played a vital role in the development
of the theory of sociology. Although Spencer did not call it specifically the
theory of love, in many of his essays, he mentioned love as one of the
important elements to be discussed in sociology. From the point of view of
sociology, love possesses a distinctive “caste” (Herskovits & Malinowski, 1997;
Charter, 2015). This means that love is an object of study which has the same
position as economy, education, industry, gender, and many other objects
of sociological study.

The sociology of love has actually been around for a very long
time (lorio, 2014). However, in the Indonesian context, it is still not too
common to the public. In an article published in the journal of Humanistic
Sociology, Sorokin (1950) argued that the creative power of love should
contain creative love, friendship, non-violence, and non-aggression. Ideally,
love means without domination, not hurting each other, and bringing peace
to human life (Niko, 2018).

The sociology of love believes that more love will emerge in this
world if love is put on the basis of humanity. In the definition proposed by
Charter (2015), love does not only refer to two people who love each
other. According to him, love is interesting because it is everywhere and has
a significant impact on our culture, society, and lives, and yet we can know
relatively little about what it actually means.

Furthermore, Charter (2015) stated that love is sociologically
understood in several views, such as sexual love, intimate love, companionate
love, romantic love, parental love, friendship love, inter-species love, love
for places, love for belongings, and love for views. In other contexts, love is
often interpreted as a wild emotional desire that exists in the history of

human civilization (Marcuse, 2018). In ‘2gether: The Series’, love actually
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brings out a variety of meanings, such as romantic love, friendship love, and
intimate love, but not have a selfish attitude. This can be seen when Sarawat

reveals the following.

“... You do not need to like me. You just need to open
your heart to me.” (Sarawat to Tine in ‘2Gether: The Series’
Episode 7)

In general, love is always interpreted as a psychological emotion so
that it is very personal, such as the triangular love theory approach by
Sternberg (1986) that love is an interpersonal relationship with a combination

of intimacy, passion, and commitment. The researcher considers that this
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interpersonal relationship cannot be studied only from the psychological
aspect (Mahmud, 2018), but also from the social aspect.

Love is not something that is merely instinctual or the involvement
of feelings in a relationship. However, many things can be explored in the
definition of love. This means that love is basically undefined (not having a
single definition) or depends on its context. This is in line with the statement
of Owens (2007) that sociologists do not have a uniform definition of
romantic love.

Therefore, the researcher could define love as excessive jealousy.
Furthermore, other people may also interpret love as a symbol of death.
It is because each of us is free to have a personal definition of love. Some
well-known experts, like Webster, stated that love is really a feeling. On the
other hand, Capellanus also said that love is the suffering that is carried out
since we are born (Krich, 2009).

For example, the researcher has a somewhat inhuman love experience.
He loved a man that he has never met previously. He does not know what
to call this love. The only thing that he knows is that he really loves
whatever is in that man. He cried when the man left him. They have three
months of intimacy by phone and by chat. He feels that all of those days
are the days full of happiness from the morning (waking from the bad) to
the night (back to sleep).

Once more, he cannot name what kind of love it is. He cried
profusely when they parted ways. His lover had another man that basically
the person loved first. He understood that but he still admitted it as a very
painful feeling. He cried with tears and sobbed like a child losing his favorite
toy. The love that he experienced may have been artificial but it was able
to make his life having unique happiness. The researcher then got the
prejudice that this is perhaps what Marcuse calls the transformation from

fluid sexuality to eros (Marcuse 2018).
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3.3 How Does Culture Affect Love?

Malinowski (1932) stated that, in a culture, love in the context of
a couple grows from sexual desires, personal interests, economic interests,
changes in social status, and so on. Therefore, according to the researcher,
in this context, marriage is a social contract and not a true representation of
love. For this reason, same-sex love should be legal because love basically
has no attachment to sex.

In the context of the family, love will tend to exist through
dynamic emotions and keeps changing — depending on the circumstances.
Love in a marriage will always be followed by sadness, happiness, fear, and
sexual desire. Meanwhile, marriage is an impulse imposed by institutions.
Even by seen from this context, it does not close the fact that same-sex
love (homosexuality) can build a happy family just like heterosexuals
(Bertocchi & Guizzardi, 2017; Trappolin, 2017; Guizzardi, 2017). In the context
of marriage, the researcher agrees with Susan (2013) who states that marriage
is not just a piece of paper. There is a sense of security, a sense of comfort,
a sense of love, and a sense of happiness.

In the perspective of sociology, love is always shown to two or more
people. Love, which involves one person in emotionality, is rarely seen as
complete love. Apart from that, loving yourself is basically also complete
love (not just selfishness). When we take a bath (cleansing the body), it is
evidence of our love for our bodies. However, in that case, it is not seen as
love. Taking a bath is an obligation or the nature of humans is indeed to take
a bath (a culture that comes from construction). This means that love is a
cultural construct that exists in society (Bidney, 1947).

Basically, love and sexuality are one unity, in which expression
becomes important. Niko (2016) viewed that same-sex love (homosexual

love) is actually to meet, to love, and to leave. This means that love does
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not look at gender in placing special feelings towards someone. In ‘2gether:
The Series, Tine, who is confused about defining his feelings, is wondering

“what is this feeling?” This can be seen in Tine’s statement as follows.

“... Do you think | can control my feelings? Since the day
you disappeared, | felt something was different in my life.
Whatever | do and wherever | go, you are always there with me.

Even in my dreams, you are there teasing me. Do you want to

be responsible for what you have done to me?” (Tine to Sarawat
in ‘2Gether: The Series’ Episode 7)

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What is the definition of love conventionally? Love comes from the
Sanskrit word ‘lubhayati’ which means ‘s/he wants’ (Krich, 2009). The old
definition perhaps presents it as a euphemism without meaningful description
(abstract or absurd).

In the poems created in the past century, same-sex or homosexual
love is even often presented as something vulgar and is always symbolized
by a burning sexual passion (Spencer, 2004). In ‘2gether: The Series’, love,
which is referred to as creative love, friendship, and romantic love by Sorokin
(1950) and Charter (2015), is seen in Tine’s jealous expression when Sarawat
is together with Earn, one of his band members. It is the embodiment of
someone who expresses his love. Jealousy is an element in romantic love.

Jealousy may not be strange in the love story of man and woman.
However, it will be strange if it is in a love story between man and man or
between woman and woman. For most of the Indonesian people who adhere
to heteronormativity, jealousy of the same sex is a feeling of taboo, pain,
and “prohibition”. The researcher argues that this restraint of heteronormativity
may lead to a stereotype of same-sex love which is solely based on sexual
love. Creative love and intimate love are not seen in same-sex love stories.

Many people then simply interpret love by simply staring at the
smiling face of the loved one, the simple love that appears when you are
happy just looking at him/her drinking water, or many other things or simple
ways to interpret love in everyday life.

3.4 The Role of Religion Affect Same-sex Love in Indonesia

The law guaranteed freedom of society in religion, politics, and
other fields in Indonesia (Wahyudin, Maimun & Jalil, 2019). However, in
freedom of self-expression and love-expression, the government prohibits
attributes that violate norms and values. Many people from marginal gender

groups get social punishment in society.
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The relationship between religion and the state in Indonesia is very
influential on the political relations formed. This means that religion and the
state cannot be separated to reshape politics in Indonesia. More influence
is on the religious majority of Islam, which rejects various same-sex love
discourses.

Same-sex love in Indonesia still clashes with various layers such as
religion and morality. Then other things such as socio-cultural are still thick
with heteronormativity so that the marriage can be justified in
heteronormative cultures. Sanawiah (2016) and Rohmawati (2016) mention
that Islamic religious teachings rejected homosexual behaviour based on the
Argunetasi Al-Qur'an and Hadith. The legal view still puts LGBT and same-sex
marriage in God's eyes (moral) and is considered contrary to divine morality
(Sirait, 2017). Therefore, same-sex love (marriage) would never be justified
in the eyes of the law because of the contradiction of morality.

Heteronormative cultures are heterosexual love (marriage), whereas
outside of it is not justified in Indonesian law that puts moral and religion as
the foundation, while LGBT is regarded as moral and religious opponents.
Thus, there is a narrative that LGBT is against God's will, so religion fights it.
Even LGBT studies that have a human rights perspective is still biased on
heterosexual human rights, such as in the study of Santoso (2016) and
Sofyarto (2018), where LGBT is considered a magician, a The bully (meaning
LGBT is called abnormal) and even justifies persecution and discrimination

against to love expression.

4, Conclusion and Discussion

Based on the results & discussion section, it can be concluded that
same-sex love in ‘2gether: The Series’ contains a variety of sociological

meanings. Same-sex love, like heteronormative love, has flexibility in
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meaning and is not rigid. In the end, the perspective of sociology views
humanistic love as full of expressions of friendship, non-violence, and
without pressure/coercion.

Love is reflected in the variety of expressions, both shown by Tine
and Sarawat, such as anxiety, doubt, jealousy, a flowery feeling, and others.
In the Indonesian context, there is no specific conceptual framework in
examining same-sex love because of heteronormativity. On the other hand
because of the influence of culture and religion is still strong.

