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Differences of Meaning and Concept of Nature between
the Thais Inhabiting in Urban Areas and the Thais
Inhabiting in Rural Areas: A Case Study of Bangkok
Metropolitan Region and Phetchaburi Province
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Abstract

This paper looks on the Thai urbane’s and the Thai rural people’s meanings
of nature in which differ from Western concepts of nature and Western natural
conservation approach in order to understand influences on the Thai urbane’s and
the Thai rural people’s behaviors in environment. Their meanings of nature can be
applied into natural conservation and management policies in Thai urban and rural
areas which is consistent and suitable with social context and the local’s meanings
and values. This enhances environmental sustainability. The research methods include
both literature review and questionnaire survey. Two key sampling groups in the
questionnaire survey are the Thais in metropolitan areas and the Thais in rural areas.
They are totally 751 people. The results reveal various meanings of nature between
both groups that can be concluded into six concepts of nature: firstly “nature as
the functional or resource”, secondly “nature as the inheritance”, thirdly “nature
as the surrounded environment”, next “nature as the aesthetics”, then “nature as

the process or system”, and finally “nature as the intellectual and spiritual”
