Dvaravati Terracotta Roof Tile :
New Data from the Excavation at Ancient Nakhon Pathom

Abstract

Our prior knowledge about Dvaravati terracotta roof tiles (circa the 7"—11" century AD. or 1,450

1,050 years ago) is based on the archaeological records which have been found from the monumental

excavation at Ku Bua (Ratchaburi province), U Thong (Suphan Buri province), and Sri Mahosot (Prachinburi

province). While the excavation at many Dvaravati monuments at the ancient city of Nakhon Pathom and the

1981 cultural excavation at Phra Pathon sub-district, that was conducted by Phasook Indrawooth, show no
evidence of any roof tile.

However, many pieces of terracotta roof tiles were discovered by the author during the 2009 - 2010
excavation at the site of Hor-Ek and Dhammasala. So, the author aims to present this new data of the Dvaravati
terracotta roof tile, which consider mainly about its attributes : form, size and material compound, in order to
use this information as a preliminary record for further intensive research.
