A manuscript, including 500-words abstract, can be in Thai or English and up to 6000-8000 words
in length and may include up to twenty images that will be printed in black/white at approximately
Ad size. In the first instance, the paper should be submitted as a pdf file containing the full text
and images (in place or following the text). The submitted paper will be sent to three independent
reviewers who will advise the editor as to its suitability and standard. Authors will be informed

of the decision and, if considered suitable, how the paper may need to be revised or improved

to a standard suitable for publication. Final versions of papers and images must be submitted in

electronic form via the ThaiJo/NAJUA website or the editor’s email.
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
