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Abstract

The most crucial factor in the prosperity of the nation is that the politicians uphold
moral principles, as Thai society has moved toward materialism in recent years. Buddhist
ethics are absent among people, who are just concerned with exploitation without regard
for morals or ethics. One of the key issues that contributes to social unrest is a lack of

political ethics, and political leaders are crucial to the advancement of the nation and the



ability of its citizens to live in peace. Political leaders often cause issues in society in
a variety of ways if they lack political morals and ethics. Buddhist Ethics for Political Leaders
is one strategy that can be used to effectively resolve ethical issues for political leaders
because it is connected to the principles of governance that will support executives,
politicians, and people in general, regardless of their profession, by strengthening them with
a concentrate on the Dharma.

The author of this article would like to demonstrate the significance of Buddhist
ethics for political leaders as well as the place and value of religion in society. The
strengthening of Buddhist ethics for politicians, specifically the four sublime states of mind
(Brahmawihan Dharma), the paths of accomplishment (Itthibaht), and the three good

conduct principles (Sujjarita).
