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Abstract

This academic article aims to study the utilitarian woven fabrics of ancient Tai-Yuan
women in Laplae District, Uttaradit Province, focusing on the lifestyles as reflected in oral
literature. The study examines the lifestyles represented through the forms and patterns of
these utilitarian fabrics. The data referenced is drawn from research on the lifestyles

reflected in the traditional attire of ancient Tai-Yuan women in Laplae, as depicted in oral
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literature from Uttaradit Province. The findings reveal that the lifestyles reflected through
the forms of utilitarian woven fabrics include items such as shawls, prayer cloths or
handkerchiefs, shoulder cloths, shoulder bags, and decorative pillow ticking. Additionally,
the lifestyles reflected through the patterns of these utilitarian woven fabrics, particularly
those on sarongs and other utilitarian cloths, are characterized by three main elements:

plants, animals, and Dhamma (Buddhist teachings).
