Concept, and Theoretical Model

Abstract

This article provides a literature review of innovative organization in terms
of its definitions, characteristics, and relevant main factors for building theoretical
model. | have used the model as an initial conceptual framework of my research.
In addition, it is very important for an organization to be an innovative organization.
The study finds that an innovative organization refers to the organization that
has management systems facilitating improvement or development of products,
programs, processes, and managements. In other words, an innovative organization
is the organization that has innovation management. This review concludes the
crucial characteristics of innovative organization are found to compose of four
main elements: 1) innovation leadership; 2) organizational structure to support
innovation management; 3) organizational climate to promote learning, creativity,
and innovation; and 4) work systems to support personnel’s creative ideas.
Furthermore, it also finds three main factors which are relevant to innovative

organization: 1) learning organization; 2) knowledge management; and
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4 N
3) organizational culture. This findings support organizations to develop for being

an innovative organization that is able to achieve sustainable innovativeness.
