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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study the relationship between
living with sufficiency economy philosophy and subjective well-being in
agriculturists, and to compare the differences of living with sufficiency
economy philosophy and subjective well-being of farmers of a sufficiency
economy philosophy village and general farmers. Participants were 200
farmers who live in a sufficiency economy philosophy village and 200 general

farmers.
The results are as follows:

1. Living with sufficiency economy philosophy has significant positive

correlation with subjective well-being.

2. Farmers of a sufficiency economy philosophy village have

significantly bhigher score in subjective well-being than general farmers.

3. Living with sufficiency economy philosophy, the amount of land
in agriculture, agricultural income, and the number of family members,

together, can predict subjective well-being.

4. For all samples, living with sufficiency economy philosophy has
the highest regression coefficient, comparing to the amount of land in

agriculture, agricultural income, and the number of family members.
