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Abstract

The objectives of this research are to study the risk factors relating to
Thai Muslim youth’s aggressive bebavior in the three southern border
provinces of Thailand. The research collected data by interviewing 4,320 Thai
Muslim youth, and using R and EcStat computer program in analyzing

frequency, percentage, chi-square test, odd ratio, and logistic regression

coefficient.

It is found that twenty two point three percent of Thai Muslim youth
in the three southern border provinces, as reported, had (ever) aggressive
behavior. There were 5 factors that were statistically significant associations
with Thai Muslim youth’s aggressive behaviors which included observe
parents quarrelling, Islamic nurture, religious knowledge level, religious

practice level and types of games.

Thai Muslim youth that were more likely to expresses aggressive

bebavior were those who often observe parents quarrelling (1.25 times), who

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reported low and moderate level of Islamic nurture (2.09 times and 1.64
times), who did not study Islamic doctrine (2.40 times), who practices low
level of Islamic activities (1.52 times), and who preferred action/fighting game
(1.22 times).
