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ABSTRACT

This research was aimed to study; 1) the entrepreneurship level of the community
enterprise administrative committee, 2) the innovation of the community enterprise, 3) the
performance of community enterprises, 4) the differences of entrepreneurship level,
innovation and performance when classified by time of operation of community enterprise,
and 5) the influence of entrepreneurship on the performance of community enterprises through
innovation. The population was the community enterprise administrative committee; sample
size was 238 samples and used the proportional sampling and simple random sampling.
5-level questionnaire and interview were used as an instruments to examine content validity
from literature review and expert review. The Cronbach’s alpha coefficient was used for
reliability testing. Data was analyzed by frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation.
The hypothesis testing was used F-test (One-way analysis of variance ANOVA), Pearson’s
correlation coefficient, simple regression, and multiple regressions. The research found that
the entrepreneurship was the highest, Second, the community enterprise performance, while
the innovation was the lowest. The results of the hypothesis test showed that the timing of
the operation of the community enterprise group had a significant impact on the different of
the entrepreneurship and performance levels. Besides, it was found that entrepreneurship
had positive influence on innovation and performance by standard coefficient (B) 0.91 and
0.74 respectively, and innovation had a positive influence on performance as well by standard
coefficient ([3) 0.67.
