ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study 1) the effectiveness of the implementation in the agricultural
policy to convert a large cassava and 2) the development of agricultural policy to convert a
large cassava in Nakhon Ratchasima province. The key informations were acquired by purposive
sampling which is arable land and is the 1th export area of the country in 9 districts of Nakhon
Ratchasima province, into 3 groups which are 1) district agriculture officer, 2) cassava plant
entrepreneurs, and 3) also groups representing farmers, total 20 persons. Data were collected
using in-depth interviews form which contains semi-structured interview form, analysis and
summary study.

The results showed that 1) Policy Context Assessment: in overview, the most converted
farmers representative understands the objectives of the project, 2) Input factor: assessment
governmental officials are not sufficient to drive forth the projects, 3) Process Assessment:
problems are found within group managements, including resource management issues
obtained by the government, and 4) Assessing productivity: it is out of the government aims to
convert a large cassava starch factory which would have been higher yield than the market
price of 50 satang. Thus, for a guideline the development of cassava policy, the government must
improve the management knowledge of production quality, and promote networking, public,
private and large group of cassava.
