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ABSTRACT

The latent population is a major problem affecting the efficiency of large-scale urban management.
Therefore, the research purposes were to compare the number and distribution of the latent population
before the epidemic situation of coronavirus disease 2019 (COVID-19) and the current situation, then
to study patterns and objectives of latent population migration that determine the specific latent
population group as those who work in establishments and area agencies of Pattaya and 4 districts,
nearby areas in Bang Lamung, Chonburi. Two sets of questionnaires with confidence were used in both
versions of 0.89 and 0.82, respectively. Data were collected by survey and questionnaire from April 2022 to
August 2022, and analyzed using frequency distribution statistics, percentage, and creating a map of
the number and distribution. The results of the study found that before the COVID-19, the passive population
was active in 6,233 areas, in one-sixth (17.81%) of 445,081 people, spreading out in district 3, which were
mostly hotels and other types of accommodation. However, working places were reduced to 4,714 places, in
1/7.5 (13.47%) and people were also reduced to 246,240, which showed a large migration out of Pattaya,
78.72% with the aim of temporarily returned to original settlements and would return when the disease
situation eases. Therefore, it is an urgent policy of Pattaya city planning for a new wave of latent population
influx and expedite measures to prevent problems and negative impacts covering all dimensions,
including the use of population data in planning the development of Pattaya public services.

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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to create and find the efficiency of the learning activity
package on energy on our planet to attain the efficiency of 80/80, and compare the learning achievement,
observation skills, and classification skills of students before and after learning by using the learning
activity package. The target groups selected for purposive sampling were thirteen 3rd-grade students.
The research instruments included 1) the learning activity package on energy on our planet, 2) the learning
achievement test which has a discrimination between 0.20-0.50, and 3) the observation skills and
classification skills test which has a discrimination between 0.39-0.75. Data were collected according
to the learning and pretest-posttest. The statistic used in the research were percentage, mean, standard
deviation, and dependent samples t-test. The research findings were as follows; 1) The learning activity
package's energy efficiency on our planet is 93.08/83.08, which is greater than the minimum need,
2) Students' mean learning achievement score was considerably greater after using the learning
activity package than it was before learning at .05 level of significance., and 3) After learning by using
the learning activity package, students’ mean score of observation skills and classification skills was
higher than before learning significantly at a .05 level of significance. The results of the research indicated
that there is learning management using the learning activity package in learning unit of science subject
during the COVID-19 situation.

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ABSTRACT

Knowledge capturing after implementation to keep stakeholders attended and bound up
them with the duty and engaged to the future plan. The study aimed to lessons learned on Base Economy
and Society Driving Project after the COVID-19 pandemic with BCG Economy in Thailand (U2T
for BCG). This study used qualitative research methods. The researcher analyzed documents by
using an open-ended question with approvals. The collective data was synthesized into the summary
report and analyzed by classifying via the assignments. The results found that: 1) the overall operation in
Bangkok city and its perimeter, Northern, Central and Eastern, Southern, and Northeastern (Isan)
the total of 77 provinces, 2,319 projects, 199 institutions, and 3,566.28 million Thai Baths; 2) the new
success factors in seven important issues; 3) the seven critical issues of problem and obstacle; 4) the
future solution that focused and emphasized on to create/produce /develop /supervise/ response/ emphasize/
explicit (criteria/ penalty/ principle/ public relation/ holding activity (continue/expand)/ report (beginning—
middle—finish). The conclusion showed the further clear achievement of product and service driving
in the area. However, the significant suggestion ensured sustainability and strength of its operation
in the area exactly.

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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to 1) study the context of Ban Don Bay area in Tha Chang District, 2) analyze
public policy processes under the Tha Chang Model project, 3) study factors measuring the success
of the Tha Chang model project, and 4) propose guidelines for driving the Tha Chang model project
in coastal resource management. This mixed-method research had 28 participants purposively sampled and
388 random simple. Data were collected using questionnaires («=0.900) in the area, semi-structured
interview form (10C=0.60-1.00) for in-depth interviews, and focus group discussions. Results showed
Ban Don Bay was a valuable natural treasure occupying marine areas for raising legal and illegal
aquatic animals from the government. Regarding the process, public policy formation was caused by the
dispute between entrepreneurs and fishermen. Public policy alternative development and the gathering of
a group of stakeholders caused decision-making. Public policy implementation is the activity that
reflects cooperation in the area. Public policy evaluation led to a review of the roles, duties, code of law,
regulations, and conditions of government agencies regarding the management of Ban Don Bay area.
Lastly, public policy maintenance success was necessary to carry out continuous improvement of
activities. The indicator of success in public participation was at mostly highest level. The critical driving
directions were establishing a committee to drive projects, activities, regulations, law enforcement,
fund operation center, and communication system. Moreover, it was found that national agencies should
systematically support and assist in solving the problem of resource utilization in Ban Don Bay area.

