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Abstract

Background and Objective: Supervision, control, supervision and inspection are considered the main
elements of good governance that are effective for success in accounting work. Therefore, this research aims to
study the ethics of auditors and the reliability of auditing. It influences the quality of audit work of certified
public accountants in Thailand.

Methology: Conducting research according to quantitative research methods using survey research methods.
A sample of 400 people used a simple random sampling method. The reliability of the questions in the questionnaire is
between 0.770-0.978 for use in collecting data via electronic mail ( E-mail ) using inferential statistics to test hypotheses
by means of relationship testing. and multiple regression analysis.

Results: Auditor's Code of Ethics regarding Objectivity and Independence Professional behavior Transparency.
It influences the reliability of auditing. Able to predict 76.70 percent , followed by reliability in auditing. The truth of
the information and can be verified Responsibility to stakeholders Neutral side Influence on the quality of audit work.
In terms of fair representation The forecast was 71.10% and the auditor's ethics regarding objectivity and independence.
Professional behavior Transparency It influences the quality of the audit work regarding the accuracy of the financial
statements. The prediction was 61.10% with statistical significance at the 0.05 level.

Discussion: An important characteristic of ethics involves objectivity. Independent conduct and have good
transparency in auditing This allows auditors to use it to find reliable methods for examining financial information and
use it in considering improving accounting standards to gain concrete acceptance from consumers and businesses.

Suggestion: Factors affecting the development of creativity for CPAs in Thailand should be studied in order
to develop audit practitioners with reliable quality, such as professional skills, skills in using digital technology.
Accounting analytical skills and communication skills, etc.

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Abstract

Background and Objective: Drugs abuse impacts individuals, groups, communities, and societies.
The community participatory work process is important mechanisms for current prevention and solution of drugs
problems. This study examined participatory work process with community of community leaders for working on
drugs in a community of Bangkok Metropolitan Area (BMA).

Methology: This study employs qualitative research based on the interpretive phenomenological approach.
A total of 11 individuals consist of key informants were selected through purposive sampling and voluntary participation.
This includes 7 community leaders and 4 members of a drug prevention network. Data collection was conducted using
semi-structured interviews, with a content validity index for the questions ranging between 0.50 and 1.00. In-depth
individual interviews were used to gather data and analyzed using content analysis.

Results: Participatory work process with community of community leaders for working on drugs comprises
a) monitoring, supervision, and surveillance; b) discussion, exchange, and planning; c) working on drugs according
to community context; and d) care and assistance. The participatory work process is cyclical, continuous, mutually
impactful, and repeatable to benefit individuals, groups, communities, and societies. The capital and power of community
is used to drive community-level work, expanding to work with an outside person, group, or organization to support
prevention, problem-solving, and recurrence prevention.

Discussion: Participatory work process with community in the urban context of the BMA where drug problems
are complex, diverse, and expandible. The integration of community efforts with external cooperation, knowledge,
skills, techniques, and resources from outside the community to create power and speed in solving problems. It
iS necessary to create a new generation of community leaders and regularly organizing train workers to bring continuity
and sustainability in the participatory work process with community.

Suggestion: Community leaders should continuously organize meetings and work plans in the community
and participate in activities at network partners or outside organizations in order to build strength in dealing with
and solving drug problems. The BMA should add a project to recruit new generation of community leaders including
training programs for current community leaders and networks of working on drugs.

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Abstract

Background and Obijective: Phenomenon-based learning leverages real-world phenomena as a starting point for
learning, enabling students in real life. The aligns with the goal of scientific education which is to develop science literacy.
This research aims to compare students' learning achievements before and after instruction, assess post-learning achievement
against a 70% benchmark, and compare scientific literacy before and after phenomenon-based learning, using the Think-
Talk-Write technique.

Methodology: This preliminary experimental study utilized a single sample group comprising 40 students
selected through cluster sampling. The research instruments included a learning management plan rated with an
appropriateness score of 4.93, an achievement test with a reliability coefficient (KR-20) of 0.91, and a scientific
literacy assessment with a Cronbach's alpha reliability coefficient of 0.71. Data collection adhered to a structured
learning management plan over 16 hours, divided into four sessions of 4 hours each. Pre-tests and post-tests were
conducted, and the data were analyzed using descriptive statistics (percentages, means, standard deviations) and
inferential statistics (t-tests) to compare learning achievement means and assess scientific literacy (One-sample
t-test for the mean).

