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Abstract

This article aimed to study government policy in promoting the rubber industry in Thailand through the eco-

system by analyzing to increase the value and competitiveness of the rubber industry from the study of Nakhon Si
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Thammarat by using qualitative research methods. and in-depth individual interviews. The study's findings suggest
that the government should implement the following measures: 1. Modify the production structure of the rubber
industry 2. Integrate the production of the rubber industry 3. Creating value-added products that are environmentally
friendly 4. Traceability and rubber use within the country. The Nakhon Si Thammarat area is the target area of the
Southern Economic Corridor (SEC) to develop the economy of the Eastern Economic Corridor (EEC) and the Special
Economic Development Zone (SEZ). These groups should be based on consistent production and innovation towards
the environment. There are 3 pilot industries: supporting tire products, concentrated latex products, and other products
such as shoe rubbers and rubber sticks. If successful, there would be an investment value of 8.8 billion baht from
stimulating the internal economy from an infrastructure investment of 680 billion baht. Exporting 200 billion baht of
rubber products will increase demand for rubber in the country by 1.1 million tons, creating jobs for 45,000 people in

the area. Rubber farmers will have an additional income of 22,000 baht per rai and a better qudlity of life.
