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The Analysis of Factor of Thai Daily Newspaper’s Social

Responsibility in the Opinion of Journalists *

Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study opinion of journalists
regarding Thai daily newspaper’ s social responsibility and analyze the factors
of social responsibility from Thai journalists’ view. A Quantitative research
design was used into two phases of data collection; 1) Literature review was
to analyze and synthesize newspaper’s social responsibility variables and 2)
Quantitative research by using survey research, samples were 385 Thai
journalists. Data was analyzed by descriptive statistics and inferential statistics
with explanatory factor analysis.

The research findings were that eight factors of social responsibility

of Thai daily newspaper with 55 variables could account for 63.6 percent of

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variance in Thai daily newspaper's social responsibility (63.6%). These included:
1) Responsibility to media profession 2) Responsibility to journalism ethics 3)
Responsibility to be the public media 4) Responsibility to the social criticism in
a public issue 5) Responsibility to media duties 6) Responsibility to strengthen the
public 7) Responsibility to recognize its media’s impact on society and 8)

Responsibility to protect public interests.
