Abstract

Economics has been used widely in analyses of crime and the criminal law.
Its use in these kinds can provide new perspectives and deeper understandings
as to the same issue areas. The purpose of this research is to examine whether
or not economic theories and rational choice theory can be used to analyze
crime and the Criminal Code of Thailand. The methodology for conducting this
study relies on qualitative research. It employs approaches in the form of data
collection from books, academic articles, reports, regulations, and judicial opinions.

This research found that rational choice theory can be effectively used
in analyzing crime and the Criminal Code of Thailand. However, judicial discretion
and certain provisions of the Criminal Code of Thailand may serve as obstacles
to severe punishment under a rational choice approach. In addition, this study
shows that Thai courts should apply rational choice theory to crime analysis.
There should also be further research and analysis on the use of rational choice
theory. More importantly, rational choice theory should be applied to sentencing

guidelines or “Yi Tok.”
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
