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Abstract

The Constitutional Complaint System serves as a mechanism to protect
individuals’ rights and freedoms when violated, in accordance with the highest legal
safeguards of the Constitution. Individuals whose rights or freedoms have been violated
by state actions can directly exercise their right to petition the Constitutional Court,
as stipulated in Section 213. However, the criteria, procedures, and conditions
established in the Constitutional Court Procedures Act of B.E. 2561 (2018) may impose
various limitations on the scope of evidence when directly petitioning the Constitutional
Court under Section 47. The provisions in the said Act concerning the limitations of
evidence in exercising the right to petition the Constitutional Court are unclear and
may lead to enforcement issues and legal interpretations, potentially impacting the
fundamental safeguards of rights and freedoms and the exercise of the right to petition
the Constitutional Court.

This research aims to investigate legal issues related to the object in cases
exercising the rights of individuals whose rights and freedoms have been violated, in
petitioning the Constitutional Court, as per the Constitution of the Kingdom of Thailand,
B.E. 2560 (2017), and Section 213, in accordance with the Constitutional Court
Procedures Act of B.E. 2561 (2018). The study examines legal measures regarding the
object of the cases in exercising the rights of individuals whose rights and freedoms
have been violated, drawing insights from the legal provisions of foreign countries’
constitutional courts. The goal is to improve and amend the provisions regarding the
objects of cases in granting rights to persons whose rights and freedoms have been
violated to file a complaint with the Constitutional Court in accordance with the
criteria, procedures, and conditions established in the Constitutional Court Procedures
Act, and to ensure that such measures are appropriate, effective, and capable of
safeguarding the rights and freedoms of the people in accordance with the purposes

of the Constitution.
