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Abstract

The study sought to investigate legal barriers to the exercise of power by
teachers and educational professionals to protect students from bullying. It focused
on examining and comparing legal provisions governing the use of such powers in
different countries, including Thailand. The study additionally explored legal concepts
and theories from scholar sources to identify legal impediments and offered

resolutions appropriate for the current circumstances.

The study revealed that Thailand does not currently have any specific law
governing the exercise of powers by teachers and educational personnel to protect
students from bullying. The existing Thai laws present several obstacles to teachers
and educational personnel in exercising their powers. These obstacles arise from
the unclear and inconclusive definition of “bullying,” as well as the limited penalties
and inappropriate decisions regarding punishment. Additionally, there is a lack of
procedures for investigating incidents involving bullying before imposing punishment,
and there are no initial protective measures for bullied students before punishing
the bullies. Moreover, the supervision of use of disciplinary powers by teachers and

educational personnel is unclear.
