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Abstract

The purpose of this research was 1) to
study the general information and current situation
in knowledge management of the aging group for
intellectual in educational

capital lifelong

management, 2) to develop the knowledge
management model for the aging group to
supplement intellectual capital in lifelong
educational management, and 3) to evaluate and
improve knowledge management model of the
aging group as intellectual knowledge in lifelong

educational management.

Communities in Chiang Mai are unique in
making search and transferring of knowledge from
intellectual  knowledge of each community
through learning activities related to tradition,
culture, career, context of living and community
scholars. The learning process occurs naturally
and it is an informal education by relying on
factors surrounding the community to promote
knowledge transfer. Knowledge management
model for the elderly group to supplement

capital); 2) Learning Lifelong Education:

preparing a short-term course and to organize the
learning process for transferring to the people in
the community and interested parties. To promote
the development of basic life skills consisting of
occupational skills, life skills and development and
community skills; 3) Reflection: Apply assessment
according to the expected object of learning which
is basic lifestyles consisting of: 1) Life skills;
2) Occupational development skill 3) Development
and community skills. The reflection of learning
can occur throughout all stages of the model in
order to improve and develop consistently with
needs of learning and to apply according to the
objectives of the learners; 4) Transformative
learning: Apply synthesis of qualitative data for
summarizing and finding factors that contribute
transformative learning in the following attributes:
1) Basic of life skills as per community context
(Affective  Attributes);  2)
understanding of elderly on intellectual capital
(Cognitive Attributes); 3) Attitude of elderly on value
of intellectual capital (Psychomotor Attributes).

The results of the model assessment on
conferencing with connoisseur (Connoisseurship)
find that

knowledge are highly valuable and beneficial steps

search and sharing of intellectual
for learners, mentors and community. They highly
affect development and enhancement of quality
of life and create harmony within community. The
organization of process of learning by giving
opportunity to the aging to transmit their
knowledge by being mentors is a good idea as it
will allow the learners to get knowledge from the
experienced person. This is a great way to get a
better understanding of the subject matter and to

solve the problems in every dimension. It will
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also benefit the elderly who are mentors who
convey intellectual capital (mentors) that they are
proud of intellectual capital from their experience
and to fell the values of themselves. In addition,
the community gains benefit regarding relationship
among people of each age in the community for
their harmony and for their cognition of the

intellectual capital of the community.
