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Speech acts in Royal speech delivered
by King Rama VI°

Abstract

This article aims at studying speech acts in 143 royal speeches delivered by King Rama
VI during his reign between 1910 and 1925. The outcome of the study reveals that five speech
acts were employed, namely 1) assertive, 2) directive, 3) commissive, 4) expressive, and 5)
declarative. The most prevalent among these is the directive one. The king recommended
practical guidelines to his subjects in times of crisis. This directive speech act enhances the

value of his royal speech and adds to its practical value.
