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Abstract

Stalinism and Maoism originated from the failure of the 1928
Russian Revolution. Therefore those societies who called
themselves “Communist”, the term acquainted to us from the time
of Stalin, were merely the dictatorship of “State Capitalism” and
not the real Marxist. They are examples of the failure of “Socialism-
from-Above” They can only be pseudo-socialism because in the
real socialism or democracy, rights and liberty must come from
the struggle of the mass themselves not by being granted from
the above.

This article aims at raising the importance of Trotskyite
socialism, which is "Socialism-from-Below” - This kind of socialism,
contrary to socialism from the above, accepts the importance of
the revolution to wither away of Capitalism. It also aims to establish
