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I Abstract

This research aims to study the effect of the application of program enhancing digital ethical reasoning abilities on
lower secondary school students using outcome-based education and case-based learning approaches. The research was
conducted by developing two sets of research instruments: 1) The program enhancing digital ethical reasoning abilities
of lower secondary school students using outcome-based education and case-based learning approaches. 2) The digital
ethical reasoning quiz for lower secondary school students. The program was experimentally applied to a sample group of
37 Mathayom Suksa Il students who enrolled in the subject of Digital Citizenship Assembly Activities in the 1st Semester,
Academic Year 2020. The sample group have been selected by using purposive sampling method. The data were analyzed
in two parts: Part 1: quantitative data analysis using arithmetic mean, standard deviation, finding relative gain scores and
t-test dependent, and Part 2: qualitative data analysis by content analysis.

The results of the quantitative research indicated as follows. 1) The students who received the learning management
using outcome-based education and case-based learning approaches had the scores of post-test digital ethical reasoning skills
higher than the scores of pre-test digital ethical reasoning abilities with a statistical significance level of .05 2) The students
who received the learning management using outcome-based education and case-based learning approaches learning had
higher relative gain scores of digital ethical reasoning accounted for 21.06%.

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El Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study the effects of self-directed learning on the internet on knowledge and
self-care ability in patients undergoing coronary artery bypass grafting. The sample was composed of 51 patients who
underwent surgery for the first time. Research instruments were video media, pre-operative and pre-discharge knowledge
questionnaires. Data were collected by before and after self-directed learming with video media on the internet, 1-month
post-operative self-care ability questionnaires. Data were analyzed by using mean, SD and paired t-test for the difference
between of knowledge before and after self-directed learning on the internet.

This research revealed that the knowledge after self-directed learning on the internet mean scores were significantly
higher than those before self-directed learning (p<0.001) in both of pre-and post-operation, well 1-month post-operative
self-care ability mean scores were significantly (p<0.001).

It can be concluded that self-directed learning with video media can enhance knowledge and self-care ability. It can
be suggested that healthcare teams should adopt this technique for the benefit of patients.

This research aimed to examine the effect of a peekaboo storybook on family relationships and the development of
preschool children in Muslim families. Using simple random sampling, This quantitative research surveyed 205 parents from
four sub-districts in the three southern border provinces who joined the Young Mother Wellness Promotion in Thailand 4.0
Era Project. The study found that most of the parents spent time reading storybooks with their children before bed time, or
after finishing their daily activities. Most of them preferred reading storybooks to their children because of attractive designs
and illustrations. It was found that major obstacles and limitations to reading storybooks were that parents couldn't manage
their time and there were storybooks to read. After receiving Peekaboo storybooks, the parents played Peekaboo with
their children every day which was more frequently. Moreover, every parent did play with their children after receiving the
storybook. Besides, the parents hug their children more often. In addition, the parents show their love to their children
more frequently. The use of Peekaboo storybook affected family relations in the highest level. The issues that were greatly
influenced using the storybooks were that 1) the books made parents spent more times with children, 2) the books gave
parents knowledge about parenting, and 3) the books motivated parents to improve themselves in parenting, respectively.
Moreover, the use of Peekaboo storybooks affected children’s development in high level. The aspects that gained highest
positive results were that 1) when hugged and played with, children look cheerful and happy, 2) children are in good mood
and joyful, and 3) when children are talked to, they can look into parents’ eyes and at parents’ faces longer, respectively.

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Development of Reading Ability of First-year Undergraduate Students
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to Promote Analytical Thinking by Use of KWL Plus Technique
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Il Abstract

This is experimental research with one group pretest-posttest design. The research objectives were: 1) to compare pre and
post-reading ability to promote analytical thinking of first-year students studying the Thai Language for Higher Education course
by the use of KWL Plus technique and 2) to investigate satisfaction of the first-year students towards the teaching and learning
management by the use of KWL Plus. The research samples were a class of 30 first-year undergraduate students of the Institute
of Physical Education, Yala Campus. They enrolled in the Thai Language for Higher Education course in the second semester
of academic year 2019. They were selected by cluster random sampling following a pre-experimental design plan, one group
pretest-posttest design. The research instruments were: 1) KWL Plus learning management plan, 2) pre-and post-analytical
reading ability test, and 3) a questionnaire investigating students' satisfaction towards KWL Plus teaching and learning activities.
The statistics used for data analysis were mean, standard deviation (S.D.), percentage (%), dependent t-test, and content analysis.

The research findings revealed that: 1) the post-analytical reading ability of first-year students after receiving teaching
and learning activities using KWL Plus was significantly higher than pre-ability at the significance level of .01. The average mean
of the post-reading ability test of the students (X=15.27, S.D=1.015) was higher than the average mean of pre-reading ability
test (X=11.60, S.D=2.343). Most students' analytical thinking ability was content analysis skill (X=4.60, S.D.=.51) accounting
for 65.70 percent. The second rank of skill that most students have was relationship analysis skill (X=2.70, S.D.=.50), which
accounts for 54.00 percent. The last rank of skill that most students have was principle analytical skills (X=1.93, S.D.=.51)
accounting for 48.30 percent, and 2) the students were satisfied with the development of reading ability to promote critical
thinking with KWL Plus technique at a high level (X=4.12, S.D.=.59).
