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Big Data Management for Future Strategies
of the Food and Beverage Businesses in Thailand
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Bl Abstract

This research aimed to identify the situation of big data management for the future strategic plan of Thailand's food
and beverage businesses. Mixed methods, which comprised qualitative and quantitative research, were used. The study
covered 7 aspects of managing big data for future strategic formulation: data management policy and structure, analysis
of data requirements, use of big data resources, data acquisition and collection, data analysis, data presentation and
report, and data application. The unit of analysis was was the food and beverage companies registered with the Ministry
of Industry. The quantitative study was done by survey approach. Samples of the study were 120 staff, managers, and
operators of 60 companies responsible for data management, and 108 questionnaires (90.00%) were returned. Data were
analyzed by using percentages. The qualitative study was done by in-depth interviews with high-ranking managers of the
12 selected companies who had been involved in future strategic planning. The findings of the quantitative study revealed that
most companies had done partly on the big data management for a future strategic plan in all 7 aspects, ranked in order as
follows: data presentation and report (65.74%), data acquisition and collection (64.81%), use of big data resources, and data
application (63.89, equally), big data analysis (62.04%), data management policy and structure (59.26%), and analysis of data
requirements for strategic planning (57.41). The qualitative study findings have provided insight into the companies’ policies
on big data management, readiness, necessity, cautions and problems, needs of big data, and guidelines for development.

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I Abstract

The study aims 1) to analyze Arabic teaching in compliance with the need and the context of private Islamic schools
at secondary level in the Andaman Sea Area, and 2) to analyze strategies for developing a model school in Arabic language
teaching in private Islamic schools at secondary level in the Andaman Sea Area. The research is a qualitative study using
an in-depth interview on a purposive focus group including 15 Arabic teachers at secondary level, 10 school administrators,
and 25 students from five schools in Satun, Trang, Krabi, Phang-nga, and Phuket provinces.

Education in the 21* century is transitioning away from content-based lecturing and evolving towards skill cultivation for
harmonious living in modern society. To address changes in provision of Islamic education, this study employed a mixed-methods
approach to explore characteristics of Islamic Studies learners in the 21% century and establish priority need indices for each
characteristic based on southern-border contexts.

The purposes of the research were: 1) to study aviation management undergraduates' opinions towards online education
administration, 2) to study the relationship between undergraduates' use of digital equipment for online learning and preferred
online teaching methods, and 3) to propose the guidelines of online education administration. 464 undergraduates
answered questionnaires. The results showed that the majority of the sample felt content by online learning but felt lonely
and stressed sometimes; furthermore, they could access and review the study material at their own pace. But, they lacked
self-discipline and had more inquiries while studying online. Moreover, they mentioned that lectures assigned too many
assignments. The sample had to purchase digital equipment and internet service for online learning. They also stated that
they had problems with digital equipment, application, and an internet connection occasionally. According to the survey,
the majority of the sample preferred blended online teaching methods. The relationship between undergraduate’s usage
of digital equipment for online learning and preferred online teaching methods was significant at the .05 level. Also, the
guidelines suggested that lectures should focus on students' diverse backgrounds and implement blended online teaching
methods in the online classroom.

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I Abstract

The purpose of this qualitative study was to investigate cross-cultural learning of Muslim youth via arts and culture in
the three southern border provinces of Thailand. Data were collected through documentation, observation, and in-depth
interviews. Muslim youth were selected from the offices of non-formal and informal education in Mueang Pattani district, Pattani
province, Sungai Kolok district, Narathiwas province and Betong district, Yala province. Observation and in-depth interviews
were conducted with 40 Muslim youth and 6 Buddhist youth aged between 15 and 25, 7 academics and 8 guardians of
Muslim youth. Afterwards triangulation was performed for data validity, and descriptive analysis was conducted.

The study found that most Muslim youth have learning experience in Thai, Chinese and Western art and culture. Most
youth have direct learning experience in Thai and Chinese arts and culture because Thai Buddhist, Chinese, and Muslim live
in the same community Thus, Muslim youth learn Thai arts and culture through craftsmanship, performance, costume and
Thai temple architecture and traditional festivals. They learn Chinese arts and culture from performance, Chinese shrine
architecture and annual traditional festivals. However, they have indirect experience in Western arts and culture as there are
only a few Westerners in the area. Therefore, they learn arts from the media. Most Muslim youth undertakes cross-cultural
learning for social purposes rather than for behavioral adaptation except for behavior that is not against Islamic principles
and advised by religious leaders. The learning methods used are similar whether they are for listening, watching images, and
reading texts on television, computer and cellphone; reading and looking at printed media; or listening to knowledgeable
persons and visiting actual places. Cellphones are the most popular learning tool while cross-cultural learning is achieved
through the use of media and various methods, particularly learning from the actual places.
