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ABSTRACT

PURPOSES: To study problems, obstacles and appropriateness of the Thai sovernment
policy on foreign ownership of condominium in Bangkok metropolitan area and to suggest
policy and development measures for an effective implementation of the policy. METHODS: It
was a mixed method research of both quantitative and qualitative approaches. Quantitative
data were collected by a sample survey of 5 groups of people, namely government officials,
experts from the private sector, condominium business entrepreneurs, foreign buyers of
condominium and Thai buyers of condominium, totaling 275 respondents. In-depth interviews
were adopted for collecting qualitative data from 35 key informants. Descriptive analysis and
x? test were used for analytical purposes. RESULTS: The Condominium Act of BE 2522
(Amendment in BE 2522) was inappropriate in the contemporary economic and social context
of Thailand and created problems and obstacles for condominium business and economy of
Thailand, particularly in central Bangkok because of its restriction of foreign ownership of
maximum 49 percent of the units in a condominium. To overcome the restriction, foreigners
tuned to illegal nominees for an occupation of condominium units. CONCLUSIONS: The
Condominium Act of BE 2522 needs to be amended so that it can encourage foreign

investment and economic development in Thailand.

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ABSTRACT

PURPOSES: To study the securities and exchange laws, analyse the legal problems
on securities and exchange related to the company secretary, and to recommend
solutions to legcal problems on securities and exchange related to
the company secretary. METHODS: Documentary research by conducting research on
legal provisions for company secretary in Thailand and other countries from various
documents, academic texts, articles, thesis, as well as electronic information on various
websites related to the company secretary for an analysis to obtain conclusions and
recommendations that wOuld be able to amend the legal criteria to be systematically
consistent and appropriate. RESULTS: The Act on Securities and Exchange did not outline
features and prohibited characteristics of the company secretary and the provisions on
the role of the company secretary were insufficient and inconsistent with the current
situation. CONCLUSIONS: Securities and Exchange Act would better outline specifically
and sufficiently roles and functions of company secretaries to be consistent with current

situations.

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ABSTRACT

PURPOSES: To examine the effects, forms and reasons of the violence in the
workplace and to find guidelines for preventing and solving the violence in the workplace
for the officers and staff of Police General Hospital. METHODS: It was a mixed method
research. The samples and main informants were 204 officers and staff of the Hospital.
The research instruments were online questionnaires, and information filling forms
questionnaires for quantitative studies and as well as interviews schedule for qualitative
studies. RESULTS: The most common form of violence was verbal violence. The most
common verbal and physical violence users in the workplace were associates within the
same organization. In most cases, the violent incident caused no injury and the persons
can continue their work as usual. However, there were mental and emotional effects in
some cases, and people might choose to stop working, to move to other organizations, or
to resign. Social environment factors were the most significant factors which created
violence. CONCLUSIONS: The prevention of and solution to this problem included
training projects to create awareness of the disadvantages and effects of the problem.
Moreover, the management was suggested to be ready to deal with violence in the

workplace through suitable approaches.

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ABSTRACT

PURPOSES: This research aimed to study the causes of resignation of employees
and its impacts in order to propose guidelines for retention of labor personnel in the
textile and apparel industry. METHODS: Mixed method approach by in-depth interviews
and group discussion with 19 key informants and sample survey of 50 respondents in the
textile and apparel industry. RESULTS: The textile and apparel industry employed foreign
workers to replace Thai workers because Thai workers resigned from work, entrepreneurs
changed to more machines, wages were low, and workers preferred easier work.
CONCLUSIONS: The organizations were strongly advised to pay more attention to the
retaining of personnel with effective management of human resources, particularly
employment security, sufficient corporate support, and persistence engagement of the

workforce in management and the organizations.

