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Abstract

This research mainly aimed to study the evolution of the LGBT-themed
novels which reflected the transexual’s society through the proposition strategy
and sexual identity of the main characters in the LGBT-themed novels during
B.E. 2516-2557 both in-print and online versions. Hereby, the LGBT-themed
novels were divided into two parts: one was the onset of make themselves
known as LGBT during B.E. 2516-2532 and the other was the actual disclosure
of LGBT states during B.E. 2533-2557.

From the sexual identity evolution in the LGBT-themed novels, it
found two groups: transsexual whoobserve themselves and others who observe
transsexual, and there were both positive and negative results as follows.
The sexual identity of transsexual for themselves was both positively and
negatively mentioned: the self-pride and love adherence opposite to the

abnormality in society and polygamy. In others’ view, the sexual identity of
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transsexual in the positive side was being remarkably potential in working and
being a normal person in the society. On the other hand, the native view was
that they were not accepted in their families as they were different from
other people in the society and they were stigmatized as AlDStransmitter.
Furthermore, the sexual identity of transsexual in the onset of the LGBT-themed
novels emerged through the Internet version for releasing the inner personality

and feeling to be known and comprehensible among people in the society.

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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to examine the structure of Hmong
folktales by applyingAxel Olrik’s theory and to explore the traditional Hmong
beliefs as portrayed in those folktales. A total of 103 folktales of the Hmong in
Nan province were analyzed using deductive reasoning method. The descriptive
analysis was applied in the study. The results revealed that Hmong folktales shared
universal characteristics as purposed in the theory of Axel Olrik. Among others,
the most frequently occurring characteristic was the law of opening and closing of
the stories, followed by the Law of the single strand and the law of the unity of
plot. The least frequently occurring characteristic was the law of twin. In addition,
it was found that a number of traditional Hmong beliefs were portrayed in the
folktales. The most frequently portrayed belief was the value, followed by the

beliefs in monster and the beliefs in history and the characteristics of humans.
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The two least frequently portrayed belief were the property of house medicine
and the belief in sin.

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Abstract

This research focused on studying history and beat analysis of Klong
Yao Drum of I-San culture in Phol district, Khon Kaen province, which the drum
bands consist of three types: a traditional band, traditional-applied band, and
applied band. The research was conducted based on standard research
methodology including gathering documents, interviewing, observing, analysis
and descriptive analysis presentation.

The results of the research showed that Klong Yao Drum in Phol
district, Khon Kaen province was adopted from the traditional Klong Yao Drum
band from Mahasarakham province since 1991. After that, local folks in Phol
district have developed playing the traditional-applied band and applied band
respectively. At the beginning, all the band types have been played in celebrating
customs and ceremonies for a period of twelve months. The musical analysis
of each Klong Yao |-San band type showed that it was played for different
purposes of performance, but the basic rhythms are the same that is called
Lai Kin Pon Kung. However, each drum types differ in the adaptation of dancing
and performance. Based on the study, the playing pattern of the traditional
band was the combination between Klong Yao I-San Drum and accompaniments.
It emphasized on the drum rhythm and dancing with a simple pattern and
uses Lai Wai Kru to pay homage before the performance. Meanwhile, the
traditional-applied band included electrical music instruments such as I-San
lute, bass, keyboard, and drum set into the band and focused on dancing style
because it can be used for competitions. Therefore, the pattern for playing
the traditional-applied band was then arranged into two parts. First, the
traditional playing was performed using normal tempo, which is not too slow
or too fast. Dancing style can be applied based on the playing skill of the band.
Second, the applied playing will be performed together with I-San lute and
keyboard using Lai Lum Plearn to show playing skill of the musician as well as
the entertaining dancer. Finally, the applied band arrangement was similar to
the traditional-applied band, but it only played the applied rhythm. The playing

songs depended on the audience, with cut at the beginning of the pattern
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then followed with stimulating Lai Lum Plearn. The percussions were only
used to control the rhythm while the drum set to play the melody instead.
Recently, all the bands play important role in Phol district, Khon Kaen province.
However, the change of the community decreases the role of the Klong Yao
Drum band in celebrating cultures, but it remains its role as entertainment in
the procession and it is also uses for competitions. The playing style was
changed based on the popularity of local people.

Introduction

In the past 100 years, “Drums” called “Klong” in the Northeastern of
Thailand (“I-San” called in Thai) had found the evidences presented using
Klong on the mural paintings at I-San Buddhist temples, called “Sim I-San”
which presented the background of using the percussion instruments, Klong,
to perform and play a prelude in many of ceremony. For the mural paintings
or called “Hoob Tam” in Thai, they were tempera paintings with cool tone,
focusing on colors of indigo, green, yellow, brown, red and black. The almost
mural paintings narrated about “the Story of Vessantara” and an |-San literature
entitled “the Story of Sang Sin Chai’ using Klong appearance on the mural
painting of “Sang Sin Chai” on the walls of I-San Buddhist temple, Wat Chai
Sri built in 1917.

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By the evidences founded in Hoob Tam aged 100 years ago, it presented
that the former people used the Klong in their ways of lives over 100 years
ago. And, it also showed the modification developments on the drum shapes
to varieties such as Klong Toom, Klong Seng, and Klong Eo or Klong Yao. As
their different purposes on using, some made flourish and some accompanied
the rituals.

Furthermore, there were varies of Klong very important to the ways
of I-San people’s lives. Some their beats were used to signal sent to the battling
warriors. The signals for fights against the enemy such as Klong King or Klong
Seng. The legend of Klong Seng in I-San region was also like Klong Suek or War
Drum used to signal different commands in the battlefield. Besides, the
importance of the beats also represented to tell the times the present by
onomatopoeic words from the classifier of time in Thai style like Klong Pel.
“Tum” was defined from a Klong beat and “Mong” was defined from a gong
or bell beat, like telling a time in Thai style as “Neung Tum” (19.00 hrs.) or
“Sib Mong” (10.00 hrs.). Many types of Klong used in the ways of people’s
lives for telling the time and sending the signals to the battling warriors in the
former times were changed by the times. Once the country was secure and
peaceful, many shapes and sizes of klongs were changed newly to play for
fun such as Klong Yao, Klong Rammana, and Klong Tum.

