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Abstract

The objectives of this research were 1) to study the need for teaching and
learning activities in Thai language 2) to develop a Thai language teaching model to
promote the ability to write, spell and read using the brain as a base. 3) To study
the effect of using the Thai language teaching model to enhance the ability to
write, spell and read using the brain as a base. For primary school grade 1 students
according to the 80/80 criteria and 4) to assess the development of a Thai language
teaching model to promote the ability to write, spell and read using the brain as a
base. For Prathom 1 students, the sample group that used the model was 33
Prathomsuksa 1/6 students in the first semester of the academic year 2019, Warin
Wichachat Municipal School. Warin  Chamrap Municipality Ubon Ratchathani
Province The tools used to collect information include: 25 learning management
plans created according to the Thai language teaching model, 30 multiple-choice
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three-choice writing, spelling and reading ability tests, with a difficulty (P) ranging
from 0.33 to 0.80 and Power to classify item (B) from 0.30 to 0.77, total confidence
0.88. The statistics used in the data analysis were percentage, mean and standard
deviation. The results of the research were as follows: 1. Teachers' overall desire for
teaching and learning activities in Thai subjects was at the highest level ( = 4.55).
Considering each item, it was found that the items with the highest mean were:
Teaching Thai by developing teaching styles and methods (X = 4.65), followed by
Teaching Thai by using the primary language method (X = 4.63), teaching Thai by
using language experience (X =4.55), teaching Thai by reading individually (X =4.51)
and teaching Thai by using an individual book (X =4.51) . textbooks (X =4.45)
respectively. 2. The results of the drafting of a model for teaching Thai language to
promote the ability to write, spell and read using the brain as a base. For
elementary school students based on the concept of Joyee & Weil (2009) consists
of components 1) Principles of style. Component 2) Objective Component 3)
Teaching Procedure (Syntax) Component 4) Social System Component 5) Response
Principle Component 6) Support system and activities activities are as follows: 1.
Brain Gym stage 2. Attention and attention stage 3. Experience stage 4. Meaning
discovery stage ( Brain Seeks, 5. Practice and 6. Reflection. 3. Effects of using Thai
language teaching model to promote ability in writing, spelling and reading. using
the brain as the base For elementary school students 3.1 The results of finding the
effectiveness of the Thai language teaching model for promoting the ability to
write, spell and read using the brain as a base For primary school year 1 students,
the value was 83.09/82.44. 3.2 The effectiveness index of the Thai language
teaching model for promoting the ability to write, spell and read using the brain as
a base. For primary school students, the value was 0.5671. 3.3 Comparison of
writing, spelling and reading abilities of students studying with the Thai language
teaching model to promote their ability to write, spell and read by use your brain
as a base For Prathomsuksa 1 students, after school was significantly higher than
before at .05 level. 4. Assessment of teaching style development by asking for
opinions. of teachers on the Thai language teaching model to promote the ability
to write, spell and read using the brain as a base. For primary school students, it
was found that, overall, teachers' opinions were at the highest level (X = 4.60, S.D.
= 0.50).
