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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to (1) examine current circumstances of social
capital, cultural capital, and sustainable development of the Amphawa Floating Market,
located in Amphawa district, Samut Songkhram province, and (2) develop a social and cultural
capital-based sustainable community revitalization model for the Amphawa Floating Market.
This research used mixed methods. As qualitative research, it involved in-depth interviews
with 16 key informants, focusing on those with relevant experience and roles, as well as field
observations and field notes. As quantitative research, it employed a questionnaire as the tool
for collecting sample data with multi-stage sampling of a population of 3,417 local residents
of the Amphawa Subdistrict Municipality. The questionnaire underwent a quality check,
suggesting that it was a valid and reliable tool. The sample size was 402. The research findings
are outlined as follows: (1) Its social capital was at a high level, cultural capital, a moderate

level, and sustainable development, a high level; (2) The developed sustainable community
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revitalization model consisted of leaders, leadership, social capital, and cultural capital, as the

factors influencing the sustainable development of the Amphawa Floating Market.
