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Abstract

This article analyzes the changes in rural communities at present. It was found
that villagers have adapted themselves through adopting new technologies and
depending on the monetary economic system deeply. They have also been involved in
the system of commercial agriculture intensively and complicatedly. The rural dwellers
have become a new species of polybians, who have adapted their lives in many
dimensions. They are not only semi-peasant/semi-proletariats, as proposed by some
academicians, but they—not different from middle-class urban dwellers—have adopted
the modern culture of consumerism and have obtained access to political information.
As a result of their small-scale farms, high production costs, and high household
expenditures in accordance with modern consumerism culture, they have unavoidably
“drowned” or “suffocated” because of subsistence problems. With the present decay
of kinship relationships, the patronage system and traditional institutions, rural dwellers
have created new relationships, linking themselves with networks of external politics, at
both the national and local levels, in order to survive at a subsistence level.
