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Abstract

Street food vendors are significant components of the urban
informal economy. The article analyzes food supply chain activities, taking
into consideration the interdependence of small producers, corporate
firms, wholesalers, market vendors, street food vendors, and consumers.
The article presents findings from a survey of 150 street food vendors in
Phra Nakhon, Bangrak, and Bangkapi districts by accidental sampling.
Case study interview are used to affirm the significance of street vendors
as a patron of market vendors and small producers. Similarly, street
food vending is crucial for consumers and indirectly enhances the formal

economy in the urban areas.
