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Authoritarian State and Free Economy: State, Capital and Civil Society in The

Development of Special Economic Zones Chiang Saen, Chiang Rai Province.
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Abstract

This article revealed the strength of the Thai state in implementing the special
economic zone policy using the Ordo-liberal framework, which was another new perspective
that should be considered as another option for the development of special economic zones.
This research aimed to study the role of the Thai state in the dimension of the relationship
between the state, capital, and civil society and the management of the free economy through
the development policy of the Chiang Saen Special Economic Zone, Chiang Rai Province.
Qualitative research was used to collect data through documentary research and in-depth
interview with people involved in the development policy of the Chiang Rai Special Economic
Zone. The results of the study found that the orders of the National Council for Peace and
Order, laws, and various announcements were important mechanisms that the Thai state used
to control and supervise the development of special economic zones, from land acquisition
and urban planning, investment promotion, and infrastructure development, which aimed to
promote investment more than legitimacy over civil society areas. Therefore, the relationship
was characterized by the state supporting capital groups, but for civil society in that area, the
state cannot made them agree and create acceptance of the policy with the state. The results
reflect the state's ability to push the policy to be successful. It is necessary to be aware of
giving importance of society part because of fair competition for capital groups may not be

fair to society, especially a state weakness that could not act as a complete market guardian.