Then, the presence of context associated with the language factor
was not satisfactory enough for the discourse analysis process. In the
analysis of critical discourse Fairclough (1995) mentioned that socio-cultural
practices influence discourse in the media. It is seen in 2gether the series
that the Thai people do not mind this series airing into a public. While in
Indonesia, LGBT nuances are strictly prohibited from being shown in the
national media. There is a rule of the Indonesian National Broadcasting
Commission (Komisi Penyiaran Indonesia) that states a ban on LGBT attributes
appearing on television.

Furthermore, socio-cultural practices in Thailand are familiar to other
genders outside of heterosexual relationships, thus allowing bl series to
become a new cultural genre that develops. This is contrary to the situation
in Indonesia, which is very thick with heteronormativity culture. Whereas
actually, if viewed from Fairclough and Wodak (1997) opinion, the discourse
itself becomes a form of social action based on the purpose of the society
that produces it and constructs it.

The same-sex romance story in 2gether the series became an
anti-mainstream entertainment that young Indonesians enjoyed secretly and
freely. This means they have not dared to openly declare themselves as

audiences of the Boys Love genre 2gether the series. The viral hashtag
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#2gethertheseries evidence the number of lovers of this series on Twitter,
carried out by fans in Indonesia. Based on Fairclough and Wodak (1997)
opinion, discourse does not necessarily exist just like that but comes with a
particular purpose that wants to be conveyed to the audience of
connoisseurs. Here, GMMTV not only presents 2gether the series as
entertainment, but also conveys the message "fight against heteronormativity”
love, where the love of Win and Sarawat becomes a social fact that cannot
be underestimated.

Fans of the homosexual series do not approve of same-sex
relationships in the real world. They enjoy a romantic relationship with each
other men only in the series. The existence of 2gether, the series that fans
can enjoy, allows the existence of new pop culture in Indonesia; the Boys

Love genre.
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The wisdom development of Viethamese people in
Tonkin with Franco-Vietnamese higher education
during 1920-1945
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Abstract

This article aims to state that Franco-Vietnamese higher education
experienced a wisdom development during the colonial time in Tonkin and
this educational system introduced a modern educational paradigm to local
people and trained several Vietnamese intelligentsia in the early 20"
century. In order to clarify that statement, this paper employs the study of
documents, records, and archives and a socio-historical approach with a wide
range of archived French source materials, and previous papers to shed the
light on the role of Franco-Vietnamese education in local education. Besides,
the logical method goes hand in hand with that theory so as to concretize
typical characteristics of Franco-Vietnamese education in Tonkin between
the 1920s and 1945. First, it contributed to setting an early bird framework
of the modern Vietnamese educational system. Second, this education plays
a crucial role in training Westernized local intelligentsia with scientific
knowledge and studying opportunities for indigenous people. These people
became the first generation of lecturers and researchers for Vietnamese

education since the post-August Revolution in Vietnam. Reassessing

Franco-Vietnamese higher education is the recognition of modern French
education in renovating backward education of Indochinese countries until

the early 20th century.

Keywords: Franco-Vietnamese higher education, Tonkin, Vietnamese history,

French education.

1. Introduction

The French completely assimilated and marked the onset of their
rule the Indochina as soon as they suppressed Vietnamese patriots’ obdurate
mutinies in the late 19" century. The French churned Tonkin into a
protectorate region which was able to enlarge France’s influence with
political and natural resource aspects. In the major cities of Tonkin, the
French poured a huge investment to renovate infrastructure as well as
upgrading traffic systems and housing (Doumer, 2015) (Hocquard, 2020). The
financial allocation of France, along with a wide spread of French culture
delivered a well-healed class and initiated a developing stage of colonial
regions of France in Indochina. This tremendous attempt of France was
challenged by long-standing historical and cultural customs in rural areas of
Tonkin. A vast number of peasants along with a universal education of
Confucianism diminished the capability of France to educate these groups
to be absorbed French education (Hoa T. T., 2021, pp. 3-22). Besides,
Tonkinese landlords had a strong recourse to the aid of France to rule their
manors with rigorous regulations and the conflicting interests between
landowners and peasants triggered societal upheavals inside Tonkinese
societies, which jaundiced the eyes of Tonkinese farmers by arbitrary powers

(Gourou, 2015). Landowners were completely patronized by the French, and
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this is a glaring illustration of the French policy when they built a colonial
administration in cities while maintaining feudalist-based management through
the Tonkin landowner class in rural areas. Owing to the role of the Indochinese
metropolis, Hanoi would offer a splendid chance for the flower of
Franco-Vietnamese education, which would educate a new generation
staunchly serving the French and hamper any attempts of nationalists in
order to hurl the colonial authority. According to Paul Doumer, the French
initially trained a class who showed their fidelity to colonial administration,
but a long-haul project would be in hours of need to construct a robust
version of colonies down the road. Higher education was introduced to
indigenous people in Vietnam in 1902 with the early establishment of a
medical school in 1902 (Official Bulletin of French Indochina, 1902). Besides,
the French were fully cognizant of the role of higher education renovation
for Tonkin as this point was compared with the emergent education of
Japanese concurrently appealing to Vietnamese intelligentsia’s attention
(Shiraishi, 1975) (Thau, 2005) (Thau & Vuong, 2001). The occurrence of the
Dong Du and Duy Tan movements in Tonkin heralded a groundbreaking
educational revolution for the Vietnamese people which raised grave concern
for France concerning its administration in Indochina. This can be seen as a
weighty problem and needs an expansion of effort to remit local attempts
to voice Vietnamese over the rule of France in Indochina. From 1907 to 1920,
the outcome of Franco-Vietnamese education was inconsiderable due to
facing controversy and disagreements among French leaders and it was not
until the early 1920s that schools were fully resumed under the policy of
the new governor of Indochina- Albert Sarraut. Subsequent to this turning
point, the higher education of Indochina experienced a wisdom development
since it functioned to train the French-based intelligentsia, yet it introduced

state-of-the-art education to the local and new Vietnamese elite who were
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overwhelmed with patriotism and willing to submit themselves to new
Vietnam after 1945. This paper would like to bridge the academic gap in
historians” awareness of the role of Franco-Vietnamese education since the
French documents reveal that this new model demolished the stereotype
structure of local education, which was barely influenced by Confucianism
education. Factually, the French enlightened Vietnam’s culture and
education to refurbish this country’s education to adapt it to modern

education.

2. Research Objectives

This article aims to attest that the French introduced a comprehensive
higher education to Tonkin and this paradigm plays a significant role in
making a breakthrough for the local educational system, which needs to
acclimatize a new model of French education. Also, the Franco-Vietnamese
higher education contributed to enlightening the academic status of Vietnam
and training an outstanding generation of Vietnamese intelligentsia over the

course of the French colonial period.

3. Literature review

This research topic is a ripe area for academics. Despite being not a
novel topic, this paper intends to systematize, reassess, and form recognition
of the main contributions of Franco-Vietnamese higher education in
Vietnamese history. Particularly, with regard to higher education in Vietnam
during the period the 1930s-1945, there are various articles and works
domestically and internationally referred to this topic.

First of all, there is a series of journal articles scrutinizing Franco-

Vietnamese higher education. Authors outspeaking appreciated the role of
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higher education of French colonists in Indochina at that time. Pascale
Barthélémy provided readers with a comprehensive overview of the colonial
education of French people in some colonial regions including Indochina
(Barthélémy, 2010). Le Xuan Phan with the introduction of several accurate
figures from source materials articulates that higher education in Indochina
instigated its heyday as soon as Albert Sarraut became the plenipotentiary
of Indochina in 1922. Phan underscored a massive reconstruction of higher
education under the reign of Albert and this action set the stage for pushing
up the further development of local education for the Indochinese (Phan,
2021a) (Phan, 2021b). Besides lifting the quality of local education,
Franco-Vietnamese higher education sowed the seed of state-of-the-art
sciences to indigenous students with the training of Medical College The
Higher School of Pedagogy and the School of Fine Arts, which was a means
of nourishing a new generation of intellectuals and artists (Phan, 2018).
Hoang Van Tuan mentioned two major educational reforms of Paul Beau
and Albert Sarraut, respectively, in 1906 and 1917. Despite the quantity and
the quality of lessons, higher education played a vital role in training various
elite and helped them approach the positive values of French and Western
civilization. Significantly, the research result was significant in the
establishment of Université Indochinoise. It is putatively considered the
first-class university in Indochina and a state-of-the-art educational institution
under French rule (Tuan, 2016).

Additionally, Trinh Van Thao examined differences between lower
education and higher education that minimal training would not be
susceptible to assimilation and acculturation as being considered dangerous
and would direct students to a utilitarian type. On the contrary, higher
education would likely create a competition between Sino-Nom and

mandarin script and Westernized languages intolerant of the Quoc Ngu
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language (Thao T. V., 1993). Thao also gave researchers and readers a better
understanding of three generations of Franco-Vietnamese education with a
heavy focus on the Westernized students who greatly absorbed the training
in Franco-Vietnamese higher education. Thao called them the 1925
generation: Westernized intelligentsia. He appreciated the role of the Vietnam
Communist Party to become the vanguard and guided them to nationalism
and upheavals for an independent future of Vietnam (Thao T. V., 2013, pp.
24-31). Furthermore, Tran Thi Phuong Hoa optimistically opinionated that
the Franco-Vietnamese school deleted a blurred demarcation between
previous education and modern Vietnamese education. It is a paramount
crucial educational institution for training new Vietnamese elite and
restructuring the social stratum. Students and teachers in those schools
played a vital role in independent movements in Vietnam in 1945 (Hoa
T. P, 2012, p. 246).