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ABSTRACT

This study focused in community participation in local economic development in Satun
UNESCO global geopark area. The main objective of the research was to study factors that promote
the development of community enterprises in the Satun UNESCO global geopark towards a sustainable
upgrading of the grassroots economy. This would generate understanding, presentation of information and
promoting integration between stakeholders, especially local communities and the geopark. Data were
collected by in-depth interviews, the researcher identified specific target informants consist of 56 people,
from each community enterprise, which were determined by using a semi-structured interview with a
consistency index between questions and objectives for the entire edition of 0.86. A researcher analyzed
the obtained data in an inductive way. Furthermore, a questionnaire’s questions with a consistency
index greater than 0.50 for all questions were collected by having the target group choose to respond
and to express opinions. The researcher used analysis, namely 0.05 mean and standard deviation in
data analysis. This study found that 1) missions, goals and further development of Satun UNESCO
Global geopark should be in the development strategy of Satun Province; 2) The research data showned
that most community enterprises were highly managed; and 3) Integrated collaborative activities were
(1) maintaining significant geological values and landscapes, (2) having sound management structures and
local participation, (3) providing education and information to relevant stakeholders and participants,
and 4) promoting geological tourism (EX., cave, stalactite, fossil). These were for total continuously
driven economic, social and development activities in the area.

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ABSTRACT

This study relates to the Thai orchid exporter business group under the non-tariff trade barrier.
This study aimed to study problems and obstacles, analyze competitive strategies, and determine competitive
strategies using qualitative research methodologies and selecting 12 key informants using a selectivity
method. The thesis advisor approved a structured interview form to collect data through in-depth interviews,
SWOT analysis, and TOWS matrix brainstorming sessions. The data were analyzed individually and
in summaries by grouping, categorizing, and retrieving key processes with content analysis. Research
findings revealed the following: 1) Problems and obstacles caused by unstable income in exporting
orchids, the outbreak of COVID-19, chemical fumigation of exported orchids, and the quantity and weight
of products in commercial exports of orchids that were not covered by CITES. 2) Competitive strategies
included defensive strategies to find the possibility of determining the direction of strategy and operations,
as well as dealing with obstacles and threats resulting from the use of non-tariff trade barriers, and
passive strategies to mitigate impacts, adapt, and resolve problems to prepare for the implementation
of competitive strategies. 3) It could define three strategies: an entrepreneurial execution strategy, strategies
for determining the roles and responsibilities of government agencies, and strategies for partnerships between
entrepreneurs and the government sector.

Integrating public health and locality was essential for the active personnel with the knowledge,
understanding, and acceptance of the transition from one organization to another. Therefore, this
study aimed 1) to study the preparation, 2) to develop preparation strategies, and 3) to evaluate preparation
strategies.

Applying innovation and technology in participatory action research processes to achieve
research objectives; 1) To create knowledge in managing mango production, 2) To create value-adding
process and value of mango products, and 3) To develop innovations to support the development of mango
producer community enterprises of Non-Chan sub-district community enterprise, Bua Lai District,
Nakhon Ratchasima Province. The target group was determined by a specific method of 15 people,
using a semi-structured interview form approved by the research grant committee to collect data
through in-depth interviews, group discussions analyzing internal and external, and organizing the workshop
activities.

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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study the need of an administration towards a digital school
and to develop strategies of becoming a digital school management. The instruments used were
determined a sample size and experts by applying Taro Yamane Formula as 326 people. Stratified
random sampling method was used with a reliable questionnaire of the present condition equal to 0.84
and the desirable condition equal to 0.86. Simple random sampling method was used for 40 people of the
expert group who were the sample. A probability and appropriation assessment which had an item
consistency index greater than 0.50 by collecting both postal data. Data were analyzed using a statistic
analysis of percentage, mean, and standard deviation. And to find a difference between the present
condition and the desirable condition. The study suggested 7 needs that could be developed to the
administrative strategy for becoming the most appropriation and the most feasibility of a digital school.
The results of the study were as follows: 3 primary strategies ( X =4.89 (appropriation), 4.85(feasibility)),
13 secondary strategies (X =4.89(appropriation), 4.83(feasibility)), and 49 procedures (X =4.89(appropriation),
4.83(feasibility)) that could be applied to a guideline for school administration for becoming a potential
digital school.