Results: The findings revealed that the mean post-learning achievement score (x=14.65) was significantly
higher than the pre-learning score (X=8.00) at the 0.05 significance level. The post-learning achievement score met
the 70% benchmark (p=0.185) without statistical significance. Additionally, the post-learning scientific literacy score
(mean=13.88) was significantly higher than the pre-learning literacy score (mean=8.40) at the 0.05 significance level.

Discussion: The results suggest that well-designed instructional methods that align with students' potential
significantly enhance both learning achievement and scientific literacy. The high satisfaction levels among students
highlight the critical role of supportive teaching environments, active student engagement, and challenging content
in secondary science education. The non-significant difference in achievement against the benchmark underscores the
effectiveness of the phenomenon-based learning approach.

Suggestion: Ensuring adequate sample sizes is vital for robust hypothesis testing and reliable application of
t-tests. Future research should emphasize maintaining sufficient sample sizes to enhance the reliability and practical
applicability of the findings.

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Abstract

Background and Objective: The growth of the YouTube platform has provided a channel for generating
income from sponsorships and advertising. Therefore, this research aims to study the current situation, problems,
opportunities, overall competition, strategies, management models for the future approach, and the creation of
success for successful YouTube entrepreneurs in tourism and hospitality in Thailand.

Methology: Qualitative research, target groups were determined by specific selection of key informants,
who were YouTube entrepreneurs using a personal sampling method, with no less than 8 people and a group of
5 experts. The study analyzed 9 YouTube channels operated by these entrepreneurs. Data were collected using a
semi-structured interview with a content validity between 0.50 to 1.00. Interviews were conducted individually via
email, and content from the websites. The analysis and interpretation were performed, and the content extraction
was conducted to convey the meaning of the messages and texts linking relationships through pattern analysis.

Results: The key findings include: 1) Currently, the YouTube business in the tourism and hospitality focus
on sharing travel experiences, services, and food. 2) Most problems arise from YouTube's policy restrictions and
revenue sharing. 3) Differentiation in content creation tools and unique storytelling enhances to further YouTube
channels, helping to build audience trust and long-term engagement. 4) The competition overview is related to
product development, communication, relationship-building, innovation to attract audiences, content creation
skills, branding, and presentation. And 5) effective strategies include online marketing strategies. Success-oriented
management models include content creation, marketing, data analysis, brand building, financial management,
technology usage, networking, continuous development, relationship management, and creativity.

Discussion: The current overview of the business is strongly related to online marketing strategies,
emphasizing on management models and approaches that can be applied to increase value and income for YouTube
businesses in the tourism and hospitality in Thailand.

Suggestion: Influencer marketing strategies and content enhancement techniques should be applied to
improve and develop YouTuber businesses, encouraging long-term economic, social, and environmental potential.

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Abstract

Background and Objective: The rich Buddhist heritage passed down through generations requires
conservation for the future. This research focuses on the Buddhist art of Khao Thamorat, within the Si Thep
Historical Park in Phetchabun Province. The study aims to: 1) explore conservation practices, 2) assess the
participation of temples and communities in these efforts, and 3) strengthen conservation networks.

Methodology: This qualitative study engaged three groups of key informants through purposive sampling: 7
religious leaders, 23 community leaders, and 7 cultural and environmental leaders. Data were collected via ethically
approved in-depth interviews and focus group discussions in Khok Sa-at and Si Thep Subdistricts, Phetchabun
Province. The data were analyzed using interpretative content analysis to identify core concepts, main issues,
and related factors simply.

Results: 1) Conservation efforts focus on preserving key elements of identity, originality, and value. 2)
The participation of temples and communities is characterized by collaborative efforts to maintain significance
over time, embrace diversity, support conservation, and ensure sustainability. 3) The development of networks
involving temples, communities, and government agencies has led to the formation of learning, investment, and
management networks aimed at long-term maintenance and care.

Discussion: Effective conservation emphasizes maintaining original features of identity and value through a
participatory process that fosters collaboration between temples, communities, and government agencies. The
development of learning and investment networks, along with ongoing management efforts, is essential for sustainable
conservation.

Suggestion: Establishing local cultural preservation volunteer groups will allow the community to participate
in cultural conservation through knowledge exchange and joint activities, fostering pride in identity and strengthening
community ties.