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ABSTRACT

PURPOSES: To study the legal procedure and the rights of mental illness patients
to be protected sufficiently during litigation. METHODS: Documentary research and
analysis of psychiatric mental illness and the provision of laws related to forensic
psychiatry. RESULTS: There was no clear procedure or provision during litigation for
mental illness patients for sufficient human right protection. Insufficient understanding of
various kinds of medical mental illness from legal point of view that could adversely
affect rights protection for mental illness patients. CONCLUSIONS: The legal procedure
for mental illness is recommended to be prioritized on rights protection and cure rather
than legal punishment.
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ABSTRACT

PURPOSES: To study the level of participation and to compare the political
participation in local administration of the people in the Nonthaburi Municipality,
Nonthaburi Province. METHODS: Samples consisted of 400 people living in Nonthaburi
Municipality. Questionnaire was used for data collection. The data were analyzed by a
statistical package of computer programs. Statistical techniques used for data analysis were
percentage, mean, standard deviation. The hypotheses were tested by t-test, and F-test
(One-Way ANOVA) with statistical significance level at 0.05 level. RESULTS: People had
moderate level of political participation in local administration. The results of the
hypotheses testing revealed that gender, age, marital status, education level, income,
occupation and affiliation were not associated significantly with political participation in the
local administration in the Nonthaburi city municipality. CONCLUSIONS: Individual
characteristics did not affect political participation in local administration significantly. In
order to promote political participation among the people other variables, e.g., political

ideology would better be considered.

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ABSTRACT

PURPOSES: This study aimed to analyze characteristics of language usage and thinking
patterns of children with learning disabilities through narrative writing, and to compare pre-
test and post-test writing proficiency. METHODS: The study used a set of Nanci Bell’s
drawings as a testing tool for narrative writing practices for four weeks. Pre-test and post-test
were adopted for change evaluation. RESULTS: When comparing writing from the pre-test
and post-test, there was an increase in quantity in terms of words, sentence writing, and
cohesive devices. Nevertheless, the volunteer still had difficulties in choosing appropriate
words to fit the narrative, arranging words in proper order, providing all necessary words,
completing sentences, and expressing narrative unity. CONCLUSIONS: All of these reflected
the scattered thinking system of the volunteer and language impairment from word to text.
After providing narrative writing practice for four weeks, the volunteer developed better

than pre-test, but not enough to organize his thinking and language perfectly.

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ABSTRACT

PURPOSES: To develop and to evaluate the results of the use of the learning activity to
enhance self-directed learning readiness of teachers at Sriracha Vocational College, Chon Buri
province. METHODS: One group pretest-posttest experimental design was employed in this
research. The group comprised 30 teachers at Sriracha Vocational College, Chon Buri province
who voluntarily participated in this study. The instruments used for collecting data were a
measurement test of self-directed leaming readiness scale (SDLRS) and a satisfaction
questionnaire survey form. RESULTS: Learning activity on self-efficacy concept for enhancing
self-directed learning readiness of teachers was developed through integration among self-
efficacy concept and self-directed leaming readiness which consisted of 8 activities i.e.
opening the world of learning, looking yourself, steps for learning, goal setting, loving to learn,
creative thinking, positive power, and empowerment of learning. The result of the use of the
developed leaming activity after training level in terms of self-directed leaming readiness
(SDLR) was higher (1=4.52) (6=0.253) than the pre training (L1=3.57) (6=0.309). In addition, the
teachers were satisfied with the learning activity based on self-efficacy concept at the
excellent level (H=4.70) (0=0.466) CONCLUSION: The developed learning activity could
enhance self-directed learning readiness of teachers in all eight aspects.

General administrative problems included the lack of knowledge and
understanding of the operation and monitoring system. CONCLUSIONS: Develop
condominium management in terms of the maintenance of the building system, monitoring
the system that needs to be monitored continuously, and training for residents and
management team as well as preparation of the condominium lay-out. General
management should be selected and recruited from a quality management company with

experience and expertise in accounting and finance.

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ABSTRACT

PURPOSES: To review laws on and implementation of the elderly’s rights and
welfare in some foreign countries and to analyse laws on and implementation of Thai
elderly’s rights and welfare. METHODS: Documentary research and critical analysis.
RESULTS: The study has revealed that the Act on the Elderly B.E. 2546 and the National
Plan for Older Persons of Thailand provide measures to certify and protect rights and
welfare of the elderly in various aspects. At present, however, the implementation
concerning the protection of Thai elderly’s rights and welfare is not effective as it should
be, and most of Thai local governments do not pay sufficient attention on elderly’s
welfare. CONCLUSIONS: Measures of Thai elderly’s welfare and quality of life
arrangement should be reformed basing on the following three principles: The authority
and duty on Thai elderly’s welfare and quality of life arrangement should be
decentralized from the central government and state agencies to local government
organizations. Law on Long-term Care Insurance should be enacted. The elderly care

tasks should be assigned as the community - based services.