I-San Klong Yao was the one of I-San folk musical instruments. By its
identity and play characteristics, the rhythms and the music ensembles are
combined by I-San’s local wisdom transmitted from generations to generations
until now, as the plays of I-San’s heritage. 1-San Klong Yao is the musical
instrument with unspecified the originated time, but very popular in the areas
of these provinces; Mahasarakham, Roi Et, and Khon Kaen. The researcher had
studied about I-San Klong Yao in Phol district, Khon Kaen province and founded
that there were 3 band types of I-San Klong Yao; Traditional I-San Klong Yao,
Traditional — Applied I-San Klong Yao and Applied I-San Klong Yao Bands.
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This research entitled with rhythm analysis of I-San Klong Yao in Phol
district, Khon Kaen province is aimed to study the background and analyze
the form apparently in a band of Traditional I-San Klong Yao, a band of Traditional
- Applied I-San Klong Yao, and a band of Applied I-San Klong Yao in Phol district,
Khon Kaen provice which are different in pattern, identity and play. Due to
study as mentioned, it would help on collecting and paper recordings before
being vanished by the society changes. Besides that, this research will keep
up and maintain the value of arts, cultures, traditions and I-San idyllic lifestyles

to transmit from generations to generations forever.

Objectives

1. To study the historical records, the background and the actual
situation of I-San Klong Yao band in Phol district, Khon Kaen province

2. To analyze the beat form of traditional I-San Klong Yao band,
traditional-applied I-San Klong Yao band and applied I-San Klong Yao band in

Phol district, Khon Kaen province

Research Methodology
1. Data collection - Collecting data related to this research is aimed
to practice in field data collection; divided the data source into 3 sources;
1.1 Data collection from documents
1.2 Data collection from practicing in the filed
1.3 Data collection from face to face interviewing the experts, the
specialists, or the relevant person
2. Data organization - Organizing the data as followings;
2.1 Klong Yao’s background in Phol district classified by the issues
studying
2.2 The rhythmic drumbeats data of 3 types by recording and
making transcription as Thai musical notation with 8 bars and the new musical
symbols within created within this research by investigator; following the

ethnomusicology process.
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3. Data analysis

3.1 Background analysis and I-San Klong Yao development in
community
Proceeding on the content analysis which obtains from the informal interview
to search for the background data of I-San Klong Yao in the local and community
more creditably

3.2 Form and analysis of I-San Klong Yao

Proceeding on the musical form analysis in accordance with 3
types of I-San Klong Yao by analyzing the form of rhythmic patterns and the
special techniques and actions during playing including the musical instrument
ensembles and the arrangement of bands

3.3 Musical instruments analysis

To analyze data on physical features, size and shape of I-San Klong
Yao (Long drum in I-San style) which is classified to 2 types by purposes on
using; flourish purpose and competition purpose and randomized from
popularity, times of employments, members of band and prizes or awards
from competitions in Phol district, and to study the physical features,
constructions, and drumheads of Klong Yao.

To serve the purpose of this study, the collected data gained both
from documentary and practical evidences are going to be analyzed based on
Ethnomusicology principle. The discussion will be divided into two main aspects
as follows.

History and Development Analysis of I-San Klong Yao (Long Drum)
in the Local Area

Documentary evidences will be gained and analyzed from an informal
interview conducted with I-San local people in the area of Pol district, Khon
Kaen. With a view to acquire more understanding and increase reliability of
I-San Klong Yao information, the interview topics include the background
knowledge and how I-San Klong Yao is used in local or traditional events from

local people’ views.
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Music Form Analysis of I-San Klong Yao (Long Drum)

After the qualitative data previously mentioned are gathered, music
form analysis of I-San Klong Yao will be discussed. The discussion includes
rhythm analysis, tempo analysis, physical movement analysis and how

instruments are mixed in the band and its pattern.

Conclusion

Based on the study of the background of Phol District, Khon Kaen
Province. the music indicated the identity of Phol District is I-San Klong Yao,
northeastern traditional drum. There are three kinds of I-San Klong Yao which
are the traditional |-San Klong Yao, traditional-applied I-San Klong Yao, and
applied I-San Klong Yao (in Thai: Klong Yao Pra Yuk). (Cultural Center of Phol
district, 2004) These three kinds of Klong Yao recently found in Heetsibsong
(northeastern twelve-month tradition) and auspicious ceremony. (Promdao
Bhromma, 1996) The traditional |-San Klong Yao continually fades away since
there is no inheritance of I-San music. Also, new generation tends to pay more
attention on traditional-applied Klong Yao and applied I-San Klong Yao. This
caused the neglect to conserve traditional I-San Klong Yao and that will be
extinct owing to the transformation of social environment.

In the past 100 years, there was the use of Klong (drum) in northeastern
mural painting, locally called Hoob Tam, in Sim |-San (I-San temple) in Phol
District and nearby. Hoob Tam displayed the background of music instruments,
especially Klong that was used in ritual and marching prelude. Most of Hoob
Tam was related to PhraVessandorn and I-San literature, namely Sang Sinxay.
For instance, Klong was found in |-San literature, namely Sang Sinxay, in Sim
I-San at Sanuanwareepatanaram Temple, Hua Nong Sub-district, Ban Phai District,
Khon Kaen Province. Klong found at Sanuanwareepatanaram Temple preserved
complete and explicit Sim |-San and Hoob Tam. Hoob Tam in Sim |-San was
related to I-San literature named Sang Sinxay from marching prelude in the
episode titled as “The journey of Sinxay, Sangthong, Seeho to Anorat through

divers barriers. The first barrier was NgooSaung, naga. Sinxay won the fight.
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(Klangprasee Sanong, 2007) At the following barrier, Sang Thongbecame a boat
cross the river. Themarching prelude was in the form to celebrate Sang
Thong’striumph with the applaud and dancing in the procession.

Based on the evidence, shape of Klong has been developed and
transformed differently such as Klong Toom, Klong Seng, Klong Aew or Klong
Yao. Since there are different forms of Klong, the purposes are also different.
There can be used for marchingprelude or religious ritual. I-SanKlong Yao is
the local music instrument which is made based on identity, playing methods,
rhythm, and the combination of band based on local wisdom. The local wisdom
is inherited from the ancestors as I-San heritage which has been found in Thai
annals, part 1. (Weesapen Weena, 1982) The annals has mentioned on I-San
music instruments, especially Klong which was stated in the past annals.

In the past, Klong has been used to notify the time. The sound of
Klong and pong mostly came from village headman. In addition, Klong pen (a
big drum in Buddhist temple) was used in the temple situated at a center of
the village. Also, Klong, in the past, was used to be the signal to remind the
beginning of war. Likewise, the sound of Klong is recently used to notify the
time divided by the period of time, an hour. The sound of Klong was used to
indicate night time (toom) while the sound of gong or bell was used to indicate
day time (mong). (Pathumsin Songsak. Personal Interview, 2015 February 3rd)
During armistice, different kinds of Klong were used for entertaining, especially
I-San Klong Yao. I-San Klong Yao has various forms of rhythm which is innovated
from the invention of previous generations after new kind of music has generated
for the time such as “Klong Teung” (a short drum, its drumhead is larger than
Klong Yao) and Klong Rammana. Moreover, Chang (clash cymbals) and gong
were later included. The band of Klong Yao consequently called as "Traditional
Klong Yao band or Bo Ran (ancient) Klong Yao".