Overall, Franco-Vietnamese higher education meted out a ripe area
of scholarship to cultivate several aspects of this education. Previous authors
redressed obsolete conventional wisdom accusing Franco-Vietnamese
higher education of being an invasive tool of the French to assimilate
Vietnamese people and made a mechanism of bureaucracy with
mercenaries and lackey staff (Hoang, 1967, p. 16) (Khanh, 1985, p. 178).
The achievement of Franco-Vietnamese higher education was a groundbreaking
change in Vietnamese education with a systematic hierarchy and rich
knowledge of technological fields. Although imposing the French ‘will to
take advantage of local human resources, it is undeniable that Franco-
Vietnamese higher education remedied the problem of Confucian schools
and hasten the development of modern education. The gap of this
scholarship is major achievements of Franco-Vietnamese tertiary education

toward Vietnam’s education with a typical case of higher education in Tonkin,
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which is expected to rectify previous judgments of researchers and enjoy a
special role of Franco-Vietnamese higher education in Tonkin in early 20"

century.

4. Methodology

This paper employs the study of documents, records, archives, and
a socio-historical approach to shed the light on the role of Franco-Vietnamese
education in local education during colonial times. All archival French
documents are deprived of a wide range of archives centers, including the
Paris Archives Center, and National Archives Center | (Hanoi) and these
sources are reliable to directly approach official texts and directives of the
authority regarding the future development of Franco-Vietnamese education.
The documents have been meticulously translated into English and the
author only culled archival docs related to higher education.

Additionally, some handwriting of Franco-Vietnamese-based students
as well as Tonkin French governors contribute to buttressing personal
statements throughout the paper. As this title is a desk research paper,
previous literature gave the author a hand to argue that Franco-Vietnamese
education paved the way for modern Vietnamese education and recant
prejudiced arguments inside several researchers’ notions. Additionally, the
socio-historical approach played a decisive role in shaping a solid theoretical
framework for this topic in order to examine the correlation between
historical context and its social impacts. Cold & Scribner (1978) argued that
the socio-historical approach aimed to create an account of human processes
that recognizes the essential relationship between these processes and their
cultural, historical, and instructional settings (Vygotsky, 1978). The author

employed this theory in order to state that the historical context of
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Indochina played a critical role in improving the educational system and led
to the birth of new education, which helped Vietnamese people earn
academic achievements over the course of their careers. On the other hand,
the historical and cultural aspects of Franco-Vietnamese education
contributed to forging a healthy relationship with the academic development
of the Tonkinese society and people as well as Indochinese people.
Besides, this article majorly applied the logical method to tackle the
research, which is critical to generalize the main features of the Franco-
Vietnamese higher education in Tonkin over the course of the 1920s-1945.
Thereby, the author found two key contributions of the Franco-Vietnamese
higher education, namely an introduction of modern science to the

indigenous and the born of new Westernized Vietnamese intelligentsia.

5. Research Results
5.1 An introduction to modern sciences in Franco-Vietnamese
higher education (the 1920s-1945)
French people implemented two educational reforms in their
ruling in Indochina (1884-1945), respectively, in 1906 and 1917 (Bau, 2006).
Vietnamese elites in the early 20" century were folded under the weight of
Japanese reform in the late 19" century, which would be likely to make
formidable capability for ill-fated countries under the rule of colonialism.
Japan became a paragon of the independent country as several Vietnamese
elites were determined to voyage for the independent paths of Vietnam
(Thuan, 2018) (Van, 2019). Phan Boi Chau and Phan Chau Trinh were two
archetypes of Vietnam’s patriotism who made tremendous attempts to
achieve a goal of independence for Vietnamese people following ways of

the Japanese elite to renovate the country through a lens of state-of-the-art
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sciences and education (Chau, 1990) (Thau, 2005). Japanese thoughts were
completely grafted onto Vietnamese elites’ viewpoints posed a hindrance,
blunting France’s effort to restabilize political climates and transplant
outstanding values of France into Vietnam (Brocheux,, 2022). Hence,
educational reforms were critical to shun a spectacular defeat of the French
toward social aspects of Indochinese societies. Paul Beau signed several
directives showing his keen interest in local education. In 1906, he approved
of establishing Conseil de Perfectionnement de (’Enseignement Indigene
(Indigenous Education Improvement Council). This proves that indigenous
education was a far-reaching vision aiming to educate local servants for the
authorities of France. After a month of controversy, French officials reached
a consensus to publish a policy for educational reform in Indochina.
Accordingly, there were two ranks in the Franco-Vietnamese educational
hierarchy, including primary rank and second rank. All of the subjects were
taught in the French language. Sino-Nom language was gravely weakened
and completely lost its position in new education. Paul Beau concurrently
released a decree coded No.1514a on May 16, 1906, pressing the importance
of higher education for indigenous communities in Indochina and creating
the native staff for local administrations or specialized agencies under the
Governor General of Indochina (Dien, 2006). Indochina University was
officially established in Hanoi in November 1907. There were 94 freshmen,
62 auditory students, and 37 medical school students enrolled in the first
course and the total number of students got 193 (Mus, 1927, p. 2). It seems
to be plausible to argue that this directive translated a dream of local
universities into reality in Indochina. The following table reveals the college

As a result, this policy contributed to swiftly churning conventional
education into modern education. Instead, colonial administrations imposed
the French language to become the official language in their higher
educational system, which was instrumental in closing a gap in connection

with the professional knowledge of local students.
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Besides, the prevalence of vocational schools under Franco-
Vietnamese higher education was a glaring illustration of profound alternation
inside the educational system of higher stage and adapted to the demand
of colonial education as well as France’s targets in Indochina. For example,
Ecole des Mécaniciens Asiatiques [Asian Mechanics School] was inaugurated
in Saigon and Gia Dinh Art school, respectively, in 1906 and 1913 achieving
a futile result to offer medical remedies for the local and satisfying artistic
demand among local communities (Les Entreprises-coloniales, 2021). Then,
those facilities were professionally upgraded to become a venue for training
well-qualified assistants for French people in offices and government.
However, Indochina University temporarily closed in 1907. Though there is
not any piece of evidence to shed light on this reason, it is hypothesized
that Indochina University in 1906-1907 was a litmus test of French people
in higher education in Tonkin and expected to concurrently dominate over
other tendencies of education of Vietnamese patriotists.

However, the 1917 education reform of the Albert administration
instituted a zenith of Franco-Vietnamese higher education in Tonkin and
made a conclusion of the old style of education in Tonkin and other
protectorates (Thao & Thang, 2008) (Thanh, 2014). Albert made an effort to
diminish the possibility of Chinese civilization's old education and adverse
influences deemed to be an obstacle for Westernize Indochina. He supposed
that France would not enter into a harsh competition with other academics
in the world less than an ambition to retain their learners inside a vacuum
of Franco-Vietnamese education to sidestep any risks from outside thoughts
(Sarraut, 1923, pp. 98-99). Hence, France administration is poised on a
free-minded policy to enroll potential local students in Franco-Vietnamese
higher education. Reglement géneral de UInstruction publique [General

regulations on Public Education], containing seven chapters and 556
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regulations compartmentalized into Primary (Ecole Primaire de plein
exercice- Full-service primary schools; Ecole Primaire Elémentaire-Elementary
Primary School and Ecole ménagére-Housewife school), Secondary
(Dipléme-Upper secondary; Diplome de bachelier-Bachelor, and Ecole
professionnelle de plein exercice-Full-service vocational school)
(Gouvernement général de 'Indochine franchise, 1918, p. 607). With regard
to higher education, French people disestablished Ecole des Mandarins
a Hanoi-Hanoi Mandarin School, Ecole des Travaux publics-School of Public
Works, and Ecole d'’Administration a Hué-School of Administration in Hue to
be under solid management of Indochina University. Ecole de Médecine de
’Indochine (Indochina medical college) upgraded to Indochina Health and
Medicine university. Likewise, Ecole de Droit et d’Administration (Law and
Administration School), Ecole Vétérinaire (Veterinary Medicine School), Ecole
des Travaux publics (Public Works School), Ecole d’Agriculture et de
Sylviculture (Agriculture and Forestry school), Ecole de Commerce (Business
School), Ecole des Beaux-Arts (Arts School) elevated their levels to meet
various requirements of learners. In 1923, Hanoi Medical school enrolled
learners in doctoral courses. There was 137 defended dissertation in Vietnam
and 112 defended dissertation by Vietnamese students in France (Tuan, 2016,
p. 347). This policy proved a higher position of France in new education, the
curriculum, scholarship, teachers and trainers, and the administrative
structure of education. After over ten years of operation, the French built a
solid system of higher education in Tonkin and the University of Indochina
became a well-known college. As a result, the enumeration of French
people in 1929 provided an overall regarding the fact of enrollment at

college and implied its influence.