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Abstract

Background and Objective: The identity of local wisdom in the handicrafts of Khwao Sinarin District,
Surin Province, has been passed down for generations, reflecting the community's culture and craftsmanship.
This research aims to: 1) study the wisdom and production processes of the “Prakueam” silverware and handwoven
silk, 2) develop innovative dance performances, and 3) utilize these innovations to promote cultural tourism.

Methodology: This qualtitative research specifically targeted a sample size of 5 local craft experts, 20
community representatives, 19 performing arts students, 2 music instructors, and 3 performance artists. Data were
collected through unstructured interviews, group discussions, workshops, and the application of traditional dance
methods. The content was analyzed to relate performance forms and handicraft techniques.

Results: 1) The wisdom of producing silverware and handwoven silk has been transmitted through
generations, utilizing production methods that emphasize skilled craftsmanship and require considerable time. 2)
The innovative performance series titled “Innovative Handicrafts of Surin” is divided into four segments: (a) the
production process of silverware, which includes 13 dance movements; (b) the production process of
handwoven silk, which includes 14 dance movements; (c) a courtship segment between males and females
featuring 9 dance movements; and (d) a celebration of the prosperity of Surin handicrafts, incorporating 12
dance movements. 3) The innovative performance series participated in 8 public events, significantly
contributing to the promotion of cultural tourism across three dimensions: (a) economic development, (b)
education, and (c) innovation.

Discussion: Surin's local handicraft wisdom reflects the beliefs and deep connections of artisans,
translated into beautiful dance movements that narrate the production process. These innovations have positively
affected community income, strengthened relationships, preserved resources, and expanded digital access.

Suggestion: The innovative dance performance outcomes from this research should be incorporated into
the development of training programs that focus on learning and skill-building in silverware and silk weaving
crafts. This will help inspire youth to recognize the value and importance of preserving traditional craftsmanship,
which forms the cultural roots of their community, and can be extended to create future careers and sources of income.

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Abstract

Background and Obijective: Self-awareness and independent problem-solving skills helps students develop
mathematical skills effectively. This study aims to enhance mathematical thinking habits and problem-solving skills
through the open approach among sixth-grade students.

Methodology: This qualitative research design was employed, using a classroom action research approach
with the open method. The sample consisted of three purposively selected students. The research instruments included
13 open learning management plans focused on the topic of triangles (mean score = 4.59), observation forms for
evaluating thinking habits, and a problem-solving skills test (I0C=1.00 for all items). Data were collected through
supplementary instructional sessions, observations, and post-tests after 13 hours of instruction. The data were analyzed
using inductive content analysis and evaluated through an analytic rubric assessment.

Results: sixth-grade students who participated in the Open Approach demonstrated significant improvement
in understanding problems and persistence, reaching an advanced level in problem comprehension, planning,
and explaining consistency. In addition, students showed improved accuracy, attaining proficiency to expertise in
analyzing given information, understanding and planning, and explaining consistency.

Discussion: The improvement in students' mathematical thinking and problem-solving proficiency is attributed
to enhanced problem comprehension and persistence, allowing them to anticipate, plan solutions, and hypothesize
using visual aids. The emphasis on accuracy enabled students to interpret meanings, use signs and symbols with reasoning,
and provide correct numerical answers.

Recommendations: Future research should compare the effects of different types of open-ended problems
by designing experimental research to gain a better understanding of how varying problem structures impact students'
development in mathematical thinking and problem-solving skills. This could lead to more effective teaching methods
in the future.

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Abstract

Background and Obijective: The use of technology into handicrafts has become as a key factor in improving
the quality of life and income among impoverished tie-dye fabric producers. However, many of these producers lack
adequate access and the ability to efficiently adopt new technologies. This study aims to examine the economic impact of
technology implementation and adoption among impoverished tie-dye fabric producers and its economic impact.

Methodology: This quantitative research used purposive sampling to select 130 participants, representing no
less than 30% of the population of impoverished tie-dye fabric producer in Kototuera and Kotabaru Subdistricts,
Raman District, Yala Province. The questionnaire with the reliability of the whole questionnaire was 0.949. The
data collection by conducting field interviews individually and assesses the economic impact respectively. Descriptive
statistics (frequency, percentage, mean (X ), standard deviation) and inferential statistics in difference comparing means
values through one-way ANOVA were used to analyzed the data. In cases of significant differences, pairwise
comparisons were conducted.