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Abstract

PURPOSES: This article aimed to answer the questions “How can you teach Thai
to foreigners since they don't know Thai language?” “What type of person is a good Thai
language learner?” “How can | learn Thai quickly?” and “How long does it take me to
learn Thai so well that | can read and write?” and to share my experience of teaching
Thai to foreigners with the 5-step Thai sound analysis model that the author created.
METHODS: Thai sound analysis consists of 5 steps, namely identification of the class of
the consonant, specification if it is a live or dead syllabus, explanation as to why it is a
live or dead syllabus, identification of the standard Thai pronunciation, and determination
of comparative pronunciation. RESULTS: Learners who follow the tips in this article could
read and write Thai quickly because they could practice pronunciation and check the
correctness themselves. CONCLUSIONS: The 5 — step model could be applied to analyse

Thai sound for foreigners in reading and writing Thai.

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Introduction

“If foreigners don’t know Thai at
all, how would you teach them Thai?”
“What type of person is a good Thai
language learner?” “How can | learn Thai
quickly?” and “How long will it take me
to learn Thai well enough that | can read
and write?” These are the questions that
the authors have often been asked. The
first question relates to teaching method.
The second is about qualifications of
Thai language learners. The third and
fourth questions are about study
duration. In  fact, the authors have
already answered all of these questions.
To answer them again and to share the
authors’ experience of teaching Thai to
foreigners with the 5-step Thai sound
analysis model that the authors have
created, is the reason this academic
article was written.

For the first question, before
teaching anyone, the authors have to
know the student’s background, such as
nationality, language, and level of
knowledge in Thai. In order to make
students feel proud of their language
and to be more friendly, sometimes the
authors have to know their language by
choosing to remember only the words
used with the Thai language principles.
Then the authors teach them the four
kinds of Thai orthography that all

learners must memorize. When they

have memorized them, they must be
taught how to use them to analyze Thai
sounds using the 5-step Thai sound
analysis model.

For the second question about the
qualifications of Thai language learners,
they must follow the path of
accomplishment (Prayutto, 2523): 1) Will
or Inspiration. They have a desire to
learn Thai with the goal in mind. They
may have to write it in the bedroom. 2)
Effort or Exertion. They have to be
dedicated to learning Thai seriously. 3)
Thoughtfulness or Active Thought. They
have to be consistent in Thai everywhere
at all times. 4) Investigation or
Examination. They must keep checking
their Thai language wusage including
comparison of differences and similarities
between Thai language and their own
language.

Learners may, in addition, use the
ten  inspiring  techniques of the
Manpower Group (Manpower Group,
2559): 1) Have clear goals and vision. 2)
Write goals in the bedroom. In this
world, there are rules of attraction. If you
regularly think about something, you will
get it. 3) Read a good book. It can inspire
us. 4) Record every success, even a small
amount each day. 5) Find examples of
people, especially successful people. 6)
Manage time efficiently. 7) Mistakes are

to be learned and improved upon, not
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for regret. 8) Create an attitude like "l can
do it." 9) Be optimistic; and 10) Do things
that have never been done. You will feel
that there are still many things to look
for in life.

For the third and fourth questions
about study duration, it depends on the
potential of the learners. Normally, they
can read and write as soon as they can
memorize the four kinds of Thai
orthography. From the authors’
experience in teaching Thai for over ten
years to foreigners, it has been found
that learners can memorize the fastest
within a month. That means they can
read and write at that time. During
memorizing the four kinds of Thai
orthography, the learners must practice
combining the consonants and vowels
into words and practice tonal
distribution. In the last week of the
month, they begin to practice analyzing
Thai sounds by using the 5-step Thai
sound analysis model. They finally can
pronounce Thai sounds correctly.
However, their reading comprehension
skill depends on dictionary searches and
practice in using Thai often.