Currently, other music instruments have included in I-San Klong Yao
band to be more entertaining. Also, the music instruments are added to blend
with the audiences’ needs. The band has been promoted to be favorable by

organizing the contest and parade in several traditional festivals. This kind of
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band is called "traditional-applied Klong Yao" which is the combination of
traditional Klong Yao and applied Klong Yao. The performance will be divided
into two parts. The first part highlights on the rhythm of Klong that shows
traditional rhythm and new rhythm. The band is able to initiate and develop
few rhythms. The second part includes the combination of applied rhythm
and dancing with different forms of deployment based on Klong Yao performing.
Electric music instruments, amplifier, and colorful costumes are included such
as guitar or Phin (I-San plucked string instrument), bass guitar, electone or
keyboard.

However, the rhythm of Klong Yao has altered to be harmonized with
the rhythm of performed music such as lukthung (thai folk songs), morlum
(I-San local songs), and western songs. Klong Yao is also able to perform western
rhythm such as cha-cha-cha. Another kind of I-San Klong Yao band highlights
on the melody of the instruments produced from Phin or keyboard. These
kind of instruments gained more highlighted than Klong Yao since Klong Yao
is performed in one rhythm, i.e.Hae rhythm (marching). Some rhythms have
been initiated from the short round of song which was harmonized with the
rhythm of Morlum and Puea Chee wit (song for life), or familiar song. This is

called applied Klong Yao band.

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The traditional I-San Klong Yao of Ya Kha Band has established in 1991.
The establishment was from the gathering of people in Nong Ya Kha community,
Tha Laung Sub-district, Phol District, Khon Kaen Province in order to be the
band of the village for traditional festivals and auspicious events. Especially,
Klong Yao band was mostly used in Bun Pha Wet and Heetsibsong. Mr. Somboon
Samorbaan, Nong Ya Kha's headman at that time, is the founder of the band.
He has developed the traditional Klong Yao band which was firstly performed
by men and the elders in the village who has gathered for practice. Since there
was high weight of Klong Yao which needed more strength, Klong Yao tended
to be more suitable to men than women. The traditional Klong Yao of Nong
Ya Kha band consisted of 9-10 performers. the traditional rhythm without
percussion instruments which mainly used for parade . Its beat is Lai Wai Kru
(pay respect to the teacher), Lai Pra Sat Hwai, Lai Ma Yong, and Lai Kin Pon

Kung. (Samorbaan Somboon. Personal Interview, 2015 March 2nd)

Furthermore, the Klong Yao of Tao Kum Ploy band employs the
traditional-applied I-San Klong Yao which was established in 2013. The band
was firstly a traditional Klong Yao, then added the applied music instruments
about two years ago. The band's founders are Mr. Thanongsak Keowroo and
Mr. Sila Chanthavong. The difficulty of Klong Yao establishment is the age of
the performers. Since most of performers are the elders, the band is to find
the inheritors to preserve the band. Therefore, the performer application is

open for the teenagers in the village and nearby. There are a number of
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applicants who interested to apply due to the wage and personal interest.
Teenagers can earn some money during term ending. For some who have
personal interest of playing Klong Yao will be the main performer and the
inheritor of the band. (Chantawong Sila. Personal Interview, 2015 March 25th)

Previously, traditional rhythm was performed and developed to be
applied Klong Yao band for competitionand increasing the income. The
modification of Klong Yao band was based on the needs of community and
outsiders. Klong Yao band later included percussion instruments: Phin or
electric guitar, bass guitar, keyboard, and drum for solo while the original band
consisted only Klong Yao, Klong Rum Ma Na, Phin Prong, KHae n (I-San mouth
organ), and cymbal. The sound of Klong will drown out the sound of percussion.
Klong Yao band then added amplifier and altered to use electric guitaror electric
Phin instead of Phin prong. In addition, keyboard is used instead of Khaen. Solo
drum is used for applied rhythm. The traditional rhythm still uses cymbal as
a signal of rhythm.

Recently, traditional-applied Klong Yao has been developed for diverse
rhythm. The rhythm of Klong Yao is applied from other bands which reveal
the identity of traditional-applied I-San Klong Yao. The traditional-applied Klong
Yao of Tao Kum Ploy Klong Yao band consisted of 30 performers who performed
the applied rhythm mixed with percussion rhythm. This kind of band can attend
the contest in any traditional festivals which mainly performs in the marching
prelude. The beat includes Pat Cha, Mha Noi Yeab Fai, Ta Lung, Sao Noi Pa

Plean, Rum Wong Bo Ran and Hae.

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Applied I-San Klong Yao of Jod Nong Kae Band was established in 2008
- 2009 by Mr. Buaphan Rachasaeng. The main purpose is to be the band for
the events in the village. Most of performers are the elders. Teenagers mostly
prefer dancing followed Klong Yao rhythm. For this reason, Jod Nong Kae Klong
Yao band consequently has a few performers with old ages. In the future, the
band might be vanished if there is no inheritance. (Rachasaeng Buapan. Personal
Interview, 2015 March 29™)

Jod Nong Kae band was mainly established for marching prelude with
pleasant rhythm. According to the development of applied Klong Yao of Jod
Nong Kae band, there was the traditional rhythm in the past with the melody of
Kin Pon Kung. Even though Jod Nong Kae band did not admire to play traditional
Klong Yao nowadays, the performers still accurately remember the rhythm of
traditional Klong Yao. The applied Klong Yao of Jod Nong Kae band consisted of
10 performers which mainly emphasized on the combination of percussion. This
is mainly used in marching prelude which has similar beat to traditional band and
traditional-applied Klong Yao band, the beat of Kin Pon Kung, Hae, and pised.

According to the division of Klong Yao, it can be concluded that financial
factors, needs of employer concerned on the proper events, and the purposes
of Klong Yao were only performed in the village. Some kinds of Klong Yao
could be developed for other purposes such as to compete and to satisfy the
audiences. Meanwhile, the inheritance of Klong Yao rhythm is situated as the
oral history, inherited by experiences. The main rhythm that is easily recognized,
understandable, and able to modify is depended on the particular capability
of Klong Yao band.