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According to the table, 511 students experienced a new education at
Indochina University in 1929. Meanwhile, many students also chose this
university for their internship. This figure was 392 students in the same year.
In the following years, Albert Sarraut continued to apply Reglement général
de [’Enseignement supérieur (General regulations on higher education). This
policy made a spurt for a restructuring of local higher education. It was not
until 1945 that the network of universities in Tonkin was critical to approach
state-of-the-art tendencies of modern education. Those institutions were
beneficial for Indochinese students to broaden their knowledge in the
sciences, which they were unable to be experienced with the ambit of
Confucian schools. By virtue of the French language in higher education,
both Vietnamese and Indochinese students seized an excellent opportunity
to study in a professional environment of academics and approach scientific
accomplishments.

In the first years of enrollment, the French conducted an investigation
to classify the origin of students and the number of Tonkinese students who
were superior to other groups of students in 1920. Particularly, the following
pie chart reveals the proportion of Indochinese students based on their

permanent residence in the French people's division in 1920.

It is evident that an overwhelming majority of Tonkin students went
to Indochinese schools, accounting for half of the total number of students.
Cochinchinese students ranked second position and got 25%. Meanwhile, a
modest 13 percent of Annam students enrolled in a course in schools, and
a mere 4 percent of Cambodian students and only 1 percent of Laotian.
Franco-Vietnamese schools received ample attention from several
Vietnamese students coming from major cities of Indochina. Their provenance
was from the moneyed classes or middle-class families in Vietnamese
society. Tonkinese students became a dominant group among other ethnic
groups in Indochina as Hanoi was the capital of French Indochina. Also,
Tonkinese students effortlessly approached Franco-Vietnamese higher

education for the reason of easy commuting and the long-standing tradition
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of academic-preferred soul compared to other regions of Vietnam (Binh,
2014). According to Tuan (2016), it was estimated that there was 62% of
students originated from middle-class families, and approximately 20% of
students from wealthy families (Tuan, 2016). Several people gave a barrack
of stricture to the inequality in their education. Understandably, Franco-
Vietnamese schools became universal in major urban of Vietnam since they
failed to trespass the bamboo hedge of Vietnamese villages that had a
deep-rooted prejudice over foreign elements and succumbed to admitting
a new way of education. Meanwhile, the introduction of Franco-Vietnamese
higher education was a novel field for Vietnamese, so the number of students
from rural areas of Vietnam was inconsiderable. Moreover, the increasing
industrialization in cities rapidly accelerated social division. The social
disparity made the impoverished unable to experience a new education.
However, France administration did not remit efforts of commoners to be
enrolled in higher education. Even the authority fueled local students’ belief
in this education via a wide range of distinguished and excellent student
scholarships to boost their studying careers. According to a report from
Indochina University, the number of wealthy students only accounted for
20%, and the remaining students originated from commoners, accounting
for 70% (Giang, 2006). Although most of the better-off students had a
higher likelihood of achieving the most distinguished diploma, it is undeniable
that there was an equilibrium of academic opportunities despite different
levels of social classes.

Besides, the number of students also shows an upward tendency over
the course of the period of 1939-1945. This period is deemed to be a
halcyon day of the Franco-Vietnamese higher education in Tonkin as Tonkin
became a reliable educational destination for students coming from various

states of French Indochina. Likewise, the system of higher education was a

According to table 3, the number of students in student groups
gradually rose within five years. Until the last year of inspection, all groups
reached their peak in the number of students. Notably, the highest learners
were Tonkin, Cochinchinese, and Annam. Meanwhile, the number of Laotians,
Cambodians, and other groups was volatile throughout the period. Overall,
the number of Indochinese students showed an element of increase over
the course of the colonial period since this educational system kindled

students’ hope for academics at home. Indochinese parents, who worked
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for the French, were cognizant of the role of Franco-Vietnamese education
and encouraged their children to be trained in this academic sphere.
Thereafter, the French consistently operated colleges and facilitated local
students to enroll in a course at all Franco-Vietnamese colleges in Tonkin
due to the higher degree of local staff in colonial societies. Therefore, it is
biased to state that French people aimed to stupefy indigenous people with
enslaving thoughts. Charton appreciated in 1944 that: "At the start of the
year, it welcomed more than 1,300 students. It may emulate the Universities
of France, of which it claims quality, of which it adopts the spirit and the
traditions, of which it applies the programs (Charton, 1944)."

With regard to human resources for Franco-Vietnamese universities,
the number of lecturers in this period is unstable. The budget in the initial
stage of the reform was insufficient to coax French teachers and lecturers
from leaving their country to have an outset for a new career in a remote
country. Armand Degorce and Adrien Le Roy de Barres were the first Medical
school lecturers in Hanoi in 1922. The financial assistance of France increased
to 367 million USD in the second reform of Albert Sarraut (Sarraut, 1923,
p. 45). However, Franco-Vietnamese universities still underwent an understaff
situation since employing French professors to depart for academic courses
in Indochina was a palpable difficulty to the weather while the capability of
local lecturer employment was out of question. Hence the leading obstacle
to higher education was the deficiency of teaching resources. According to
the Director of Indochina University, 22 lecturers were preaching in economics
courses there (National Archive Center |, 1922). In 1933, Profess Escarra at
Paris University of Law voyaged to Indochina to take an examinator for
first-year students at Hanoi School of Law. Professor Lemaitre at Paris
University of Medicine came to Hanoi for student exams and research

(Gouvernement général de U'Indochine, 1934, p. 109). The first Medical
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student defended their graduation thesis in their country and it was a
remarkable achievement of higher education in Indochina. Therefore, French
lecturers were pioneering lecturers in training the early generation of
Franco-Vietnamese higher education. It was not until 1940-1945, that there
were eight professors at Law University and 13 professors at Health and
Medical University (Archives Nationales d’Outre-Mer , 1946). These people
contributed to educating the first intellectual generation and imparting French
values of culture and sciences to indigenous people.

5.2 The birth of new Vietnamese intelligentsia

First of all, higher education during the period of French rule brought
state-of-the-art education to Vietnamese people in the early 20" century. It
is undeniable that new methods of education started in the first decade of
this century. For example, Tonkin Free School was a coinage of new
education when new pedagogical methods were introduced to students and
this school was an employed model of school structure of EEZRBXZ
(KeiO Gijuku Daigaku) in Japan (Huy, 2021, p. 1928). Thanks to reformative
trends in some Eastern countries, Phan Boi Chau heightened the number of
Vietnamese students overseas to study in Japan. His objective was the
supreme objective of national salvation and to topple France’s administration
in Vietnam. The role of education was immensely helpful to assist
Vietnamese patriotists to achieve their goals smoothly, so a series of
education reform proposals floated to seek a path for Vietnam’s independence.
Of course, however, France administration would not let Viethnamese
activists pull off their plans. As a result, a new education was implemented
and officially superseded the old style of education in 1917 as analyzed.
With the wisdom development of Franco-Vietnamese higher education in
Tonkin, the number of Vietnamese people gradually rose between 1906 and

1945 and made a wide gap compared to European students. The French

continued to enumerate the number of students who relied on the origin
between 1935 and 1944 to unveil the correlation between the local and the
French throughout the development of Franco-Vietnamese higher education
in Indochina. This survey contributed to accessing the influence of that

educational system on indigenous students.

Figure 2 depicts the distribution of French learners and indigenous
students at Hanoi University between 1935 and 1944. According to the chart,
the number of local students is predominant compared to European students.
This figure had a stable increase throughout the period, and eventually,
it reached a peak at roughly 1100 local students in 1944. Despite the upward
trend of French students, this number was much less than local learners.
Thus, it is no denying that the French-trained a generation of well-qualified
staff for their administrative affairs and indirectly trained excellent
Vietnamese students. The rise of local students reveals that Franco-Vietnamese

higher education became the scholarly objective of Indochinese people and
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the opportunities of being trained in this system were ample for indigenous
students. To typify this evidence, Gilbert Gidel at the Paris Department of
Law appreciated Vietnamese students. He evaluated that value of the
Vietnamese copies was much better than the French's. Some copies showed
that authors got exceptional qualities of precision and finesse of mind (Gidel,
1934). Besides, numerous Vietnamese students won scholarships so that
they could follow an international course in France. According to Thao (1993),
there were 208 Indochinese students granted France government scholarships
(196 Vietnamese people, 9 Cambodians, and 3 Laotians) (Thao T. V., 1993,
p. 272). Except for political viewpoints, this educational background
contributed to training gifted students. Several of the students had bright
careers and submitted themselves to the August Revolution in Vietnam in
1945.

Besides, Franco-Vietnamese higher education functioned in training
new intelligentsia in Vietnam. In fact, the number of Westernized intelligentsias
was on the rise in Vietnam while the number of Confucianism-oriented
students strikingly declined in Vietnamese society. The new intelligentsia
were the first avant-gardes in Western knowledge and education. These first
students perceived new ideologies from contemporary schools of theory in
the Age of Renaissance and Enlightenment from the 15" to 18" century in
France and Europe. As a result, those people reshaped their perception to
acknowledge the role of individualism and the supreme values of creation
and humanism. This led to a transformation in their worldview and lifestyle
in the burgess class in the major cities of Tonkin inside Indochina. The
majority of Westernized intellectuals had a penchant for a down-to-earth
explanation, and they made their tremendous attempt to prove a viewpoint
with reliable evidence scientifically. After their graduation, most of the

intellicentsia lingered to seek a permanent jobs in cities instead of leaving.
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As a result, they quickly acclimatize to city life and indirectly engendered
a norm of city lifestyle and distinguished elite in those cities. Westernized
intellectuals played a vital role in propagating modern thoughts and their
avidity for national liberation in a new way.