Results: The findings indicate a high level of technology implementation and adoption among impoverished
tie-dye fabric producers (X =4.07, S.D.=0.95). Significant age differences were found in three areas: increased benefits
(p=0.027), compatibility (p=0.036), and complexity (p=0.047), with producers aged 20-35 showing higher adoption rates
compared to those aged 36-60. Economically, the adoption of tie-dye technology resulted in a 917 baht increase in
household income per month, representing a 44% growth.

Discussion: The adoption of tie-dye technology has been both effective and widely accepted among local
impoverished producers, consistency clear benefits in terms of increased income. These have contributed to the economic
empowerment of these producers, improving their livelihood and capacity to compete in the marketplace.

Suggestion: The development involves applying the knowledge, technology, and production processes
from the research to establish a local tie-dye cooperation network that expands to the district, provincial, national, and
global levels. This aims to increase opportunities for continuously expanding the production base and customer base
in the competitive market.

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Abstract

Background and Objective: Managing state land for public benefit is essential to fostering an understanding
of mechanisms that can improve quality of life and lead to sustainable development. This research aims to: 1) study success
factors, 2) enhance community capacity, and 3) establish a prototype innovative community on 6.50 rai of public
benefit land for organic crop production in village no. 3, Nong Sanit Subdistrict, Chom Phra District, Surin Province.

Methodology: The study used participatory action research, targeting key informants, including 15 interviewees,
5 main crop producers, 25-factor interviewees, and 30 role model developers. A sample size of 378 was determined
using a standardized table. using interviews, surveys, and questionnaires with a content validity index (10C=0.82,
0.812, 0.91). Data collection occurred in five phases: studying data, identifying success factors, selecting crops,
enhancing community capacity, and establishing a prototype community. The analysis applied comparative content
and descriptive statistics, including mean and standard deviation.

Results: 1) Success factors in participatory management of public benefit land were highly rated (X =4.44,
S.D.=0.67). The production and marketing of five crops—morning glory, green onions, bok choy, celery, and salad
greens—were prioritized. 2) Community capacity development involved three stages: (1) establishing shared objectives,
(2) creating structures and mechanisms, and (3) implementing projects such as land distribution, planting schedules,
water management, eco-friendly packaging, and financial operations. 3) A prototype innovative community was
developed through six aspects: (1) directional management, (2) capacity building, (3) team management, (4) knowledge
management, (5) production and market management, and (6) innovation improvement.

Discussion: Collaboration and networking among stakeholders are important for improving community
knowledge, skills, planning, and problem-solving, ultimately leading to a prototype community model for economic
and social activities in public land management.

Suggestions: Transparent communication and workshops on land legislation and resource management
are essential for fostering active participation and improving the management of public land.

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Abstract

Introduction: The use of various strategies in qualitative research is essential for enhancing research
trustworthiness. One widely accepted and commonly used strategy is triangulation, which involves using multiple
data sources, methods, or perspectives to verify the consistency of research findings and reduce bias in data
interpretation. Investigator triangulation is a crucial approach that emphasizes the use of multiple researchers' viewpoints
and analyses to ensure the credibility and reliability of the interpretation and presentation of research results.

Main Content: The trustworthiness of qualitative research is established using four criteria: credibility,
transferability, dependability, and confirmability. Of these, triangulation is one of the critical components in verifying
and validating the research results. Such way, investigator triangulation has two basic dimensions: the conjugation of
the triangulation process and researcher population diversity. The triangulation process has three phases: 1) preparation
during which researchers are recruited, instruments are developed, data is collected and researchers are trained;
2) During this phase data collection, discussions, coding, code comparison, and result summarization are conducted,
and 3) reporting which presents the oral and written findings of the research. The diversity of the researchers is
analyzed in terms of specialization, pedigree and neutrality.

Conclusion: Investigator triangulation is a useful factor for increasing the trustworthiness and validity
of qualitative research. This is one of the principles which researchers can implement in enhancing the consistency
and the quality of their research work with regard to the topic. To this effect, investigator triangulation is beneficial as
it enriches the understanding of the data by bringing in researchers with different and divergent views on the matter.

Knowledge and Utilization: Key approaches to increasing the trustworthiness of qualitative research
through investigator triangulation include 1) using diverse data sources, 2) employing various data collection methods,
3) involving multiple investigators, 4) applying different theoretical frameworks, and 5) performing repeated
analysis checks. These strategies allow all researchers in a project to contribute to data analysis and interpretation,
ensuring objectivity, reducing bias, and improving the overall credibility and depth of research findings.