Thai is currently one of the 3,982

listed living written languages (Eberhard

et al, 2020). In learning the written
language,  memorization  of  basic

language  principles is  inevitable.
Therefore, for the Thai language, there
are the four kinds of Thai orthography
that must be memorized and used.
Learners, those who remember them
and then use the 5-step Thai sound
analysis model to analyze only 50 Thai
words correctly, can master in Thai. This
article, although similar to the Grammar-
Translation Method (Angkhawattanakun,
1998), focuses only on grammar, namely
the four kinds of Thai orthography and
the 5-step Thai sound analysis model for
reading and writing, not on translation.
The following is a description of
the four kinds of Thai orthography and
the 5-step Thai sound analysis model.
There are four kinds of Thai orthography:
vowels, consonants, conditions of live
and dead syllables, and the examples of
standard Thai pronunciation. The foreign
beginners should record the native
speaker’s  voice, including vowels,

Consonants are naturally difficult to
pronounce. Therefore, all of the Thai
consonants are assigned to be followed by
the vowel -8 /J:/ for easier pronunciation.
In general, native speakers start learning
and memorizing the consonants in
alphabetical order: n to 8. However, foreign
learners should be assigned to memorize
them in three classes of consonants rather
than in alphabetical order because they
can be used for direct Thai pronunciation.
This method corresponds to the viewpoint
of Phadungwittayaserm (1938), who in the
preface, introduced the teaching of the
Thai language:

"Initially, students should not be
taught from n ¥ @ A, etc, respectively.
Because it will make students bored and

remember seldom 3 classes of consonants.

But teacher should have students
remember the 3 classes of consonants and
the distribution of tones at the same time."
For this reason, in The Learn to
Read from A ¥ A A1 of the same author,
chapters 1 to 8 are three classes of
consonants arranged from middle, high,
and low, respectively.
On the book's introduction page of
the New Fast Textbook, Volume 1,
describes the benefits of the book as
helping students to read the Thai language
through the process of teaching to read
from easy to difficult, starting with learning
the consonants, vowels, compound letters,
spelling, and tonal distribution, using the

three classes of consonants, beginning with




middle, high, and low classes, respectively
(Luang & Khamwilai, 2557).

In  the textbook, Basic Thai
Language In the Context of Thai Studies for
Foreigners, in part 2, reading and writing,
Witthayasakphan et al. (2545) stipulated
that learners learn to read just enough to
know the names of the Thai alphabet
respectively, for n-8, one needs not
remember them but is required to practice
the writing and reading of them in the form

of the three classes of consonants: middle,

wants to emphasize that the students
remember the three classes of consonants

for use in reading and writing directly.

The Conditions of Live and Dead
Syllables

Normally, conditions of live and dead
syllables are determined by the final sound
of the syllable. The voiced and voiceless
stop final sounds appear as the live and

dead syllables in the following table:

The degree-seeking learner should
memorize every sound in the table.
However, non-degree learners, in
addition to memorizing the first five
standard pronunciations, may memorize
only the abnormal tonal forms and

tones that are often used in daily life by

using the following short codes: n#.1-2,
du.1-5, dn.1-2, pU.2-3, 3-4, apd.1-4 and
fne.1-3. They have the definition as

Meaning is another big problem
for Thai language beginners. This can be
resolved by searching the dictionary.
Initially, beginners have to practice
pronouncing correctly according to the
consonants, vowels, and tones as for
syllable duration, stress, juncture, and
intonation, which are the nature of a

native speaker, to be learned later.

Conclusions

In learning any written language
as a second or foreign language, all
learners expect to have access to
literacy in a short time. If they follow all
of the said instructions, they will
probably have access to basic literacy.
To make it easy to remember, the

following  brief  instructions  are

summarized as follows:




1. Learners must record a native
speaker's voice concening the four kinds
of Thai orthography and memorize
them as quickly as possible.

2.Learners have to practice Thai
conversation regularly with  native
speakers.

3. Learners have to practice
writing, mixing consonants and vowels
into words, and reading them aloud.

4. After memorizing the four kinds
of Thai orthography, learners have to
use the 5-step Thai sound analysis
model to analyze every Thai word
found. The special 5-step Thai sound
analysis model that the authors have
created is a very useful tool because:

1. It saves time in learning to read
Thai.

2. The learners can practice
pronunciation by themselves.

3. The learners are able to check
the correct pronunciation of both
themselves and others.

Although this article focuses on
reading and writing, it does not neglect
listening and speaking because good
reading and writing also encourage
good listening and speaking.