For the dynamic of three kinds of Klong Yao, the traditional Klong Yao
has altered from man performers into woman performers. The previous
performance only tended to gain vibrant sound while present performance has
performed by women to improve the attractiveness and gesture or movement
which provides new pattern of Klong Yao. Based on social transformation, the
traditional Klong Yao tends to find the way to preserve and alter the band in

order to survive and maintain identity.
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Besides that, the dynamic of traditional-applied Klong Yao appeared
from the development of traditional form to be mixed since the traditional Klong
Yao band was saturated. There were a small number of rhythmic patterns;
therefore, the performance was transformed. Different music instruments were
included in the band rely on the needs of northeastern audiences such as Phin,
guitar or Khaen. The performance consequently applied the music, performing
methods, and performed song which has been supported by sovernment sectors.
There was the contest of traditional and traditional Klong Yao. The traditional-
applied Klong Yao mostly originated due to its entertaining and pattern. The
performance of Klong Yao has been extend to education field. The instruction
of Klong Yao has spread to the schools in Phol District which is able to preserve
and maintain I-San music.

Consequently, the dynamic of applied I-San Klong Yao was taken place
to perform in the marching prelude, entertaining and dancing. The role of applied
I-San Klong Yao is merely different from the traditional Klong Yao. However, the
beat of applied Klong Yao did not highlight on the rhythm of Klong. It highlighted
on the melody of Pin and Keyboard Instruments. Moreover, the manner of band
organization is similar to the traditional Klong Yao band but it emphasizes on
some modification: the form of symbol for rhythmic pattern and the emphasis
of solo drum. In the meantime, the melody of Hae satisfies the audience with
different new songs. So, the dynamic of applied |-San Klong Yao has been changed
over time.

In term of beat relations, all kind of Klong Yao gains the same manner
and basic beat, i.e. the melody of Kin Pon Kung, which reveals the internal
relations. The variation of rhythm or the innovation of dancing will rely on the
expertise and performer’s capability which aims to improve Klong Yao band
in order to satisfy the audience in specific period. The traditional Klong Yao
tends to emphasize the sound for marching prelude which has only percussion
instruments. The traditional-applied Klong Yao band performed traditional beat
in the first period and later applied with the percussion instruments. The

traditional beat has added more rhythm based on the performers’ ability and
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the adaptation from other bands. The traditional-applied beat are able to
develop into several melodies due to the instrument and music movement.
In addition, applied I-San Klong Yao band mainly focuses on the marching
prelude which has the same instrument as traditional-applied band. This is
because of the audiences’ desirability and the size of Klong Yao band.

The researcher principally used Thai music notation system which was
divided to 8 bars by arranging the rhythms of music instruments assembled in

the band; 1 bar with 4 notes.

In each bar, there were 2 notes representing the rising-falling rhythm;

the 2nd note as a rising rhythm and the 4th note as a falling rhythm.

The meter on music notation
The researcher used the meters on music notation as 1 bar per 1 beat

so as to the tempo depended on the music and the adjustment of each band.

Tones apparently on music notation

I-San Klong Yao’ Tones; Poeng (/peing/) sound was characterized
by half-hands beating on the 2/4 of the drumhead and then rising the hands
up suddenly, to make the drumhead’s sound reverberantly as a sound called
“Poeng”. The researcher used the symbol representing for “P” sound as “Poeng
(/peing/)”.

Klong Rammana, giving a “Teung (/tl'_ing/) sound”, was characterized
by drumstick tip tied with fabric beating on the drumhead in order to make
the main sound as a sound called “Teung”. The researcher used the symbol
representing for “T” sound as “/Teung (/tQng/).

Cymbals, giving a “Chab (/Chae/)” sound and beatings in 2 patterns;
beating to control the rhythms instead of the small cymbals, in Thai called
“Ching” and beating to break or accompany with the rhythms in the meantime.

It was characterized by controlling the rhythms with striking two cymbals in

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the left-right hands to give a sound called “/Chae/” or striking and pushing
them together to give a sound called “/Chab/”. So, that would break-accompany
with “Klong Rammana” sounds. The cymbals would be stroked to play more
colorful in the music as a sound called “/Chab/. The researcher used the
symbols representing for “/Chae/” sound for rising rhythms as “O” and “/
Chab/ sound for falling rhythms as “X”

“Lai Kin Pon Koong” was the identified pattern of I-San Klong Yao
bands, well-known for I-San Klong Yao bands in Phol district. Therefore, “Lai
Kin Pon Koong” would be played popularly in all types of I-San Klong Yao
bands in Phol district. For the pattern to play in each |-San Klong Yao band,
there might be the differences of play techniques and, also the adjustments
on the rhythms or adding more notes which maintained the structure of “Lai
Kin Pon Koong” pattern originally. For those changes, they were found in the
traditional-applied I-San Klong Yao bands, and the applied I-San Klong Yao
bands by adding more breaking rhythms to make more new styles gracefully,
as well as to beat the cadence for I-San Klong Yao playing in the same time

which was stylish uniquely for each band.

On The 1¥line and the 2nd line of “Lai Kin Pon Koong” pattern, there

was a repeated play pattern. In each repeated, the cymbals would act as
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controlling the rhythms more concise, and sometimes playing extemporaneous
rhyme. However, they still maintained the structure of the original Lai Kin Pon
Koong” pattern and, also adding more playing techniques of the applied I-San
Klong Yao band to the plays more dimensional and colorful. It could be divided
the structure of “Lai Kin Pon Koong” pattern played in Nong Ya Ka Band and

existing playing “Lai Kin Pon Koong” pattern with dancing. In playing “Lai Kin
Pon Koong” pattern of other bands, except Tao Kam Ploi band, there were
the sound “/Chab/” to change the hard tone which was the stressed rhythms
for more resound, and in the meantime for the dance performers able to hear
and dance correctly.

Based on the study, it revealed the background of rhythm modification
and |-San Klong Yao pattern in each kind as well as the popularity of Klong
Yao band in Phol District, KhonKaen Province. The findings informed the
importance of Klong Yao which will be the basis of value, acceptance, and
suitable adaptation of Klong Yao for further era. It is also essential to promote
and maintain Klong Yao in the northeast.

According to the form analysis of I-San Klong Yao in Phol District, Khon
Kaen Province, it found that there were the difficulties to inherit and preserve
I-San Klong Yao. The problem was revealed from the decreasing of Heetsibsong
participation due to the development of human being. In society, there were
various forms of music which human can select and find one that satisfy their
personal needs. Consequently, I-San Klong Yao, the wisdom in music of the
local artist, has been neglected with less favorable. This factor led to no
inheritance of Klong Yao. Thus, in order to preserve Klong Yao, there should
be the cooperation among all sector. In preserving I-San Klong Yao, the research
notices on the study of the modification of I-San Klong Yao band which recently
alters into various kinds, i.e. music, band pattern and mixed performers or
singers. This can promote the value of the music instrument used in Heetsibsong
among I-San people.