Furthermore, by virtue of Franco-Vietnamese higher education,
several of the excellent intellectuals were eagerly dedicated to their research
and contributed to the development of local sciences in Tonkin. For
example, Medical students were likely to be educated in state-of-the-art
medical methodology and down-to-earth theories to practically operate
their experiments. La chronique d'Indochine Health and Medicine College
[The chronicle of Indochina Health and Medicine College] was released with
ten issues, which gleaned prominent pieces of research and major guidelines
for students of Indochina's Medical sciences. The majority of articles reflected
novel papers of research on tropical diseases, which had a proliferation of
academic discoveries in new diseases in a specific geographical region of
Indochina. In a congress of the Tropical Medical Association, a variety of
valuable reports were delivered to professors and students at the School of
Medicine (Ecole supérieure de médecine et de pharmacie, 1938, pp. 19-20),
which can be seen in the pioneering research on Vietnamese modern
sciences.

Moreover, numerous Vietnamese students made a considerable
contribution to local sciences. Dang Van Ngu defended his graduation thesis
entitled Contribution a U'étude étiologique et clinique des abces du foie au
Tonkin [Contribution to the study etiological and clinical liver abscess in
Tonkin] with an intimate guidance of Professor Henri Galliard at the School
of Medicine. Then, he continued researching parasitic and contagious
diseases in Japan from 1943 to 1949 and officially became a lecturer at the

School of Medicine after the August Revolution by Vietminh. Ton That Tung
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was a distinguished researcher at the Hanoi School of Medicine. In 1938, he
courageously rebelled to prop up French people's discrimination since local
students were not entitled to study internal medicine; eventually, he was
able to register for a course. In 1939, he defended his medical thesis on the
subject: La vascularisation veineuse du foie et ses applications aux réesections
et lobectomies hépatiques [The vascularization veins of the liver and its
applications to hepatic resections and lobectomies], resulting from dissection
of more than 200 livers, and awarded a silver medal awarded by the
Faculty of Medicine of Paris. He also became a lecturer at the Hanoi School
of Medicine post-1945. Likewise, Dang Thai Mai was an intellectual given
higher education. He reminisced about his time at the University of Education
in his autobiography and that his years of studying at Hanoi University of
Education helped him gain remarkable achievements. In addition to the
practical goal of supplementing the training of teachers dedicated to
teaching literature and literary history and inspiring the students. Professors
were keen on the questions of method from both an aesthetic and historical
point of view. Commenting on texts allowed him to familiarize himself with
archival and documentation techniques to explore new opinions and bring
new insights into the future (Mai, 2021, p. 291). Also, he expressed his
gratefulness to the French professor. Mai supposed that he wholly absorbed
the methods of Milon in literature critique. He was impressed by pedagogical
methods in all periods of Milon, which significantly benefited Mai’s further
research (Thao T. V., 2013, p. 312).

Besides, the establishment of 'Ecole supérieure des Beaux-Arts de
l"Indochine (College of Arts in Indochina) encouraged various local students
to be professionally trained under the curriculum of Franco-Vietnamese
higher education. To Ngoc Van, who is considered one of the most influential

Vietnamese artists, experienced the training at this college. Also, Van taught
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at this college during his post-graduating period and became the first
generation of Vietnamese artists subsequent to the August Revolution in
1945. Not only art, but literature research had a sharp rise of Westernized
intellectuals experiencing higher education under French rule. Duong Quang
Ham?, Nguyen Khanh Toan’, Hoang Ngoc Phach?, Do Xuan Hop’, Dao Duy
Anh®, and Pham Quynh’ were vanguards of the academic sphere of Vietnam
and became the first people that restructured the educational hierarchy of
Vietnam after 1945 and released a variety of valuable scientific books for
Vietnamese students. These people greatly benefited from colonial higher
education to run their careers and build national Vietnamese academic

backerounds.

? Duong Quang Ham (1898-1946), is a Vietnamese writer and literary researcher. He has several books
regarding Vietnamese literature and Viét Nam van hoc st yéu is considered the first book related to a
history of Vietnamese literature.

’ Neuyen Khanh Toan (1905-1993), is an erudite scientist in many fields of history, philosophy, and
linguistics with rich knowledge of East and West cultures. He possesses more than 500 books, treatises,
essays, research works published in dozens of newspapers and magazines both at home and abroad.

* Hoang Ngoc Phach (1896-1973), is a Vietnamese novelist. He is famous for his first Vietnamese novel
entitled “To Tam”. He has a wide range of publications regarding Vietnamese literature.

? Do Xuan Hop (1906 - 1985) was a famous physician and a general of the Vietnam People's Army. In 1929,
he graduated from the College of Medicine and Pharmacy and became a medical doctor from 1944.
He was a Lecturer at the Indochina School of Medicine and Pharmacy between 1932 and 1945 and
became one of the people in the first generation of doctors after 1945.

°Dao Duy Anh (1904-1988) is a Vietnamese historian. He contributed to translating a wide range of
Sino-Nom based historical books into Latinized Viethamese language. He was the author of Viet Nam
van héa str cuong (The history of Vietnamese culture), Bat nudc Viét Nam qua cdc doi (The history of
Vietnamese borders, territorial and marine land), etc, which are seen to be the most important textbooks
for Vietnamese students.

" Pham Quynh (1893-1945), is a Vietnamese cultural researcher, journalist, writer and mandarin of the
Nguyen Dynasty (Vietnam). He was a pioneer in promoting the Quoc Ngu script and using the Vietnamese
language. He is the author and translator of many articles and books on literature, philosophy, aphorisms,
fables, operas, and songs in Vietnamese, translated into Viethamese and written as essays. Almost all
of his works were published in Nam Phong magazine.
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6. Conclusions

To capitulate research findings, this article proposed a rational change
in historical perspectives on the role of Franco-Vietnamese higher education
to the wisdom development of Vietnamese people in Tonkin so that some
prejudice that the French benefited from Franco-Vietnamese education to
shape obscurantism and train a generation of myrmidon must be redressed
through scrutinizing archival documents of the French. This article aims at
the enlightenment of Franco-Vietnamese higher education to reshape the
educational hierarchy as well as educate Vietnamese people with an
advanced curriculum and pedagogical methods. Obviously, the French docs
unveil that Franco-Vietnamese higher education is a turning point in the
history of Vietnamese education despite some disadvantages in universal
education. To be honest, the final objective of the French is creating a
generation of French-based officials, not for universal education. However,
some proofs let us understand that the opportunities for the Vietnamese in
Franco-Vietnamese higher education were equitable. Objectively, the
development of Franco-Vietnamese higher education brought Vietnamese
people in Tonkin a great advantage of modern education rather than
a didactic and obsolete education of Confucian schools. This is the first time
Vietnamese higher education students have experienced state-of-the-art
education with a richness of pedagogical methods, down-to-earth theories,
and achievements of humankind sciences in the world. Thus it is undeniable
that Franco-Vietnamese higher education opened up a bright vista for the
development of Vietnamese people and local sciences and sharpen the

directions of the French to shape a comprehensive higher education in Tonkin.
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Abstract

The research objective of this study was to investigate the motivation
which allowed teenagers to consume online and offline media. The
qualitative method was designed to collect insight information of media
consumption through online interviews from International College for
Sustainability Studies at Srinakharinwirot University (SWUIC). Four small group
discussions from four years of study with 12 key informants were conducted
to test data reliability regarding the triangulation concept. The content
analysis was employed to interpret the data and code the main themes from
the key informants. The results of the study revealed that SWUIC students,
as teenagers, consumed online media more than offline media. The highest
rank of media consumption was motivated by leisure. The second order
motivation was an intention to be entertained and learn new things.

Managerial implications from this study were presented at the end of article.

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1. Introduction

Many technologies have been developed for people’s convenience
and access, thus possessing many applications for reading, watching, playing,
chit-chat, and searching on online platforms, such as news, specific information,
E-books, other reading online platforms (Barton, Adams, Browne &
Arrastia-Chisholm, 2021). These applications also support games, and there
are various applications to watch TV series and movies, along with social
media.

In the past, Thai teenagers spent more time on offline media than
online media, especially in early teenage, as access to online media was not
as popular in earlier generations as it is in the present. Therefore, teenagers
in the past era spent their time on offline media more than online media.
This was because newspaper and television were considered to be the most
trustful media for teenagers in those days (Siricharoen & Siricharoen, 2012).