In addition, the collaboration of preserving I-San Klong Yao’s identity
can be a campaign for people in community, municipality and village headman
to recognize the essential of local music instrument, I-San Klong Yao. The
promotion will support the cooperation in the service of knowledge, positive
attitude among teenagers in community. Teenagers should view Klong Yao as
the modern instrument, not that out-of-date. Conversely, Klong Yao deserves
to preserve for next generations and should be published to different kinds of
media such as radio, television, and internet. Everyone has the opportunity to

experience and understand this kind of local music instrument, academic and
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financial resources for community activities. The activities can be promoted
and exchanged culture of three kinds of Klong Yao in order to establish

interpersonal relationship as well as to enhance

Recommendations

From the results of studying the musical form and analysis on I-San
Klong Yao in Phol district, Khon Kaen province, there is the problem about
transmission and keeping up I-San Klong Yao which could be found from the
participation in “Heetsibsong” traditions. In the past, I-San Klong Yao was very
majorly component in this tradition. Differently to nowadays, there some the
factors changed the popularity less, and the values of listening the music are
various such as “Look Toong String-Band”, “Mor Lum Band”, “Western Music
Band”, etc. By these factors, I-San Klong Yao Band is going to be less importance
for “Heetsibsong” traditions. With various music choices and searching for their
needs responding to the individual’s need, I-San Klong Yao Bands, the local
wisdom of folk music artists on arts of music, are neglected and less popularity
than before. Cause of these factors, the people in the community did not get
transmission on |-San Klong Yao seriously. Therefore, to maintain I-San Klong
Yao Bands remain, it needs the co-operations form all relevant sections and
the researcher would suggest some recommendations on maintaining I-San
Klong Yao Band as followings;

1) There should be a studying about the factors and the contexts
related to the changes, and the adjustments of I-San Klong Yao Band nowadays
such as music, musical ensembles, and traditional dance performances.

2) There should have the supports more on I-San Klong Yao in order
that I-San people realize the values, music played and accompanied in
“Heetsibsong” tradition, and other ceremonies in the northeastern, and helping
on maintaining I-San Klong Yao rhythms for preserving and transmitting the
music played in I-San traditions as well as making the people in the community

understanding it sensibly.
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3) As the society changing every day, it reflects to the relationships
of the people in the community differently from before. Therefore, it should
promote |-San Klong Yao to be the activity to build a good relationship for the
next generation in the community. Also, it would make the harmony and strong
community through music, traditions, and ceremony.

4) There should have the supports, making a positive attitude, and
educating the values of folk traditions to the children and teenagers in the
community as well as recognizing on the local arts and cultures.

5) There should publicize the knowledge of folk music; I-San Klong
Yao, through the medias such as mass medias, radio, and internet for that the
people interested in I-San Klong Yao could ably understand about it.

6) There should have the supports the artisans of “Klong Maker” by
training in both of formal and non-formal education for building a career and
keeping up the form of making I-San Klong Yao remain.

7) There should have the lists of I-San Klong Yao bands and I-San
Klong Yao artists in the northeastern as the data base for searching the knowledge
from the local philosophers as well as building the network of the local
philosophers in the future.

8) There should study and do a research to compare the musical
forms and the diffusion of I-San Klong Yao; particularly studying in term of the
cultural diffusion, for approving and seeking the background of Klong Yao in
the northeastern about it influenced from anywhere or not.

9) There should study and do a research to compare I-San Klong Yao
bands apparently in the northeastern for seeking the exists, the changes in
term of music ensembles, present musical forms and rhythms which is a variety

of them for each area.
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Abstract

This article aims to analyze the conceptual metaphors of fear in the
Thai language in the framework of Cognitive Linguistics Theory. Data are from
2 selected Thai Broadcastings that were broadcasted between January 2014
— December 2015; namely, Killer Karaoke Thailand “Bor Pak Jai” and “Kon Hua
Look” and Kon Uat Phee “La Tha Phee”. In addition, ten edited short stories
published between 2008 - 2013. Words and phrases indicated Fear were
selected through qualification searching which was the prototype and the

analysis of conceptual metaphor according to Lakoff, G. & Kévecses, Z. (1987)
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and Koévecses, Z. (2002) (2005) (2006). The finding of study reveals that there
are 9 types of conceptual metaphors of fear in Thai language: Superior,
Agriculture, Natural phenomenon, Food, Resource, War, Animal, Human and
Material metaphors. The highest frequency of conceptual metaphors is Human,
especially body parts. The conceptual metaphors in this study indicate various
attitudes of Thai people toward Fear through Human metaphor, that is, Fear
of Ilness. Furthermore, it is found that conceptual metaphor of Fear from
Sense of Touch is more frequently used than other kinds of senses. Besides,
conceptual metaphor of Kwan is considered to be maintained. Finally, according
to the conceptual metaphor of Animal, Dog is considered to be remembered
by Thai people more than other kinds of animals. Therefore, these conceptual
metaphors reflect social and cultural experiences through language.

Abstract

This study was conducted by means of the qualitative research
methodology and ethnomusicology with the aims to 1) investigate the history
of Mark-Kub-Kab, and 2) explore the roles of Mark-Kub-Kab in Isan cultural
performing arts. The findings revealed the following:

1) “Mark-Kub-Kab” is a percussion instrument made of hardwood and
featured in 2 varieties: short and long. Its history has not been evidently
documented. The performance has no fixed pattern, depending more on
occasions and the performers’ wits and improvisation. Mark-Kub-Kab is played
in traditional local festivals and has been integrated into Isan cultural performing
arts such as Mor Lam Klon, Nang Pramothai (Isan shadow play), Mor Lam Plern,
and Pong Lang bands.

2) Mark-Kub-Kab features in 5 types of performances: 1) Local
performances, 2) Mor Lam Klon performances, 3) Nang Pramothai performances,
4) Lam Plern performances, and 5) Pong Lang performances.