Conversely to old times, technology development has achieved new
heights, such as introduction of smartphones, social media, the internet,
online sites and online games. Thai teenagers spend more time on online
media (Klobas et al., 2018; Omar & Wang, 2020; Twenge, Martin, & Spitzbersg,
2019) as smartphones and high-speed internet access have developed and
proved to be convenient for people. This caused offline media began to
decline. Thai teenagers now prefer watching videos on YouTube and listen
to Clubhouse or podcasts rather than using offline media, such as television
and radio (Tangkitvanich & Wongkitrungruang, 2011; Twenge et al., 2019). In
this digital era, the behavior of teenagers has changed as they use online
media and spend more time online, causing a decline in both television and
print media. This is because a few online media, such as Webtoon, Comico,
Readawrite, Joylada, Dek-d, and Tanwalai, provide free reading access, which

is of interest and convenience to the teenagers.
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Nevertheless, many Thai teenagers are still passionate and love the
classic offline media, as they enjoy collecting or owning books or magazines,
such as manga books (Premkamonmart, 2014). Some teenagers feel that
print books provide a sense of ownership and physical evidence more than
using electronic books (E-book). Although Thai teenagers use less offline
media, (Ripollés, 2012) they also still indulge in offline activities, such as
reading fiction or watching dramas and news on television.

As in the age of teenagers defined by UNICEF (2018), International
College for Sustainability Studies at Srinakharinwirot University (SWUIC)
students seems to use different media with diverse purposes corresponding
to Premkamonmart (2014). However, literature relevant to these diverse
motivations of teenagers’ media consumption is still unclear and scant
(Puspitarini & Hanif, 2019), and therefore need further investigation

especially on motivation of media consumption (Demircioglu & Chen 2019).

2. Research Objective

Consequently, to bridge the knowledge paucity on the issue and
further explore the different motivations of media consumption between
online and offline platforms, this study aims at examining personal motivation
for media consumption of Thai teenagers using International College for
Sustainability Studies at Srinakharinwirot University (SWUIC) students as a

contextual setting.

3. Literature Review

Media refers to the channels or platforms that provide information,
knowledge, or entertainment. Media is an important tool for daily life

needed by people for their convenience in terms of entertainment,
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knowledge, information, and social communication. People can choose
various types of media based on their own liking (Barton et al, 2021).
Teenagers spend more time to use several types of media, depending upon
different preferences and motivations. This research aims to analyze the
usage motivation on media which influences Thai teenagers.
3.1 Types of media
There are two major types of media: online media and offline
media. In both of these types of media, there are several platforms or
channels which provide access to content, information, entertainment, and
knowledge on different devices.
3.1.1 Online media
Online media or digital media refers to the media which one
can access over the internet. The media is distributed, viewed, and stored
on electronic platforms or devices, such as the internet, websites, e-books,
social media, and online applications. This type of media helps people to
easily access and search information or entertainment, which provides
convenience to the user. Nowadays, most teenagers turn to use online
media more than in the past, especially the internet. Siricharoen and
Siricharoen (2012) revealed that young users around the world, who turn to
the internet for information, social interaction, communication, and
entertainment, are increasing more than in the past. In addition, there are
many platforms which the teenagers typically use. Two of the popular online
media among Thai teenagers are social media and in-app reading applications.
Moreover, there are several other online media platforms, which are listed

below.
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3.1.1.1 Internet

Internet is the most popular online platform for adults,
children, and teenagers to access and search for information and entertainment.
Moreover, the birth of internet innovation has had a substantial influence
on people. Internet is a large contributing factor to influence the change in
people’s views on convenience and user-friendliness (Thadeshwar & Joglekar,
2016). Nowadays, most young people or teenagers search and seek
information and news on the internet as their first choice. Research by
Freeman (2013) showed that there were 61.6% of respondents who
selected the internet as the most often used source of news and 42.2% of
respondents selected magazine as their least chosen source of news.

3.1.1.2 E-book

An e-book refers to an electronic book allowing the readers
to read on a digital device, such as a computer, tablet or smartphone. Today,
there are many readers in Thailand who use e-books, especially among Thai
teenagers, as they pose no need for storage; they are cheaper, easily
maintained, contribute to save paper, and provide convenience to access
information. However, an e-book is a platform lacking physical sense, and
sometimes difficult to flip the page quickly. One of the popular e-book
markets in Thailand is in-app reading. According to Premkamonmart (2014),
the word in-app reading means that the purchased e-book must be read on
the specific application. Examples of e-book in-app reading include
ReadAwrite, Dek-d, Joylada, Tunwalai, Fictionlog, etc.

3.1.1.3 Online news

Online news is the platform which is developed from
traditional news according to the change in social trends and consumer
behavior. Online news is news published on the internet or website. In the

present situation, traditional news is declining, which affects news publishers
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who are beginning to publish news on online platforms to stay in the market.
Moreover, news journalism has increased as there are more opportunities
to change newsrooms to increase the number of readers in both traditional
news and online news platform. Tangkitvanich and Wongkitrungruang (2011)
suggested that currently, many news publishers are experimenting to use
‘e-papers’, such as Bangkok Post and Post Today, to provide readers with
access to the newspaper easily through the application on an iPad or iPhone.
Nowadays, there are many readers who turn to read online more than
traditional news as it is accessible and quick. Freeman (2013) stated that
people turned to use online news more than offline news as it was abundant,
easy to access, and easy to find.

3.1.1.4 Social software

Social software is the system that allows users to work,

communicate, collaborate, and interact with people (Beheshti-Kashi &
Makki, 2013). Social software includes four categories.

- Personal publishing or weblog, which is a website for
people to write and publish their own writing, such as blogs,
and real-time newspaper, such as Twitter.

- Platforms or applications, which are most-widely used
among teenagers, such as Facebook, Twitter, and YouTube.

- Information management tools are the tools which help
to support information, such as social bookmarking services
and social newsrooms.

- Wikis is a technology that allows users to edit a public

article.
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3.1.2 Offline media

Offline media or traditional media reforms to any platform
of mass communication available to use before the advent of online media
or digital media, such as television, radio, newspapers, print books, and
magazines. At present, there are still many offline media, with television
being the most popular. As surveyed by Siricharoen and Siricharoen (2012),
the influence of media on Thai teenagers is shown in Table 1. Although
today there are more readers who are starting to read and use online media,
television media is still popular among teenagers for their use of watching
the news, dramas, series, and television programs. Thus, offline media remains
important for teenagers’ usage even though some platforms of offline media

have declined, such as newspapers and magazines.

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3.1.2.1 Newspaper

Newspaper is one of the offline media or traditional media
which is not as popular now due to changing trends of consumer behavior
in the digital era. Newspaper is a trustworthy platform as the user trusts the
accuracy and the completeness of the news and information. However, in
this era, most users depend less on newspapers because the present online
news can provide the trust, accuracy and completeness of the news and
information which is not different from the newspaper. On the contrary,
newspapers are still widely read by adults and senior citizens, however, they
are not popular among teenagers. According to Freeman (2013), the
teenagers in Malaysia consume news through online media, especially the
internet and social networking sites. This is the reason why the number of
newspaper readers in Malaysia has declined among teenagers. Nevertheless,
some teenagers still read a newspaper more than online news. Pandey (2019)
revealed that in 21st-century, youth are relying on a hard copy of the
newspaper than an e-paper, and it shows the relevance of print media even
in the internet era.

3.1.2.2 Television

Television or TV is the most popular platform of offline
media because this type of media is easy to access for everyone regardless
of their age. Freeman (2013) found that TV news is the highest media
consumption among teenagers in Malaysia. However, in this era, teenagers
also spend their time to use other digital devices instead of watching video
or TV programs. Currently, teenagers have many online platforms which are
similar to television, such as YouTube, Netflix, Line TV, Viu, etc. TV shows
which can be watched on tablets and accessed through an application, such
as Netflix and Hulu, affect TV consumption as teenagers turn to use those

applications instead of TV (Twenge et al., 2019). Nonetheless, television is

the most popular offline media, with a high consumption even in the digital
era.

3.1.2.3 Radio

Radio is one of the platforms interacting between listeners
and radio operators by hearing various contents such as music and news.
Previously, people listened to the broadcast radio through an analog
receiver. Yet, digital platforms recently take over the old platforms. When
the world is changed, these platforms tried to adapt to match the new era.
For example, music streaming becomes an online platform such as on the
website, YouTube, and Spotify. Although radio has adapted well to the
digital world, there are still few teenagers today interested in this media.
According to Pedrero-Esteban, Barrios-Rubio, & Medina-Avila (2019), they
reported that radio and podcast consumption among youth is lesser and
60% of them do not listen to radio on smartphone.

3.1.2.4 Book or Magazine

Books or magazines are a type of print media, which, at the
present, is available on both offline and online platforms. Some researchers
have compared the rate of online book and magazine usage with print
media. Premkamonmart (2014) showed that 46.6% of respondents read the
book almost every day and more often, while only 22.8% read it when it
was in electronic version. 40.2% of respondents read magazines once a week
or more often, while the rate changed to 25.3% when they were available
as an electronic version. Clearly exhibited in Figure 1 and 2, teenagers today
use both online and offline versions of books and magazines. This diverse

motivations for media consumption justifies the significance of this study.
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3.2 Media Consumption among Teenagers
In media consumption, almost all teenagers select the option of
using media both offline media and online media, which further depend on
the individual’s preference and motivation. There are several factors
affecting media consumption among teenagers.
3.2.1 Social trends
Social trends have influence teenagers’ attitudes, beliefs,
ways of life, and behaviors. Both in Thailand and foreign countries, usage
behavior and consumer behavior of the media following the social trends is
the same. At present, offline media usage has declined because people,
regardless of their age bracket, turn to use online media as it is popular,
on-trend, and easy to access. According to Siricharoen and Siricharoen (2012),
the study revealed that the internet, email, and social media are the most
popular media among teenagers in Thailand, such as Dek-D, Facebook, Blogs,
Kapook, etc. In contrast, teenagers also preferred offline media as they often
watched television programs, read a newspaper, magazine, or any print
media according to their interest. The research results of Pandey (2019)
indicated that education, motivation, society and technology related news

or content attract the youth the most (Figure 3).