Keywords: Mark-Kub-Kab, folk performance

Introduction

Isan musical instruments can be divided into plucked string instruments,
bowed string instruments, percussion instruments and woodwind instruments.
These instruments are played for entertainment as well as in rituals according
to the beliefs of the local people in different areas. Percussion instruments,
in particular, have played a role that is closely connected to the lives of Isan
people from the olden days. For example, an instrument in the shape of a
wooden stick (Kroh) was drummed as a call for a meeting or a signal for news,
and a drum was used as a military signal to call for an army before a battle,
as a signal of a meeting, and as an announcement of news. (Surat Warangrat,
1986: 113) Percussion instruments consist of both melodic and rhythmic
instruments. In Isan, percussion instruments feature different types of drums

as well as wooden percussion instruments such as Kroh, Khor Lor, and Krub.
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These instruments are related to rituals and livelihood, reflecting games and
beliefs that show the ways of life and the fertility of the land in Isan society.
(Pranee Wongthet, 1985: 224-324) Percussion and rhythm instruments are
regarded as the world’s oldest instruments. Asian percussion instruments can
be categorized according to their shapes and characteristics into 11 types:
chime, bell, gong, Kroh or Kho Lor, xylophone, stone bell, cymbal, Krub, and
scraped instruments. In addition, Asian people often include leather percussion
instruments in the category of percussion instruments. (Malm, 1977: 91-14)

Mark-Kub-Kab is a percussion instrument used as part of the rhythm
section in performances in Isan. A preliminary survey has indicated that it is
played to accompany Mor Lam performances called “Mor Lam Kub Kab”
(Charoenchai Chonphairot, 1983), to accompany Nang Pramothai performances,
to accompany a Pong Lang band, and to be part of Nang Hai performances.
Mark-Kub-Kab is an ancient performance with no evident record of its history.
At present, Mark-Kub-Kab can be performed locally on all occasions and in all
places, generally in traditional festivals for merit making in Isan. Mark-Kub-Kab
acts as a colorful rhythm section whose performers can be both male and
female.

Althousgh it was originated at a local level with no fixed performance
pattern, Mark-Kub-Kab has started to play a more prominent role as an
established performance, and its movements have recently been documented
more clearly and systematically as a performing art. Nowadays, Mark-Kub-Kab
is very popular in Isan folk bands, especially in Pong Lang bands where it is
performed together with Nang Hai. In addition, it is performed in other types
of performances as mentioned earlier, but the contexts and details of those
performances are still unclear.

Due to its significance shown above, the researchers were interested
in studying Mark-Kub-Kab in the Isan culture in terms of its history and roles

in folk performances.
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Objective of the Study
To study the history and roles of Mark-Kub-Kab in Isan cultural

performing arts.

Research Methodology

This research is a qualitative study employing the research methodology
of ethnomusicology and focusing on field data collection as the main source
of research data. The research procedure is as follows:

1. The researchers selected the study area in Isan, focusing on Isan
folk performances, conducted a preliminary field data collection and used the
data to select the sample group with the advice from experts. The sample
group of Isan folk performances included Mor Lam, Nang Pramothai and Pong
Lang performances.

2.When the area and sample group had been specified, the researchers
designed a questionnaire based on the objective of the study. After the
questionnaire was checked and approved by experts, it was used as a tool for
data collection.

3. The researchers planned the field data collection based on the
objective of the study.

4. The researchers categorized and analyzed the data from the fieldwork
and documentary study based on the objective of the study before having the
data and the analysis checked by the personnel involved in the fieldwork and
the experts.

5. The researchers corrected the data according to the suggestions of

the experts and prepared the data for presentation.

Results of the Study
The results of the study reveal the following:

1. History of Mark-Kub-Kab

In the old days, Mark-Kub-Kab was not a main musical instrument and
was regarded more as a common toy. Since the rural societies needed
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entertainment, often in the form of singing, to relieve stress from work, Mark-
Kub-Kab played an important part in this aspect of the local life since the
ancient days. To make singing more fun, a percussion instrument was generally
needed to keep the rhythm and to accompany the singing, since a melodic
instrument would have required more musical skills from the players. Singing,
however, could be performed from memory, the lyrics composed based on
surrounding environments and expressed in words. Singing was a musical
performance preceding the invention of any musical instruments and, therefore,
was prevalent in a person’s life since babyhood (e.g. in lullabies), requiring no
special practice. Likewise, Mark-Kub-Kab, acting as a percussion instrument
accompanying the singing, required no special training. Moreover, it could easily
be made from local materials. In the past, when the people rested from farm
work, they sang and kept the rhythm by hitting sticks together, having no other
instrument. By doing this, the singing became more entertaining.

Isan people have known and made use of “Krub” since the old days.
The instrument controls the rhythm of a song. In the past, it was made from
local or recycled materials. It could be assumed that Mark-Kub-Kab was made
in a similar way, possibly from “spokes of cartwheels” which featured a long
shape like that of Mark-Kub-Kab and were made from hardwood suitable to
produce the “Kub-Kab” sounds. Nevertheless, this was merely one of the
possibilities since Isan people could easily make the instrument by cutting and

sanding a piece of old wood into the desirable shape.

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Mark-Kub-Kab has been part of the Isan cultural performing arts since
the old days, starting as a folk performance in festivals or traditional local
merit-making events and gaining popularity in Mor Lam Klon performances.
Althousgh it is hardly performed nowadays in a Mor Lam Klon performance, its
role was palpable during the time western instruments were adapted into the
Mor Lam Klon performance to create the Lam Sing rhythm and make it more
fun. Furthermore, Mark-Kub-Kab is found in Isan Pramothai performances, which,
like Mor Lam Klon, adopted western instruments to enhance the entertainment
for both the performers and the audiences.

Also, Mark-Kub-Kab features in Mor Lam Plern and Pong Lang
performances. In the culture of Pong Lang performances, Mark-Kub-Kab is
featured in 2 phases. The first phase is the Mark-Kub-Kab Lam Plern performance
in the form of a Pong Lang performance (Roi Et College of Dramatic Arts) derived
from the old concept of Mark-Kub-Kab in the Mor Lam Plern performance by
Sao Noi Phet Ban Phaeng Group. The second phase is the latest development
of Mark-Kub-Kab in a Pong Lang band featuring the performance of the instrument
together with that of “Nang Hai”. This type of performance is the most popular
Pong Lang performance of today’s time. Mark-Kub-Kab is rarely played with
other instruments as part of a musical ensemble. Its main purpose now is to
feature in a show.

2. The Roles of Mark-Kub-Kab in Performing Arts

It has been found that Mark-Kub-Kab has roles in Isan cultural performing
arts as follows:

2.1. In local performances

This type of Mark-Kub-Kab performance is played in local festivals. In
some places, a Mark-Kub-Kab band is formed and the instrument is played
along with other Isan musical instruments in a band similar to Isan Klong Yao
band with dancers and both male and female performers. Today, this type of
performance is often seen in local festivals such as Boon Bang Fai festival in
which the elderly play Mark-Kub-Kab in a parade and draw attention by making
colorful movements.