3.2.2 Age and gender

Age and gender also influence media consumption among
teenagers as different ages and genders consume various content on both
types of media. Jere and Davis (2011) suggested that gender could affect
the use and gratifications for internet and magazine. It was because men
were eager to search for information technology than women (Jackson, Ervin,
Gardner & Schmitt, 2001). However, these effects could differ between
developing and developed countries (Yang & Wu, 2007).

In addition, Ripollés (2012) revealed that age is one variable
which confirmed that the news consumption of teenagers grows with age
(Table 2). It was because they are interested in societal and political news
relevant to public debates. They also prefer to develop their civic consciousness

through media consumption.

3.2.3 Motivation
Motivation is one of the important factors which affect
consumer behavior to do something or the willingness to do something.
There are many factors that influence the motivation towards using online
media and offline media among teenagers. Flavian and Gurrea (2006) stated
that there are four basic reasons that influence the reader to read the news:
- Searching for specific information, as some readers may
need the specific content on news, such as he/she wants
to know about the current economy in the country.
- Updating news, as readers want to consume the news
updated and quickly, such as breaking news.
- Leisure and entertainment, meaning that they read the
news for rest in their leisure time.

- Habit
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In addition, the digital era has many media platforms which
influence their motivation in terms of selecting to use between offline and
online media. Beheshti-Kashi and Makki (2013) indicated that 82.2% do not
use social media as the articles are not written by journalists, while 66%
stated that social media provide deeper information compared to offline
media (Beheshti-Kashi & Makki, 2013). Besides, online and offline media use
differs depending on individual motivation. The findings of Jere and Davis
(2011) stated that both types of media provide different motivation and
gratification; using an online magazine could also drive offline readership and
strengthen the magazine brands.

3.2.4 Media contents

The cover or the content of the media also affects consumer
behavior and motivation for selecting or purchasing offline and online media.
Premkamonmart (2014) showed that the key criteria for purchasing a book
are content which consumer judges it by seeing book sample, cover page
moderately influence purchase decision.

3.2.5 Habits

The habits of an individual in the digital era also changed in
terms of consuming online news instead of offline news especially internet
usage because of the changing of social trends and the convenience that is
increasing in the modern era. the impact of changing the people's habits of
reading news is online news as online news offer short news which is people
preferred (Thadeshwar & Joglekar, 2016).

3.3 Theory of Uses and Gratification
The theory of uses and gratification or (UGT) is the theory which
analyzes and researches the several motivations of people towards media.
This theory studies the uses and gratifications’ perspective of people which

involves all types of media, such as newspaper, television, radio, social

media, internet, e-book, and so on. The emphasis is on continuous logical
explanation of demand and the origin of demand, motivation, behavior, and
subsequent preferences. This theory approaches to seek the motivation in
order to understand the media's selection of teenagers. Although, this
theory is the oldest one of research study theory, but it is also influential in
terms of media and communication. Wimmer and Dominick (2009) revealed
that the uses and gratification theory began in the 1940s when the researchers
questioned why consumer behavior affects the use of media platforms, such
as radio and newspaper. However, many researchers revealed that the uses
and gratification is the argument of Katz (1959) about communication research
(Katz, 1959). This theory is the program which questions what people do to
media. According to theorists, they sought to compare the relative importance
of media with other means of fulfilling each need (Katz, Gurevitch, & Haas,
1973). Five categories of human needs:

- Cognitive needs are the knowledge or acquiring information
which consumers need to understand the social environment,
exploration and curiosity.

- Affective needs motivate the consumer to follow their emotions
or make them happy, such as aesthetics, emotional experiences,
and pleasure.

- Personal identity is the need for a personal factor, such as the
need to increase confidence and socialization.

- Social interaction is related to people, such as family, friends,
networking, and the people around them.

- Escapism is the need to avoid stress regardless of if it is work,

study or other stress.
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On the other hand, arguments from Rubin (1981) suggested that there
are eight different motives to consume television and other types of media:
- Pass time is to wait for time to pass or to do something to kill

time.

- Companionship, as meeting with people, friends, or networking,
such as watching a series, movie, or television program together.

- Escape is doing something to escape the pressure or deadline to
submit work or other.

- Enjoyment is feeling entertained while watching television.

- Social interaction creates a feeling of connection with other
people, such as watching and discussing TV series or television
content.

- Relaxation, such as relaxing after work.

- Information is the acquiring of information or the need to be
informed about an event.

- Excitement refers to feeling excited while watching exciting content
on television, such as a crime movie or mystery movie.

As the study employed the qualitative analysis, the research conceptual

framework can be expressed in words as follows:

This study aims at examining the diverse motivations of SWUIC
students, as a teenager, for media consumption. The theory of uses and
gratification (UGT) is employed as a grounded framework to develop the set
of interview questions and describe the different motivations among SWUIC
students. Qualitative datasets are collected through online small group
discussions and analyzed by using content analysis. The results shed light

on motivation for online versus offline media consumption.
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4. Research Methods

This research methodological design was based on a qualitative
approach, as this technique intends to reach the objective of the research
to gain insight on the perspective of teenagers in a digital era about their
motivation to consume online and offline media. Teherani, Martimianakis,
Stenfors-Hayes, Wadhwa, and Varpio (2015) stated that the qualitative
approach indicates the events which germinate, and the result of these
events from various perspectives from those involved. This technique helped
the researcher to observe and investigate the real opinion and attitude
through an interview process to achieve the goal and objective of this
research.

According to Brewer (1997), a small group discussion opens the
opportunity for everyone to contribute the ideas for others to talk, discuss,
and ponder. Discussion allows people to share and interchange the ideas in
the context of a small group under the presenter. Hence, small group
discussions are the method to collect data for this study. The inclusive
criteria for selecting the key informants are as follows:

- Age. Referring to UNICEF (2018), age range from 15 to 24 years old

is considered as a teenager which defined by United Nations.

- Gender. As one of the key factors, gender also affects and influences
teenager motive and behavior in selection of media usage.

- Education level. Each level may have a different and similar motive
on media selection. In this research study, the researcher conducts
small group discussions from first to fourth year SWUIC students.
The step for data collection can be described as follows:

- Students at International College for Sustainability Studies at
Srinakharinwirot University (SWUIC) were treated as key informants,

who can be seen as teenagers consuming media.
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- Once each key informant from SWUIC meets the inclusive criteria,
he or she was asked to participate an interview session.

- Due to the COVID-19 situation, small group discussion was held
using an online platform (Google Meet).

- The key informant groups were divided into four cases in order to
meet triangulation concepts. Each group contained three students
from each year, hence the total key informants were 12 students
(Table 3).

- Each group was asked by a set of questions developed by the
theory of uses and gratification (UGT). The example of questions
are as follows:

- In daily life, which types of media are you often using between
offline media and online media? Why?

- If online media, which media do you use?

- If offline media, which media do you use?

- Which types of offline media do you prefer? Why are you motivated
to use it?

- Which types of online media do you prefer? Why are you motivated

to use it?
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- What kind of content are you most interested in and why?
- Please rank the top 5 motivations that you would choose to select
offline and online media. Why?

To analyze the data, the content analysis was employed to code the
main theme of collected information. According to White and Marsh (2006),
content analysis is the technique to create replicable and accurate inferences
from the context. Content analysis is a flexible method used to solve
problems in the information of the study, no matter if the study is conducted
alone or in conjunction with other methods (White & Marsh, 2006). Therefore,
content analysis was a reasonable analysis to interpret the data. To ensure
reliability of the data, keywords from 12 key informants met the property of
data saturation. Coding the repetitive keywords from each small group

allowed the authors to prepare the findings for this study.