2.2 In Mor Lam Klon performances

In Mor Lam Kub-Kab performances, Mark-Kub-Kab controls the rhythm
of Mor Lam Klon using Klon Thang San, Klon Dern Dong and Klon Teuy rhythms.
Mor Lam Klon also applies country songs and uses them in their repertoire,
called “Applied Mor Lam Klon” (Mor Lam Klon Prayuk). The performers are
dressed for comical effect and add “Kham Soi” from Mor Lam Klon to enhance

the entertainment on stage.

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2.3 In Nang Pramothai performances

Nang Pramothai is Isan’s shadow play, a combination of Mor Lam and
a shadow play. In it, Mark-Kub-Kab controls the musical rhythm. Mark-Kub-Kab
is also played before Nang Pramothaiis performed. Later, during the performance
when music is played, Mark-Kub-Kab acts as a rhythm section behind the stage
together with other instruments. However, Mark-Kub-Kab can also be played
on stage in order to draw attention to the stage and to add charms to the

uniqueness of the performance.

2.4 In Mor Lam Plern performances

Mor Lam Plern was once the most popular form of Mor Lam
performances thanks to its joyful rhythm and melodies similar to modern
songs. Western musical instruments were introduced into the performances.
Mark-Kub-Kab has been a rhythm instrument in a Mor Lam Plern band from
the beginning. Since it encompasses stylish and beautiful movements and
enables constant mobility, it is played to accompany performers or “dancers”
bringing uniqueness into the show. At present, Mor Lam Plern performances
no longer exist, with one exception of Sao Noi Phet Ban Phaeng Mor Lam Group
in Mahasarakham province that has continued to perform Mark-Kub-Kab Lam

Plern as the group’s signature performance up to the present time.

2.5 In Pong Lang performances
Mark-Kub-Kab has been part of the rhythm section of a Pong Lang band since
the beginning. The development of Mark-Kub-Kab in Pong Lang bands can be
divided into 3 phases: 1) As a rhythm instrument, 2) As part of the performance
called Fon Mark-Kub-Kab Lam Plern, influenced by the concept of using Mark-
Kub-Kab in Mor Lam Plern performances, and 3) As part of Mark-Kub-Kab Nang
Hai performances, which constitutes the latest development of the role of
Mark-Kub-Kab in a Pong Lang band, in which Mark-Kub-Kab is featured in tandem
with “Nang Hai”. This latest development is the most popular performance of
a Pong Lang band at present. The movements of Mark-Kub-Kab and Nang Hai
are derived from the combination of the ancient Thai kickboxing and Ram Plern
dance movements. Mark-Kub-Kab is knocked against the performer’s elbows,

shoulders, feet and shins in imitation of Isan’s boxing movements.

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Conclusion

Mark-Kub-Kab has been a feature in Isan cultural performing arts
originally as a rhythm instrument. The instrument has seen phases of continual
development up until the present time. It was first put into a band in a village’s
merit-making tradition such as in a Bang Fai parade when different groups of
people convened at an appointed location. The musicians from various groups
or men enjoying drinks together brought along their instruments such as Phin,
Khaen, drums and Mark-Kub-Kab. They took the opportunity to jam and
exchange performance techniques, giving birth to spontaneous folk musical
challenges and, consequently, musical bands. Mark-Kub-Kab has been part of
the development all along as part of the rhythm section, and its performance
has been continually enhanced as can be seen on stage in Isan societies
nowadays.

As for its roles, Mark-Kub-Kab features in 5 types of Isan performances:
1) Local performances, 2) Mor Lam Klon performances, 3) Nang Pramothai
performances, 4) Lam Plern performances, and 5) Pong Lang performances.

Mark-Kub-Kab has been part of the Isan cultural performing arts from
the past up to the present time. It started as a folk performance generally seen
in local festivals or traditional merit-making events before becoming more
prominent on a Mor Lam Klon stage when western musical instruments were
introduced into Mor Lam Klon performances to create the Lam Sing rhythm
for a higher degree of excitement. Nowadays, however, it is hardly performed
on a Mor Lam Klon stage. In addition, Mark-Kub-Kab is played in Nang Pramothai
performances for the entertainment of both performers and audiences. In
these performances, Mark-Kub-Kab is played to accompany the movements
together with other musical instruments. It was once played behind the screen
as part of the rhythm section before being moved to be played in front of the
screen before the actual shadow play starts and during intermissions. In 1972,
Mor Lam Plern was extremely popular in the Isan culture, and Mark-Kub-Kab
which accompanied the music of Mor Lam Plern performances was brought
onto the front of the stage where the Kub-Kab performers played the instruments
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on the stage together with Mor Lam performers in joyful and comical movements
and manners. Mark-Kub-Kab, therefore, has been played in Nang Pramothai
and Mor Lam Plern performances and has recently been introduced into
popular Pong Lang performances that feature a Mark-Kub-Kab performance in

tandem with a Nang Hai performance.

Discussion of the Results

The study has revealed that Mark-Kub-Kab is an ancient performance
whose history cannot be accurately and clearly pinpointed, as in other types
of Isan performances such as Mor Lam, Khaen, Phin (Sung), Heun, etc. According
to several elderly informants in various provinces, Mark-Kub-Kab is said to be
performed in auspicious events such as weddings, Boon Kathin, Boon Phawet,
Songkran festival, and especially Boon Bang Fai. Mark-Kub-Kab helps enhance
the liveliness and fun of the celebrations. Unlike other types of performances
such as Mor Lam, Mor Khaen, etc., it is not performed by professional musicians,
but by participants in the celebrations who join in the performances casually
for their own and others’ entertainment without monetary remuneration. At
present, Mark-Kub-Kab can be found in 5 types of Isan cultural performing arts:
local merit-making festivals, Mor Lam Klon performances, Nang Pramothai
performances, Mor Lam Plern performances and Pong Lang performances.

Although its history cannot be vouched for by concrete evidence, it
could be assumed from word of mouth passed on from generation to generation
that Mark-Kub-Kab has been played widely in Isan cultural performing arts
possibly because it is convenient to carry around, cheap and easily made. The
methods of playing depend on the performers’ wits and techniques. This is in
accordance with the cultural diffusion theory which states that social and
cultural changes are caused by the diffusion of external cultural influences
and that communications between societies bring about knowledge exchange.
It also complies with the theory of aesthetics which indicates that man seeks
for what he likes and what makes him happy.