5. Research Results

To answer the research question, the authors found that all of SWUIC
students used online media more than offline media because of two main
reasons. They believed that online media were convenient to use, and they
have updated real-time information, which keeps them up to date. Some
of the key informants mentioned that:

“I normally used both online and offline media based on different
routines.” (Key informant no.8, 2021)

Instagram and Twitter were the most popular online applications used
by SWUIC students. Most of them selected to use social media because it
provided happiness and entertainment which helped them to relax.
Another reason was that they believed it was easy to communicate with

people due to social media, which is a large platform used by many people
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to follow the news and find inspiration. One of the key informants revealed
that:

“Following the news from social media could provide rich information,
and several perspectives.” (Key informant no.3, 2021)

However, even in the digital era, most SWUIC students still used offline
media, especially books and television. Some of the key informants said that:

“During the Covid-19 situation, sometimes smartphones and online
media made me bored. Therefore, | changed to read a book for finding
some new inspirations. And it was the motivation driving me to use offline
media.” (Key informant no.7, 2021)

From the discussions, the motivations to select books were education
and leisure. Besides, SWUIC students were motivated to watch television for
two reasons: curiosity to know the facts to gain more details and following
the news. Another reason was leisure to be relaxed with interesting content.
Moreover, the current content of the media consists of several genres, such
as entertainment, politics, education, games, and others. Nevertheless, SWUIC
students mostly consume media for entertainment because they are curious
to know a celebrity’s life and his or her lifestyle. Some of the key informants
stated that:

“I like to watch entertainment news, such as recommendations of
places to eat, or traveling by celebrities, because it helps me relax.”
(Key informant no.6, 2021)

Therefore, there were several motivations that SWUIC students
mentioned about online media and offline media usage. From the interview,
the researcher arranged five ranks for the motivations that influenced SWUIC
students to select the type of media. The first rank of motivation was leisure
or escapism from stress, because they often used media when they were

stressed or tired from work and needed to relax. The second rank was
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entertainment and learning new things, as media helped to increase the
color of life and gave them happiness, while also providing new things to
learn. The third rank was to pass time when they felt bored, or to communicate
with people, finding more information, and following news or news of those
around them. The fourth rank of motivation was comfortable while the fifth
rank was curiosity, trend, and specific information.

Some students revealed that she used media to reach out to people,
especially adults, because some adults do not use online media, and when
talking to adults, she could not use too much online media. While some of
them said that curiosity was a motivation which made her go and see what
happened because sometimes, she knew what happened, but she did not

know in detail, which made her want to find more details.

6. Discussion

The research result summarized that SWUIC students frequently used
online media more than offline media, and most of them use social media
especially Instagram and Twitter. This corresponds to Siricharoen and
Siricharoen (2012), who revealed that internet, email, and social media were
the most popular media among Thai teenagers, such as Facebook, Dek-d,
Blogs, etc. The motivations to use social media are entertainment, leisure,
and social interaction, which corresponds to Flavian and Gurrea (2006),
Katz et al. (1973) and Rubin (1981) who stated that leisure and entertainment
are two of the basic reasons which influence the reader to consume the
news.

Social interaction is one of the human needs, according to the
theory of uses and gratification. Based on the theory of uses and gratification,

there are eight different motives for consuming television content, including
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social interaction. However, the researcher found that even though SWUIC
students used online media more than offline media, they still used offline
media, especially books and television, for leisure, to follow the news, and
to find information for studies, which showed that books and television were
still popular among SWUIC students. It was because a book still was the
necessary media for learning such as exam preparation. Some of the key
informants mentioned in detail that:

“I love the physical sense of a book more than reading through an
online platform like e-books. It is because it made me eyestrain when
looking at the smartphone for a long time.” (Key informant no.6, 2021)

Television is another offline media that SWUIC students mentioned
because it provides various contents and information. Also, it enables
family members to spend time together. This finding corresponds to Freeman
(2013) and Siricharoen and Siricharoen (2012), who indicated that TV news
is the highest media consumption among teenagers in Malaysia, and the
most influential of media on children and Thai youths is television.

In terms of the motivation to use the book, our findings correspond
to Premkamonmart (2014), as they revealed that the key criteria for
purchasing a book is the content, judged by the consumer by seeing the
book sample and cover page, which moderately influence a purchase
decision. Some of the key informants revealed that:

“The reason driving me to purchase a book is the content. The
cover page is also one of the motivations that driving her to read a book.”
(Key informant no.3, 2021)

However, the researcher found that the motivation for SWUIC students
to consume media was entertainment, which is inconsistent with Pandey
(2019) who indicated that education, motivation, society, and technology-

related news or content attracts the youth most. As a result of the interview,
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the students aged 18 to 22 showed that they had a similar motivation
for consuming both types of media which were for leisure and relaxation.

Moreover, SWUIC students at this age prefer to consume the content
that they are interested in, along with the desire to learn new things.
Furthermore, they normally use media for several uses, including interactions
with people and exchanging ideas, to kill time, escapism or relaxation when
they are tired or stressed, and curiosity, which all correspond to the theory
of uses and gratification. Similar to Katz et al. (1973) and Rubin (1981),
as they stated that cognitive needs consist of curiosity or acquiring to know
the information, social interaction, and escapism.

Additionally, media convenience and social trends were two reasons
why SWUIC students chose to use both types of media, which were not
indicated in the theory of uses and gratification. This corresponds to
Beheshti-Kashi and Makki (2013), who indicated that social media offers

deeper information compared to offline media.

7. Conclusion and Managerial Implications

As the objective of this research was to investigate the motivation of
SWUIC students’ usage towards online media and offline media, it can be
seen that leisure was the highest motivation among SWUIC students because
they needed to relax. As a result, the researcher found that the content that
teenagers were most interested in was entertainment, as it helped them to
destress and relax. Moreover, social media was the most popular type of
online media that all of the key informants preferred to consume, and in
this digital era, all of them preferred to use online media more than offline
media because of many factors such as leisure, entertainment, finding

information, social interaction, and others. However, the use of offline media
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still persisted in teenagers, especially books and television, but the motivation
to use it was curiosity, as they preferred to compare the facts between
online and offline media. Another motivation to consume offline media was
leisure or relaxation when they did not want to use online media.
Studying motivations of teenagers for media consumption provides
managerial implications. Firstly, to reach this target group, which is a
teenager segment, apart from online media platforms, offline media should
never be neglected since there are some teenagers that are still interested
in offline media consumption. Secondly, marketing communication, using
the keywords relevant to “leisure” and conveying messages that reflect
leisure from media consumption, will draw attention from teenager market
segment since this factor is the most influential in motivating teenagers to
use online and offline media. However, to generalize the idea of these
implications, future research may additionally design the quantitative method
and collect data with larger sample sizes. By doing this, it will allow for a

more precise marketing communication plan to the target group.
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Abstract

This study synthesized research related to teaching of reading aloud
and spelling Thai words for foreign students during the years 2007 to 2020.
It aimed at studying innovations used to improve the ability to read aloud
and spell Thai word among foreign learners and studying the target areas in
developing such abilities. Data were collected and analyzed using descriptive
statistics, i.e., percentages. The sample was 22 master's and doctoral thesis.
The tools used in the research were a summary of the details of the research.
And presenting the results of the research synthesis together with a description
of the findings.

The finding of the research were

1. Most of the research innovated the innovations that were designed
to help Chinese learning (40.90%), followed by Japanese (4.54%), Vietnamese
(4.54%), and Burmese (4.54%) respectively. It also included the innovation
developed for foreigner learners in general regardless of their nationalities
(45.45%). The most used trials were single-group trials and pre-post trials
(63.63%), followed by single-group trials and post-experimental trials (13.63%)
and there were some studies that did not experiment with the sample (22.7%).
The sampling process was mostly selectively selected (68.18%), followed by
simple randomization (9.09%) and No sample (22.72%)

2. The most innovations used to improve the ability of reading aloud
and/or spelling Thai words were skill exercises (54.54%), followed by textbooks
(22.72%), activity packs (9.09%). Teaching media from computers (9.09%)
and teaching Models (4.54%), respectively for the concept, the most used
theory is linguistic theories (50 percent) and integrated integration of group

processes, games, storytelling activities (59.09)
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3. Developing the ability to read aloud and/or spell Thai words in
terms of word composition. There are developments in the following areas:
Consonants were found the most (36.36%), followed by consonants, vowels
and tones (31.81%), consonants and vowels (18.18%), and the least was
vowels (13.63%), which was the development of abilities in all 3 areas.

Consonants consist of single consonant the diphthong consonants,
preceding consonants, final consonants and consonants marked with a
posthumous mark on the vowel side consist of short vowels and long
vowels, single vowels, compound vowels, and excess vowels which consists
of a fixed vowel, the transforming vowels and the deforming vowels, and
finally, the tonal aspect. These 3 areas are skills that have been developed

from 22 researches.

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Abstract

This research aims to 1) study the silk industry promotion of Laos’s
government 2) to study the silk trade in Vientiane Capital, and 3) to analyze
the changing of Laotian silk weaving patterns in Vientiane Capital, Lao
People’s Democratic Republic (Lao PDR.) The qualitative research method
was applied in the study. Twenty-five key informants consist of silk weavers,
silk shop owners, and silk customers. A semi-structured interview guide that
constructed by the researcher applying as a tool in the research. Semi-
structured interview methods and non-participant observation techniques
are utilized in data collection. Content analysis method and descriptive

analysis are operated in the data analysis phase. The finding showed that
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the promotion of the textile industry policy and the SMEs implementation
project from the government leads to establishing a silk weaving group in
the community. It also encourages investment in trading businesses and silk
factories in the private sector which composed of 3 groups: 1) silk hawkers,
2) silk shop owners, and 3) silk weaving factories. In addition, Lao silk
weaving has changed from the era of traditional silk weaving, which is
weaving cloth for household use, to the era of silk weaving after promoting
industry and trade. It consists of 3 weaving patterns namely, 1) community
weaving groups, 2) hiring silk weaving in the household, and 3) full-time silk
weaving employment in the factory. Increasing demand for silk and the
variety of silk patterns in the market is a factor that changes the way of

weaving silk in the present day as well.