Mark-Kub-Kab is played according to the players’ feelings and
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improvisation. At the beginning, it was played as a solo instrument to accompany
singing; for example, as the rhythm section accompanying Maeng Tab Tao song.
Later on, it was played in a group or in duets whose singers also played Mark-
Kub-Kab. In the old days, musical technology was not well-known nor
widespread, and, therefore, the performers” emotions were not as wild as they
are nowadays. The Isan music of today is enhanced by audio equipment
technology and influences of western music, rendering a variety of musical
genres and melodies. As a result, the emotions of both performers and audiences
heighten according to the rise of present-day music. The physical expressions,
likewise, have become more pronounced. Together with the changes of time
and musical technology, Mark-Kub-Kab performers have expressed themselves
more and more in their joyful movements, wits and accompaniment of music.
Mark-Kub-Kab performances can be described in phases as follows:

In Phase 1, Mark-Kub-Kab was an ancient performance. A performer
played the instrument to accompany singing or other folk musical instruments.
The performance followed one rhythmic pattern all through the song and one
pattern of movement; for example, body movement according to the rhythm
of the music.

In Phase 2, Mark-Kub-Kab was played mainly for fun. This is the period
in which music technology such as speakers and electric musical instruments
played a bigger role in the Isan area, hence taking the music market to another
level of popularity. Many songs or Lam verses were created and became
popular. Mor bands, such as Lam Klon, Lam Mu and Lam Plern, were popular
groups. Mark-Kub-Kab, as a rhythm instrument, also played a role in this popular
trend and was moved from backstage to be performed on stage for more
impressive performances. A solo player played Mark-Kub-Kab while showing
movements which expressed his/her cheerfulness. This could be seen in
performances such as Mark-Kub-Kab Mor Lam Klon, Mark-Kub-Kab Nang
Pramothai and Mark-Kub-Kab Lam Plern.

In Phase 3, educational institutes were involved in the collection of
data related to Isan folk music, the creation of systematic works of performing
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arts, and the widespread publicity of those works. Performances in this phase
can be categorized into 3 periods: first, a solo performance with a Pong Lang
folk band, second, a team performance, and finally, a solo performance.

In a solo performance with a Pong Lang folk band, Mark-Kub-Kab was
played as a rhythm instrument together with other musical instruments
backstage. Therefore, there was not much movement. This form of performance
was an imitation of Phase 1 which featured a solo performance with no
movement.

A team performance (with movements) was a performing art featuring
Mark-Kub-Kab in a Mor Lam Plern band. The performance featured a Mark-
Kub-Kab performer and a female Lam Plern dancer dressed in a short Isan
sarong. Both performers expressed manners of courtship on stage. Educational
institutes created the performance based on the form and concept of the
performance in Phase 2 which featured a solo performer in a witty improvisation.
The performance was called Fon Mark-Kub-Kab Lam Plern and presented as
a team performance in which the movements of Mark-Kub-Kab were arranged
into patterns and accompanied by Maeng Tab Tao music followed by Lam
Plern music, with the latter expressing courtship.

A solo performance (Kub-Kab Nang Hai with movements) has become
well-known and widely popular at present after Nang Hai was initiated into
the show. Both Mark-Kub-Kab and Nang Hai are independent performances. In
certain fun musical moments, Nang Hai comes out of the surrounding urns
(Hai) and shows her dance movements. Mark-Kub-Kab, then, takes the chance
to move along to play courtship with Nang Hai. Mark-Kub-Kab, consequently,
is performed together with Nang Hai as an opening act. The performance
features wild movements combining a Mark-Kub-Kab Lam Plern performance
with ancient boxing dance steps. The performers are also dressed like ancient
boxers with a head scarf, arm bands and decorating amulets.

In terms of musical characteristics, Mark-Kub-Kab controls the rhythm.
The performer knocks on the instrument at the falling rhythm. There is no
fixed movement. The performer is free to improvise relying on his own wits.
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Nowadays, however, performers of Mark-Kub-Kab in Pong Lang bands, especially
in their performances with Nang Hai, do not seem to know their roles and tend
to overact, thus forgetting to knock on the instrument at the right moment.
These performances are more for visual effects than for true music appreciation.

The forms of Mark-Kub-Kab performances as described above are in
accordance with a theory of learning which states that learning is a process in
which an individual tries to adjust his behavior in order to blend in with varying
environments and situations until he achieves the goal he has set for himself.
This is true for Mark-Kub-Kab whose development has been shown to be

constant.

Recommendations for Further Studies

This study explored the history and roles of Mark-Kub-Kab in Isan
culture. This type of rhythm instrument also exists in other cultures both in
Thailand and abroad. Further studies are recommended to compare the forms,
characteristics, playing techniques and physical structures of the instruments

in order to gain invaluable music information.
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Abstract

‘Mobility of Chinese people” as resulted to the expansion of Chinese
influence does not limit to those investors, entrepreneurs, labors, and state
officials. There is also a movement of a large group of Chinese students travel
to western countries for education; while some of them decide to earn the
degree from colleges or universities in Southeast Asia. Thailand is considered
as one of the preferable designated countries where Chinese students choose
to come to study in each year.

The paper entitles, “the mobility” of Chinese students to Southeast
Asia: a case study of Chinese students in Chiang Mai University” aims to 1)
explore the mobility tendency of Chinese students to Southeast Asia countries,
and 2) analyze factors affecting their decision to take higher education in the
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universities in Thailand. Based upon the literature review, statistical analysis,
and interview with Chinese students of Chiang Mai University, the researcher
finds out that there have been an increasing number of Chinese students
studying in the programs which are provided at University and have a greater
tendency of Chinese students in each year. Results of the study also points
out that the significant factors affecting their decision to study are 1) tension
of entrance examination in China, 2) education opportunity, 3) former experience
in traveling to Thailand, and 4) other factors.

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Abstract

This article aims to 1) review and critique the concept Thainess in
Thailand’s BE 2542 National Education Act, the BE 2560 - 2564 Education
Development Plan, and the provision of education for civil development in
the BE 2551 Basic Education Curriculum, especially as related to the subjects
of social studies, 2) discuss the political discourse regarding to Thainess which
affects the education for civil development in Thailand, and 3) suggest a good
teaching method for teaching social studies subjects to inculcate citizens for
the age of postmodernity. The article concludes that the traditional Thainess
is an obstacle to civil development in the age of postmodernity because it is
used as a tool of conservative politics. In addition, it does not open an area
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for people to define their own Thainess. As a result, the teaching of social
studies subjects should open up students’ awareness of who they are and
what capacity they have so that they can share the meaning of Thainess
appropriate for the age of postmodernity.
